The case of Jeptha, of the Jews in the
time of Jeremiah, of Herod and of ihsvse who
banded together to 3lay Paul, all suggest question
which it had been found difficult to settle. Of ul»
the forms under which men have bound them¬
selves, an oath is the most imposing and solemn
If, therefore, we can »eitle the question before u

as it respects this form of obligetioo, we shall vn

tually determine the whole matter. We may de
fine our oath to be, a promise, made under the
sanctions of Religion, to do or not to do a parti«
ular act ; and iis binding force will depend gen«
rally upon the question whether it is consistent
with the autcrior relations arising from our rela¬
tions to God and our fellow men. There are cer
tain relations in which we are placed without tin1
exercise of our own choice, by the act of our Crea¬
tor, and the obligations arising from these are bind¬
ing upon u* independently of any promise on our

part to observe them ; and no promise can absolve
us ftom the duty of obeying them, or bind us to d.«
any thing contrary to their requirement.. Such
are the filial and paternal relations.
