Mr. Editor:.The object of this communica¬

tion is to suggest a plan, simple and feasible in it.
self, by means of which the vast and almost inde-
scribable benefits of an ubundant supply of pure
and wholesume water may bo secured by the resi-
dents of Loag Island, living adjacent to this city.
U ithout stopping to enumerate the countless be¬

nefits the'Aqueduct already confers upon our City,
I will at once Male my plain for conductingthe Cro-
ton Water to Long Island.merely premising that
the project has received the approbation of gent le¬
men whose opinions are entitled t* tho veryjiigh-
est confidence.

I propose to carry a duct, composed of tbe lar¬

gest size iron pipe, from the Distributing Reser¬
voir to the Hast River, and to continue it across

the same, i>y placing it, in the form of ar. invrfrd

syphon, upon the bottom; which may be easily
'lone by means of the cotier-dam. This done..
and, by the well-known law of hydraulics, the
Croton will, forever after, roll his crystal waters,

as well for our neighbors ns for us.

Should any entertain doubt whether ihn scheme
can be carried into execution, without robbing this
eity of some portion of the inestimable blessings
which have been promised from the completion of
the watei works, it is only necessary to sav that,
as they now exist, they are capable of supplying
double the quantity of Wiiter which is introduced
into the eity of London, with her million and a half
of inhabitants ; and twelve times that furnished to
the city of Paris, with her population of seven

hundred and fifty thousand. Let ir !>e remember¬
ed, too, that by a slight modification of the pres¬
ent plan, in a few of its details, the supply may
be increased at least threefold. Thus it will he

perceived that, so far from there being any ground
if apprehension on this score, the magnitude of
the works is such as not only to guarantee to New
\ oik herself an adequate supply.of wafer, when
die shall have spread her ginnt arms over tii»
whole island of Manhattan, bin" it is sufficient,
also to enable lior to share her treasure with her
sisters-, Brooklyn and WilliamsHurgj when they
sliali have increased in like proportion; and. i;
need be, with Jersey Cilv beside.
