Washington, Tuesday, Dec. G, 18-12.
Tbe second day of the. session of Congress also

f-iil« to bring with it a quorum of tho S-.-na'e, and

consequently the reception of the President's
Message, and the transaction of business in both
Houses is delayed.
In the Hou»e of Representatives however, Mr.

Adams is agnin agitating the reception of petitions
on the subject of slavery, and with th- present at¬

tendance ofmembers, many of the Southern and
Western members not yet having arrived, com¬

mands a mnjoriiy of votes in support of his views.
The Senate was called to otder at 12 o'clock,

and but twenty-six members (one less than a quo¬
rum) appearing in their seats, an immediate ad¬
journment took place.

In the House, Mr. Wm. Cost Johnson gave
notice that to-morrow, or at the earliest opportu¬
nity, he should ask leave to introduce, a bill embo¬
dying his projet for the relief of the Stairs and
Territories by the i»sue and distribution among
them of Government Stock based on the proceeds
of the Public Lands.
Mr. Halsted gave notice of the introduction of

a bitl similar to that passed at the close of the last
session and not returned by the President, to regu¬
late the taking testimony in cuses of contested
elections and for other purposes.
Mr. Wm. C. Johnson moved the appointment

of a Select Committee or. the subjectof aNational
Foundry. Cairied.
Mr. Adams, in accordance with his notice of yes¬

terday, offered his resolution to rescind the Twenty-
first Rule, which prohibits the reception of peti¬
tions on the subject of Slavery. He said that, by
the Constitution of the House, the first business oí
the session was to receive the petitions of the Peo¬

ple ; and his object was to abolish a rule by which
:i large »hare of petitions from one portion of the
Union W33 excluded, while all from another por¬
tion were received. He had no wish to debate
the subject, but was willing that the question be

immediately taken by Yeas and Nays.
Mr. Wise raised the point that the resolution

could not be received in order if objected to, ex

cept by a vote of two-thirds. Aftor some remarks

by Messrs. Wise, PtCKLNS und others,
The Speaker overruled the point of oider.
Mr. \Veli.br, moved to lay the resolution on the

table ; rejected, Yeas 85, Nays 93.
The question recurring on the adoption of the

resolution Mr. Everett moved the previous ques¬
tion; which was seconded(>Ayes 84, Nays 74.

Mr. Wise attempted unsuccessfully to postpone
the subject. The Yeas Rnd Nays were taken on

how ordering the main question, and were.Yeas
84; Nays 00. So the question was not ordered,
and under the rules the subject goes over till to¬

morrow.
Mr. John Thomtson Mason of Md.announcd

the drath of his colleague, Hon. James W. Wil¬

liams, and in a beuatiful manner recounted the vir¬

tues of the deceased and gave utterance to the

feelings the melancholy occurrence was adapted to

inspire.
On his motion, resolutions of respect to the

memory of the deceased were adopted, and the
House adjourned.

we have advices frcra California to the 30th of
August. 2 he intelligence from the interior of
Ctnii is very encouraging, the troops sent by the
Governor having returned victorious, after entirely
subduing the zealots, who were very much discon¬
tented, wishing to settle their religious feud among
themselves. Tbe citizens of Valparaiso exnre>srd
much satisfaction at its termination. The accounts

from i'eru are very uncertain. It is said that the
war there is about to end. The Provinces in the
North of Buenos Ayrea are anxious to make peace ¡
and are willing to do every thing in their power
for that purpose. The Peruvians do not appear
19 be so disposed, and are ceBttnoalry harassisg
their opponent* at every opportunity. The inhabi¬
tants of the Province of Coquimbo have at last
succeeded in rapturing a number of the mountain-
ecr= from Cstaruarca ; they immediately execrj ed
them all. The number is unknown, and the ru.

mor is the only authority for the story. The Cali¬
fornia left at Valparaiso the shin Natchez, of

New-York, which arrived on the 30th oí August j
from that port; also the ship Orpheus, Capt. Hi'.;, j
from New-York, for Coquimbo. A few days
thence to New-York, ships Emily and Rosciu»,
for Boston. On the 20tb of September, in sight
of Cape Horn, passed an American whaler, steer¬

ing westward, showing a white signal, with black
balls in it. The California has experienced very
beavy gales during the passage. She made Long
Island on the ~7:.u November, ana was blown off.

Cult Again..We heartily wish that the fate

He thinks the deed
must have been committed soon after 3 o'clock,
with perfect deliberation and calmness, and that the

dagger was thrust in with both hands, and not by
a stab.
