LATER FROM EUROPE.

The steamship Columbia, Capt. Miller, ar¬

rived at Boaton on Tuesday morning.bringing
Liverpool date« to the 19th uit. Among her pas-
«enger» i» Gen. Cas«, our Minister to France.
The overland Mail had arrived with news of some

importance. A terrible tale of «shipwreck and
marine disaster is given in the English papers.
In Cotton there has been r.o marked change,
though fíales have been «somewhat larger.

Beyond this there is no local new» from England
of anv interest.
Shipwrecks..The British schooner George,

from Tarragona for Liverpool, with wine, &c.

struck a sunken rock off Lisbon, and went down

so suddenly that the crew had hardly lime to

escape in the boats.
At Rotbsay, on the 12th ultimo, th« William, of

Gloucester, foundered offthe South end of the Bute.
Two of the crew were lost with her. Their bodies
wer« afterward washed ashore and interred.

Thtf//amtZ¿on,afine brig of 300 tons,ran upon the
Breakers off Harwich, and very soon wont t» pieces.
The crew, twelve in number.took to the boat,which,
by reason of the dense fog, soon swamped, and out

«of the twelve only one was saved. Capt. Bradbury
was amang the lost.
The ship Reliance, from Canton to London, with

27,000 chests of tea, was wrecked near Bouluugne.
arid one hundred and ten, out of the one hundred
und sixteen persons on board were lost. She iva>

said to be insured lor£ 195,000.of which the otlicei
in Calcutta and Bombay are responsible fur al least
£ 150,000. The vessel struck about 2 o'clock in the
morning.with a fair wind. Of those saved, one

was the carpenter, and fire were La»ears.
The scene of horror and confusion which reigned

on board until daylight is described by the survivors
as of the most awful character, though little beyond
the manner in which the crew and passengers lost
their lives has atpresent transpired. The confusion
and terror consequent upon the suddenness with
which the vessel struck was such, that no orders on

the part of the ship'« officers were attended to, and
some time elapsed before signals of distress could
be fired. These signals continued to be made until
daylight, but without any effect, no boat having put
off to the vessel. The Boulogne Gazette says :.
" There was wa3 no means of affording the least
assistance." But whether this arose from the state

of the tide, the nature of the shore on which she
struck, or the absence of life-boats, or other ordi¬
nary modes adopted on such occasions, is not given.
As soon as the day broke und the coast was dis¬
cerned, it was determined to hoist out the boats.
This was quickly accomplished, but the long-boat
was immediately swamped by the breakers, and
the others, from being overloaded, went down
within a short distance of the vessel. The Cap¬
tai« remained «m board to the last moment, and
went down while near the Carpenter, who reached
tho shore in safety. Many bodies had been washed
on the beach, some of them showing symptoms oí
life: but although every medical attention was

prrn|ptly rendered, none of them wus restored.
§ The scene on the beach was one of the most ex¬

traordinary description, from tho number of chests
often which came ashore when the ship broke up.
It was ebb tide when the vessel struck ; but before
daylight the sea was (lowing fast, at 10 o'«;lock she
was a peifect wreck. Out of 27,000 chests on board
only T.Î86 have yet been saved, and these aro all
much damaged by the sea-water.

The Waterloo, a convict ship of 411 tons, was

wrecked near Cape Town, on the last of August,
and one hundred and ninety persons perished
.with her.

Sho was bound to Van Diemau's Land, and had
on board, besides her crew. 219 male convicts, Dr.
Helsall in charge; Lieutenant Hext, Ensign Leigh,
thirty men of fier Majesty's 99th Regiment, five
women and thirteen children. She took the ground
between 11 and 12 o'clock ir. the forenoon, and in
15 or 20 minutes became a mass of rubbish. And
now ensued a most piteous massacre. In about
two hours and a half, umid the crumbling heaps
of their perfidious prison,.of men, women and
children, 190 were ctushod, disabled and drowned.

There was no preparation for saving life made on

board or on shore. No life-buoys, no coils of ropes
lashed to casks, nor any apparatus for establishing
a communication with the shore from the ship. On
the shore there was no life-boat, no apparatus for
throwing ropes over stranded vessels, nor any thing,
in short, to show that the Government or people
here had ever before heard of such a thing as a

shipwreck. We stood among thousands on the
beach within 150 yards of the dissolving fabric,
looking on the agonized faces of our fellow crea¬
tures as they sawk in dozens, battered, and bruised,
and suffocated,.useless us children, or idiots, or
wild Caffres.
Two unofficial spectators, Mr. Molleno and Mr.

Still, procured the assistance of a common boat,
belonging to a Malay, which reached the Water¬
loo after she was falling to pieces, and brought off
two men, and un a second trip fastened a rope to
the wreck. After this a larger boat, belonging to
Messrs. Sinclair, was brought from the Abercrom-
by Robinson, and, moving backwards and forwards
along the rope, saved a good many lives. This
shows what might have, been done by a life-boat,
used in time.

A b«*ar, was swamped
near Cawnpore, and eighteen men of the Fiftieth
were drown«;d. A wing of the Sixty-second, going
in boats near Bnaguhlpore, was overtaken by a

storm at night, which forced the boats from their
I mooring», and thirty-eight men, including Lieuten¬
ants Evatt, Schobell, and Gason, were lost.Mrs.
Evatt also was killed. Cholera in its severe,*

firm Lad appeared in the Queen's Twenty-«ecor.d
Regiment, proceeding on board the Company's
stt-amboar Zenobia to Kurrnr;!.; during three days
al sea, f rty-seven men, seven women and children,
perished ; and on its arrival there were thirty *ix
other almost hopeless «cases. Sir C. Napier and
staff, v\ ith other officers, were on board, but happi¬
ly escaped.

At .leilabad General Pollock had begun his
moves towards Cabul, and reached Gumlamui on
the 23 ! <«f August. From Cabul we hnve no in¬
telligence upon which the slightest confidence can

be placed. MahommedAaitar is said to have been
>«> much enraged by the report of General Pollock's
advance while treaties were pending, as to murder
Captain Tr««up with his own hand, but this obtains
no credit. Another rumor worthy of mention is
that Akbar Khan had ¡led with all his prisoners
fiom Cabul to Bameen, where he intended to con-

fine them in an inaccus>ibie fort nearly seventy
miles distance. In Bunkelkund tiie disturbance
continued. The ch'dera had made its appearance
among the British troops, and many had died.

in China, since the arrival of reinforcements,
Sir Henry Pottinger upp-ars. to go on with consid¬
erable vigor: and although the war is in some re¬

spects culled a '' buccaneering expedition" by the
buccaneers themselves, it begins to assume ra¬
ther a formidable aspect. After the utter dé¬
fi ruction of Cbapoo, with all its batteries, ma-

i.'.r/.ine-J, public buildings, arms and ammunition»,
was effected, the expedition entered the great
iivur Yang-tse-Keatii:, and at day-light in the morn¬

ing of the 16th of .Juno anchored before formida-
l» i? fortifications on the shore. In two htsurs the
b literies of the enemy were silenced, when our
stamen and marines landed, ami before the troops
c luld be disembarked, drove the Chinese out of
them and captured the guns. Un the 19th the
city of Shanghai submitted to the British after ti
:; dlant resistance, when its public buildings were
immediately destroyed, and the granaries given up
L the pillage of the natives. Such is the state of
affairs in China, and much dissatisfaction is now
expressed in this country with the entire proceed¬
ings in the East. All parties heartily wish fora
settlement of affairs both in India and China.
Two hundred and fifty-three guns were cap¬

tured.most of them were of heavy calibre, and
many eleven feet long. They were mostly mount¬
ed on pivot-camuses of good construction, fitted
with bamboo " sights," and were well served b\
the gunners. The fleet then proceeded up the
river, with two small iron steumers, tu reconnoitre
a'iout fifty miles higher up. Three additional
fieldworks were captured by them ; "bringing up

number of guns which sine« the 10th had fali-
into our hands, to the astonishing amount (says

S r Henry) of 3îJ4.of which seventy-six were
brass, and chiefly large handsome guns ; many of
the brass guns have devices showing that they
hive been cast lately; several of them have Chi¬
li se characters signifying ' the tamer and subduer
of the barbarians,' and one particularly large one

is dignified by the title of ' the barbarian.' " The
victory appears to have had a strong effect.
Some extracts of letters givo information which

throws some, though not a very strong light, on the
slate of affairs. A latter dated Chapoo, May 23d,
says:.

" The taking of Chapoo has very much shaken
tho Chinese. The first symptom of giving in has
appeared. Elipoo, who formerly was Governor
of Chekeang, it appt/ars, hr»s returned. He was

disgraced last year, and was one ttmong the many
«M the P. C. disgraced in the Emperor's bewilder¬
ment, now again sought for. This speaks volumes
in proving a most weak and puerile state of gov¬
ernment. Weil, Elipoo actually sent in to the
limerai to know if he would receive him, as he
« ished to appear oh tho part of the people of this
province; our appearance here having threatened
Ilong-chow-fow. ïThe reply was.No; the Eng¬
lish authorities wjJjHgceive no p"i»on but him st-nt

I. the EmperorvrW full powers to treat. This
ü.ust have staggered Mr. Elipoo, the worthy who
sent the broadcloth back to Cbusan.i. e. Captain
Elliott's present. The Chinese are evidently in u

pieat fright. The spring-tides are very strong it,
ilie Hong-Chow bight, and the in.-tant they take
off we q it for the great river Yang Ta/.e, and in a

fortnight we hope to be off the entrance of the
Great Canal, leaving a part of the lleet to guard
i«. The rest push on to Nankin. 1 think the
wished-for peace will be signed at the old capital.

" The weather has been very mild, but the rain
is so continued that a residence in China never

can be pleasant. The country is very highly cul-
iivated, and where thero is any hit;k ground the
S'.-enery is very pleasing. Chapoo has beenpluu-
d'.red.a fearful warning to Hong-Chow, which
is only thirty miles distant."

li.e correspondent oí the Morning Chronicle, " by

«. asts of China, it may he mentioned that the num¬

ber of Chinese junks which have arrived at Singa¬
pore during the lust season is greater than in any
preceding year."

Advices from Alexandria to the 24th, reiterate
the fact of i he Syrian revolt. The news appears
to have convinced the BritishCommander-in-Chief
in the Mediterranean oí the necessity of sending a

u val force once more to the East. The Howe,
with the fing «>f Sir F. M>ison, was tw bend sail for
Salamis on the 7th, and the Inconstant and Van¬
guard were to follow immediately. The ships coiii-

I' sing the force are provided with live months'
piovisions. The Turkish Government have dis¬
placed Jussuf Pacha, Governor of Tripoli, for not

restraining the conduct of the Albanians, to whose
repeated outrages the insurrection is mainly at¬
tributable.
From Servia, it appears now. that the late re¬

volution was occasioned Ly Princh Michael Mi-
losch, who allowed himself to be led away by the
preachersdfa Christian Crusade «gainst the Turks,
and that he fomented the Christian resistance to

Bulgaria. This crusade has been preached by
France and patronized by Austria
A genera] meeting of the^Great Western steam¬

ship company was held at Bristol on the 11th of
November. From statements there made it ap¬
peared that of the £170,000 subscribed capital oí
the company, there was still due. £17,000. The
litbilities of the company were staled at £23,810,
aud deducting the £17,000 unpaid calls, there
was a balance against the company of £6,318.
The Greut Western cost £61.671. The meeting
lesuitedin the adoption of resolutions that none of
the company's property should be sold at a sacri¬
fice ; and that tho Great Western should continue
her voyages to New-York as usual, unless sold in
the meantime to advantage. From statements
made at the meeting it appears that the Great West¬
ern has netted 0¿ per cent, profit to her owners.
