Trial fok Libel .Orano de Altellis Santangelo was put

upon bis trial for a libel on the iioa. Samuel McRoberts,
Seuator of the U. States from Illinois, as contained in a

pamphlet of some 30 pages, entitled "Circular to the
Wotid," published in July last, and the first question pro¬
pounded iu which way, '. is the Hon. McRoberts more hon¬
orable than ike Hon. Charles F. Mitchell."' The pamph¬
let utwuiius with expressions of contempt aod ahegatioi.s
of meauneîs, avance, dbbunor, duhonesty, villainy, cow¬
ardice itc Aaron Vanderpoul, Esq. opened the case on

tüe pan of tlie People, and stated in substance that ihe de¬
fendant was tbe o.tuer of some $5u,(K>0 of claims on Mexico,
and that Mr. McRoberts, having $2,0C0 of the lunds ofsome
orplians iu hi* possession to invest for their benefit, pur¬
chased, at the request of the defendant $2,200, nominal
value of suid claims at 25 «Jtnts on the dollar, the lull mar

ket value at that time, and paid $550 therefor. That the
defendant, soon after hiving assumed lhat the stock or

claim« were only hypothecated or pledged for the $550,
applied to have the stock back, but was informed by com¬

plainant that the claims were purchased not taken in

pledge- A cerrespoudence ensued hnd, after negotiation
the complainant expressed a willingness to let defend
am Lave the stock back on rspayment of the purchase
money with interest, but which terms were not complied
with. Tbe defendant published the pamphlet in tbis city
which is Ihe subject ol indictment, aud sent numbers oi
tliem to Washington City and many others to Illinois. Mr.
McRoberts IheH published some reply to the pamphlet in
»indication. Messrs. W. M. Prie« and Purday appeared as

ci.:: '-'-i for Mr. Saiitangelo.
The complainant, Mr. McRoberts, stated lhat the defend¬

ant had admitted to Mr. Bell and Mr. Rogers that he, ihe
defendant, was the author of the pamphlet charged to be
libellous, and made some other statements in reply to ques¬
tionsofhis counsel, and also to those »>f counsel for defend¬
ant. Tbe affidavit of Johnson K. Rogers was read, which
Haled that he, in company with Jared W. Bell, went to Mr.
Santaiijelo and procured of him several of the pamphlets,
and heard Mr. Santangelo say that he was the author of
the pamphlet, and that he published it becanse Mr. Mc-
Rcibf-ri», whom he had »ever seen, bad injured him in tbe
matter of nil Mexican claims.
James Torrey deposed thai he printed 300 copies of the

pamphlet lor Mr. Snntttngelo. The prosecution then rest-
e«i ; nnd Mr. Purroy opened ihe case o« ihe part of tbe de¬
fendant, in which he contended that the claims were by«
potheenf-d.not sold.to Mr. McSdierls; and read unrne
tellers of détendant to complainant, assertiBg that tbe stock
(or daims) was merely lelt with Mr McRoberts as securiiy
lor a loan, arid not sold al tbe paltry price or 25 cents on Ibe
dollar. He also rerul the answers of Mr. Mclioberts, char¬
ging defendant with falsehood in asserting lhat the stock
was pledged, lie also stated that tlie complainant had
published a most abusive pamphlet, denouncing Mr. Snnl-
«iiigeloas all that was dishonorable aud base, a refugee
loreiiiiier, he, which he proposed to prove; and also that
he, the defendant, «a» n man of excellent character, itc.
Eugene Pluukct was called for delence. Had known Mr.

Rawtmigelo for lour years, and accompanied him from New-
Orleans to Washington. Knew Mr. McRoberts personally,
from transactions lie liad with him as the agent m Mr. Sam-
Migelo. As such agent, called upon Mr. McRoberts in
Apr.l last, with a cerifícale or »crip, and requested Mr.
Mcitubert* lo loan money oil ¡L Mr. Santangelo was pres¬
ent. Mr. McRoberu said he had some money belonging to
a charitable fund and he gave $50 on a nominal scrip of the
value of $200, and a memorandum slating thai be had pur¬
chased Hi«- scrip for $¿0, but agreeing to leluru it on bant
angelo re-payil g th«* $50 and six per c*aL Interest, liefore
foe Mi June. The money was paid to Mrs. Santangelo;
two other scrips, amounting lo $15C0, were eiven to Mr.
McRoberts and 25 per cenL obtained upon them. Anote
w.i» In-, e rend from the complainant to the defendnni, slat¬

ing that th«- firmer was still willing to purchase at 25 cents
on the dollar, but wishing the certifícale to be of smaller
amount
Witness stated that he offered Mr. McRoberts, In June,

$11 lor iiuerest fbr a month on the $550, which was sent to
Uni in order to give a month's delay iu tbe paymunt of tbe
princ.pal of $553. Mr. McRoberts refused to receive it,
suiting that it was not the ierras of the contract. Another
prupo-niun was ihen ruad*, bu-- which Mr. McRoberts also
refaced t" sect de t«, and tte whole of ihe intercourse there
ended. Witness said Mr. McRoberts treated him rather
rudely in the Senate Chamber, and witness then gave up
his agency in ibe matter.
The Court then look a recess.

The Court, after reassembling, pronouced the following
