The general and wide-spread distress which so
unfortunately pen-ad«** not only our city, but tbe entire
country, has no where been felt with greater severity, than
among those who are tbe recipients of the charities of the
Fire Department
The depression of business, which ha-jraased this «Jeplor-
5 *ualc °^a-^3,n<* nas <*on«pi.ed in no small degr»_*e, to re¬

lata that expression of liberafity wbic-h has hitherto been *.©
generously extended towards our benevolent lostiiotion.
The Trustees have therefore discharged their doties with
a strict regard to the important interesL«; coafided to them,
and by adhering in a system of economy, they have by the
aid otan overruling* Pr ¦vidence, and through the persever¬
ing efforts of the fn*_nds acd members of the Department,
been enabled to meet tbe current expenses of the year.

It will be wm that the Corporation has contribnud the
Annual Donation, and likewise several benevolent individu¬
als, and Fire Insurance Companies, and Fire Companies,
which, with the proceeds ot the Thirteenth Annual Ball,
and the Ellsler benefit a the Park Th atre, prient an im¬
portant fVature in the Report of the Treasurer, which is at
once as substantial as it is gratifyingTheTr'Riurer reports that there wo? in hi. hands last
year, a balance of ten hnndre»! and thirty d<-«!lars and filty-
föurcents; since which Deriod he has received the sum of
eight ih.-«usar»d four hundred and ninety-three dollars and
thirty-five cents; making in the aggregate, nine thousand
five hundred ami twer.ty-thieedollarsard ei«*hiy-nine cents:
out ot which thp Trustees have distributed various sum« of
money to the distressed and unfortunate entiü-*<l to succor,
in tbe payment of Widows' Pensions fnrsboes,and for wood,
ko. kc. Sic, tbe sum of eight th*u«and five hum-red and
fifty-nine d«»llars,and eighty-four cents; leaving a »alance
deposited in the Butcb-rs' anil Drovers' Bank, to thecreoit
of the Fire Department Fund, of nine hundred and sixty-four dollar«, and five cents.
The Permanent Fund of the Fire Department amounts

lo thirty-three thousand and ninety dollars and iwenr.y five
cents. Twenty-nine thousand eight hundred and six.y-f ve
dollars and twenty-live cents n loauí-d on Bond and Mori-
gage, at seven per cent, per annum, Ihe interest of which is
payable semi-annnaliy. One thousan«! eight hundred and
seventy-five dollars of the balance Is invested in Bank
Stock,and one thousand three, hundred and filly dollars, lin¬
ing the baiancp, i-invested in Fire Insurance Stock. The
proceeds arising from ihe Permanent Fund is estimated at
aljout two thousaod two hundred and fifty dollars per an¬
num ; while, the expendiiurrs far the coming year will
amount to at least eight or nine thousand dollars. How
important, then, for the members to exercise their utmost
vigilance in obtaining donations from the benevolent and
charitably disposed in support of one of the noblest Insiitn-
lions of our city.
Ttie Widows now on the pensic-.i list number about 170.

There persons are all of pure and spotless reputations, mauj
of whom are aged and mfirm. The Trustees, believing
that it mav not appear uninteresting to you, and that it will
appear evident that none are placed on this list except those
who are needy, pr»?sent the following statement, which the
Treasurer bas kindly (_imi«lied them, of ibe different aj-es
of 15Ô of the pensioners, to wit : there are four Widows on
the pension list between the ages of eighty and ninety
yean, ; sixteen between seventy and eighty; twenty-three
between sixty ar,dseventy; lorty-three between fifty and
sixty ; thirty-five between forty nnd futy ; twenty-sev«=n be¬
tween thirty and forty; and eight between the ages of
twenty and ihiriv, the average ot whose ages is about fifty-
two years to each Widow.
In presenting the above detailed account, you will per¬

ceive at a glance the absolute necessity of following up tbe
work of charity and benevolence so essential to the comfort
and happiness of these lone Widows and the orphan child¬
ren of Firemen, dependent upon the benevelence of the
Department.
The School Committee in their report sp<*ak in the high¬

est terms of ihe improvement made by the children of Fire¬
men atlendingthe Public Schools. (There being about nine
hundred) some of whom have attained the posts ol assUtant
teachers, and who are likely to make "ill greater advancs
in ihe scale of morality arid intwlligenct-, and to become an
honor to our Institution, which throws around them the
mantle of its fostering care and protecting influence..
Among these children have been distributed aSout on«-
thousand pairs of shoes, and the applications still continue
to be as unceasing as they are numerous, and the Trustees
therefore hope that you will increase your exertions to
sustain and enlarge ihe donations to ihe Fund, so that th»*
committee can be enabled as promptly as heretofore, lo
jpply pressing demands.
The Committee on Fines and Penalties, urée upon the

attention of the Members of the Departm<?nt, the necessity
of promptly reporting to this Bornl, each and every viola¬
tion of the Fire Laws. The almost barefaced impunity
with which these laws have been violated, have become, to
say the leasi, mosl alarming, and unless speedily arrested,
may cause the loss of valuable lives. They would also sug¬
gest to you the importance of reporting fill chimney fires,
ihe revenue accruing from the same has rapidly diminished,
and if the members of the Depurtment would only report
ihe same at the moment of their occurence, or as soon ibère.
after as possible, it would yield a handsome income, he-
sides affording greater security to the property of our citi¬
zens.
In view of the foregoing circumstances presented to you,

it is lobe hoped that the .Members of the Department will
continue to persevere in their laudable efforts, to elevate it«
character and standing, and by thai devotion to their ».uties
which has ever characterized their free and voluntiry ex«-r-

tions, prove to our citizens thai there is no Institution more
worthy of iheir countenance, encouragement, and support
than the Fire Depnrtra.-nL
