Imputant In**IIi*rr«ce--*-.Wuti,*ay on board

a. ..*> Br.f of War.

We received information yesterday of a most

important transaction on board the U. S. Brig-
of-War Someis, Capt- McKknzib, which our rea¬

ders wiil recollect arrived at this port on Wednes¬

day last from the Coast of Afiica, where she had

been cruising for some months; in order to protect
American merchant vessels frorfi the interruption
of British cruisers searching for slaves. The
Somers left Liberia on the 11th of November and
touched at St. Thomas on her voyage hither. She-

left St- Thomas on the 5th of December; and on

that day the Captain observed disorderly move¬

ment! among the crew, which excited his sus¬

picions of intended mutiny. He saw nothing
definite, however, or sufficient to warrant the ar¬

rest of any. He contented himself, therefore, wit!»

ordering all his officers to wear their side-arm-»,
and proceeded on his voyage.
He had beeii out but two days when some of th-

crew informed him of the existence of a plot on

board, which was immediately to be put in execu¬

tion. The plan was to murder the Captain, the
higher officers and all others who would 7tot join
them..to seize ¿he vessel and convert her into a

pirate ship. She is one of the swiftest sailers i
the service: and it was thus supposed that she
would be most completely fitted for ttte purpo-'c.
to which they designed she should be applied. The-,
intended first to watch for some one of the Liver¬

pool packets.expected to bring out a large qusr.-
tity of specie.to seize upon and plunder her arid
then sail for some more remote portion of the sen.

This information was given to the Captain by one

of those who had been originally engaged in t

plot, but had subsequently repented aad betrayed
their murderous design.

This was on the 7ih of December. The Cnj
tain immediately ordered all hands on deck, atui
ordered those of the crew who were opposed t-i

him to go upon the forward deck. Passed
Midshipman SPSNCER, son of John C. Spencer,
our Secretary of War, the Boatswain's Mail¬

and the Master at Arms, immediately led íht

way, and were fallowed by thirteen apprentices
and about sixty of the crew. They arrayed
themselves upon che forward deck, without doub;

supposing that they would he followed by a grea:
proportion of the crew. Captain McKenzie in¬

stantly ordered them to be put in irons. The«,
were shackled and securely confined.

In the evening a Court Martial was summoned.

Spencer and his two companions, as the thre«
ring-leader*, were tried, convicted and sentenced,
and the next morning were huno at the yard-

arm. The rest were brought in irons to this port,
where they are still kept in shackles and clos«.
confinement.

Thus, by the prompt, fearless decision and en¬

ergy of Capt. McKenzie, one of ihe most bold anu

daring conspiracies ever form-id was frustrated and
crushed. The whole crew on board numbered,
we believe, not far from four hundred ; and had
the plot been successful, as a day's delay might
have made it, deeds of blood and of fearful atrocity,
seldom paralleled in the horrid records of piracy
and murder, would have blackened the sea and
carried terror to the heart of the world. W«i

presume that officia! accounts of this astoundin*
affair will be speedily given, when more of its

particulars will be spread before ihe public.
Immediately upon the arrival of the Somera, we

understand, a messenger was despatched to Wash¬

ington with the intelligence. It has been thus fm

kept «jecret here, we presume, in order that i:

might not first reach the ear of Mr. Spencei
through the columns'of the preis. An official in¬

vestigation will of course be immediately ordered,
and all the particulars of the matter bo soon made
known. There are some portions of this account

which lead us to suspect its entire accuracy: bu:
we give it as it was told to us.upon authority,
which wo deem most reliable.

Bern of a respectable family in England, be

America, and graduated at the age of eighteer
after a few years devoted to the study of theologv
and to teaching, to which he was compelled by hi
poverty, he left America in 1645.paying for hi

passage by instructing the sailors, and almost ir
stantly upon his arrival in England making hin
.self distinguished by bis talents and address. H
connected himself with the army of Cromwell, an

soon became eminent a« a military officer unde
this greatest general of his age.

Becominj
connected with the illustrious family of the How
ards by marrying in 1654 Lady Frances Howard
ho rose rapidly io the highest political rank, an.

Vet we find him, while »n his journey for tha'
avowed purpose, in an interview with Mazarene.
the Roman Cardinal in France, establishing amity
mid a good understanding with the leading Catho¬
lic States of Europe; in 1656 he went to Parlia¬
ment from Edinburgh; and then, for a long series
of years, was an acknowledged leader, especial!)
on ali questions of revenue and trade. He seldom
spoke at great length, but briefly, to the point and
with effect. His subsequent career Mr. Upham
postponed until another lecture.
Mr. Upham, at th<* commencement of his Lec¬

ture maile some excellent philosophical remarks
concerning the reciprocal influence exerted upon
each other by Great Britain and America, the
former pouring in upon us refinement and all the
influences of high cultivation and this country re¬

turning a new impulse, afresh life, increased vigoi
and energy in all departments of society. He pre¬
sented, also, some profound and true observation-

upon the power oi Religious principle, especially
as shown in the contest between the King's party,
animated by the highest feelings of chivalrous loy¬
alty, and the followers of Cromwell.urged on with

resistless power by their religious zeal.
