THe Asse De La Mexxais.—Our readers an
all probubly more or fess acquainted with the cha
racter of this fimous writer, sume of whose work-
have lately been translated o this country, by on
of vur own citizens. He is ono of the leading lib
ernl writers in France, where his celebraied work
« Parvles d'un Croyant,” has excited no little in
terest. A Erench cotemporary thus powerfully
speaks of La Menpais: This inan, who is a gren
politicien, is 1 Demaocrat after the muoner of wr
vld apostle—this burning voice speaking betweer
the Church aud the People, beiween the King and

the Subject, between the conscience und the exter
nal interests, between the Charzer and the Gospel
—ihis daring, energetic, implacable vrator, whose
denunciation breaks, erushes and destroys all upar
which it falls—this young man, who was loaked
upon by the Restoration merely as a priest and &
not unskilful writer, writes with a pen of iron—a
pen utonce of n poet and g politician—the cute:
chism of ail revolutions yet to come !’
The Paris corcespondent ‘of the London Dis
patch writes of the AbLé and s class us follows
“ M. de Lz Mennais is one of the most power-
ful politicians of theege : and the persecutions
which the Government of Lauis Phillippe has sub-
jected him have only served, s in all such cases
to increase his popularity. There are now hund-
reds of imitators and milllons of disciples of thi-
great man in France. And yet, strange to say.
this true patriot is a priest; but a priest kneei-
ing upon Pope and King—an apostle who seek-
to reconcile the freedom of &epublican institutions
to God, as the ancient admirers of Kings used 10
reconcile the Royul authority to God.  The pulpit
in France is not slways perverted to bad purposes
and to leave the people to, or rather to plunge thew
more deeply into, obscurity. There are at this
moment hundreds of priests in France who heve
declered themselves discipies of De La Menuais
Amongst these enlightencd clergymes, are the
Abbé Ceeur, and the Abbé Lucoudaire, around
whose pulpits all the enlightened and liberal por-
tion of the community throng with pleasure. Jules
Janin, spenking of these reverend politicians,
says—* The pulpit has now become & tribune ; the
gospel treated as if 1t were a constitution which
was to be debated ; the Pope on the right hand,
Luther on the left—here Voltaire, there the Arch-
bishop!™ Speech is, as the sword, a weapon al-
ways wielded well by him who has courage and
marches forward ; and all the grest orators of the
preseat day, in France, with one or two excep-
tions, such as Berryer and Maugin, are marching
forward.
¢ What, then, must ba the result of this univer-
el tendency to liberalism in works of fiction and
science, in the pulpit, andthe tribune, in the news-
apers, und at the bar? Certainly, a great revo
Extiun must be rapidly approaching ; and the most
favorable results will spring from the lessons of past
experience, and the combination of vast geniuses
which will ensue. Wae believe that the under
currents, which are thus uctively at work in French
society, are but little observed by foreigners
general, and seldom, if ever, touched upon by the
correspondents of Loadon journals residing in Pa-
ris. ltis, therefore, with pleasure, that we seize
the present apportunity to make our readers ac-
quainted with the nature und tendency of those
under currents, which will speedily combine in one
grand and sweeping torreat. by whose wuves all
despotic tnstitutions will be over whelmed.,  While
the Englishman sits quietly down by his fireside.
gnd ulmost virtually agrees with the silly and un-
philosophical maxim, * Whatever is, is night,” the
Frenchman, who is all passion aud energy, exaw
ines and iuvestigates, studies and meditutes, ano
jnsists upon looking into things and systems fos
himself, without relying, blindly, upen the opin-
jons of others, Thus it is that the French people,
as 8 whele, are more conversant with the real
principles of Liberty, than auy other nation in the
world, and more prepared to receive Republican
Institutions.” ;

A late number of the Univers gives the fullow-
ing information of the present ¢ wheresbouts® of
the Abbé and his intended occupation : ** He has,”
says that paper, ** just arrived at Brest, with six

slowly preparing the way for the emancipation of
the slaves in our colonies is now about forty.”

It contnins mere arable
land than all New-England, and more than old
Englund and Wales togeiher.  Twelve such Stutes
1« Connecticut could be carved oot of it, and a
finction left.  The Missiseippi washes its whole
Western frontier. It has the Onio river on the
South, the Wabask on the Sguth-Esst, and Luke
Michigan on the North-Ea-t. Thke Fox, the Rock,
the lilinois rivers, and other navigable streams
pass through the interior.  For productiveness of
<vil it is withone a rival.  Its mines of ead and
coal nre inexhanstible.  Ic bad in 1830, 157,000
and in 1840, 476,000 inbabitants. Were 1t
densely sottled us Massackusetts it would now
ontain 5,000,000 of people. It can, under pro-
per cultivativn, sustain 13,000,000 of inhabitants,
better than it now does its present population.
* There are now probakly about 13,000,000
of acres of 1axabie lands in this State; and the
whole texable property of the Siate, real and per
.onal, cannot be less than $73,000,000. And this
ymount is rvapidiy increasing. Every year is ad-
ding thousands of scres to the tuxable property o
the State, und its value is fast incressing by im-
yrovement, by the introduction of labur and cap-
tul."”

Tue Proeress oF 4 Pexar Covoxy.—Tre his-
tory of the penal colony at Australia, must be re-
sarded s extraordinary. Tt is situnted on the larg-
st island in the world, and was visitad by Capraix
Cwok in 1770. He then callen it Botany Buy.—
Ir was colonized by the English 10 1778, and u pur-
iion of the settlement is made use of as a penal
colony for convicts.  In 1838, no fewer than 336
<hips arrived at New South Wales, nearly all from
Great Britain; while in 1839 the imports into Syd-
ney amounted to between £5,000,000 and $6.000.-
000, and the exports to berween $4,000,000 and
35,000 000. The island is 2700 miles long and
2000 wide.  Sydney is the capitul, and has nbout
30,000 inhabitants. At a sele of building lots in
that town only a few months back, $100 per foot
were nbteined in some cases, nnd others sold a
the rate of 150 000 per nere.  The original lots,
on which Sydney is built, were given to the early
sonvicts in the hope of inducing them to become
industrious and independent. So lightly were they
regarded by the majority, however, that one, more
far-seeing than the rest, purchased the whole from
his companions for two puncheons of rum. Thix
man eventually died worth $300,000 per annum,
although 20 or 38 years before he had been truns-
vorted for stealing geese from a common in Eng-
‘nnd.

He lived in great splendor towards the
slose of his life, his table being furnished with
avery luxury. Among those who depended upon
his bounty was a clergyman who said grace at bis
table, who had been transported for the crime of

forgery !

Tu be of a fuint heart, to quail at aifficul
ties, er to speak disceuragingly, is, to say the lrast,
not an indication of that vigorous faith which up-
holds society, and carries it safely through trying
times. We maintain that the Republic is never to
be despaired of—certsinly not with the ren of
this generstion. Lot every good and tree man,
every patriot, do his duty, ard all will yet ba well.
