Tue Mutiny.—We havo fow particulars to give
his morning of the horrible attempt at mutiny and
piracy on board the U. S. brig-of-war Somers s«
promptly crushed by Capt. McKenzie, in addition
to what our paper of Saturday contained. It isua
derstood that the detnils will soon be given in an
officinl form from Washington, whither 1t has been
sent by Lieut. Perry. The Somers lies at the
Navy Yard, andno communication is allowed with
ker from the shore. We copy the following,
which bears marks of authesticity, (rom the Ame-
rican of Saturday. It corrects some minor errors
which our former article contained.

The facts, us fur as they can be come at, and we
have taken pains to ascertain them, are these:

The Somers sailed from this port about three
months go for the const of Africa, having on boari
80 apprentices and § seamen, and me marines.—
Her Commander, SLIDELL MackenNziE, her only
Lientenant, Mr. GanzevoorT, of Albany, and five
or six midshipmen, of whom Philip Spencer, son
of the Secretary of War, was the oldest; two sons
of Commodore Perry are among the midshipmen

It is believed the plan of mutiny was arranged
soon after leaving this port, but not matured, until.
on her return from the coast of Africa, the brig
was about going inta St Thomas for water and
provisions. When within 700 miles of the island
ote of the crew gave potice to Commander Me-
Kenzie that a mutiny was in progress, and soan
afier a puper was discovered in which the whole
plan of it was detailed. Midshipman Spencer was
found to be the instigator of the mutiny, nided by
the Quarter Master and Boatswain, ane of whom,
named Cromwell or Crommelin, had beena pirate.
It veemed, too, that more than half the crew were
implicated in the revolt; and the few officers, ig-
norant how far the contsgion hud extended, and
aware, moreover, that by toking off the leaders,
the 1evolt would most readily be quelled, deter-
mined upon their immediate execution ; and they
were seized, and their guilt being ascertained, they
were forthwith hanged at the yard-arms, their as-
sociates in crime running them up, while the offi-
cers armed stood by to witness the execution. A
large number of the guilty were then put in irons.
The brig then touched at Sit. Thomes, vierualled,
and made the rapid passage of 8 duys to this port
—when 14 or 15 of the mutineers in irons were
transferred to the Nerth Carolina, where they ate
strictly guarded and prevented from having com-
munication with any one.

Midshipman Spencer was over Lwenty years of
uge, and had, as we learn, been sent home from
the Brazil squadron by Commodere Morris, with
the express understanding that he should resign
his warrant on arrival, as the condition of his not
being brought to a Court Martial. Instead of re-
signing he waes, it seems, attached to the Somers.
The scheme of the mutineers, as said to be de-
wiled in the paper fouad, was to murder all the
officers but the surgeon, seize the vessel, and croise
off Sandy Hook to intercept and roh the packets,
and other inward bound ships. The necessity of
the immediate execution of the ring-leaders, arose,
we presume. from the fact that without the aid of
Mr. Spencer, who was to navigate, and the boat-
swain and quarter-master, who were to sail the
vessel, the conspiracy would be hopeless. If con-
fined sod put in irons, without the safeguard of
marines, 1he temptation to rescue would bave
been great; and in total ignorance as the officers
were of the extent of the mutiny, this would have
been a fearful hazard.

We must add that this statement, though sub-
stantially correct, as we believe, does not probably
present the mutiny in so aggravated a form as the
tacts, when made public, will warrant.

American Tories-Opinions of Dr. Frank-
fim, John Yay andothers concerning them.

[This namber is intended to elucidate and con-
clude the suhjects referred to in No. 4. (See Tri-
bune of Dec. 15.)] '

During the Revolutionary War great efforts
were made by the British commending officers to
induce Americans to join the Royal stendard and
teke up arms against their courtrymen. In 1777
General Howe collected ns many of the refugees
o tories as could be persuaded to enlist into a
body, which by degrees were augmented to several
thousands, Over thesa he appointed officers cho-
sen from among those gentlemen who, for their
attachment to the Royn! cause, had been obliged
to abandon their preperty, or who lived under his
protection in New-York and the adjacent islunds ¢
@Governor Tryon being chosen Commander-in-
Chief.
York and its vicinity, in erder to give a free scope
of operations to the grand army, and allow it (o
exert ite whole strength for the purpose to which
it wag originally destined.

The Tories in New-York were organised nnder
the superintendence of “ The Board of Directors
of Associated Loyalists,” commissioned by dritish
authority. William Franklin, formerly Royal Guoy-
ernor of New Jereey, was President of this Board.
Gov. F. was 2 son of Doctor Franklin, asnd wes
nearly s conspicuous in his opposition to the Re-
volution as his father wus in the support of it. A
biographical sketch of him may be found in Mr.
Ward's Memoirs of Curwen.

Doctor Franklin, however, was not affected by
the ties of consanguninity or private friendship in
his views of the Tories or Refugees, or the course

# [ forget who it was that said * We are commanded to
forgive our encmies, but we are no where cominanided to
forgive our (riends,’ Certnin it is, however, that atrocious
injurics done o us by ourtricnds sre paturaily more deeply
resented than the same done by eaemies.  They (the roy-
nlists) have lefl us 1o live under the government of thelr
King in England and Nova Scotia. We do not miss them,
nor wish thelr retorn, nor do we envy them their preseut
lhappiness.”

Other American patriots seem to have looked
upon the course of the Tories withsomewhat less
severity than Doctor Franklin, At one time du-
ring the war, Generzl Washington recommended
Congress to authorise a proclamation of pardon
to such of the refuzees as would retarn und signi-
fy their allegiance to their native country. John
Jay was American Minister to Madrid when the
New-York Confiscation Act of 1778 was passed.
In a letter to Gov. George Clinton dated May.
1780, he says, ** An English paper contains wkat
they call, but [ can hardly believe to be. your con-

fiscation act. 11 troly printed, New-York is dis-

graced by injustice too palpable 1o admit even of
palliation.””  Upon this the bisgrapher ol Mr.
Jay remarks—* The Confiscation Act referred 1o,
waus unforrunately authentic. Mr. Jay in nfter
life, often spoke of it with strong indignation. He
regarded the dispute with Britain as one in which
men might conscientiously take epposite sides;
and while he was ever ready to take all proper
measures for preventing the Tories from injuriog
the American cause, he abhorred the idea of pun-
isking them for their opinions. His wish wasthat
o estate should be confiscated except such as be-
longed to those who had been either perfidious or
crvel. By the act alluded to many were attainted
who had been perfectly inofiensive, and he believed
motives of avarice had led to their proscription.
He always declined purchasing any property that
had been confiscated by this law.”

It is stated in Mrs. Marey’s History of the Ame-
rican Revolutien, that after the peace many of the
Loyalists fixed themselves in the British Provinces
on the fertile borders of the Bay of Fundy and St.
John's river, while others, assisted by the British
Government, settled a town in Canada, which was
called Shelburne, in honor of Lord Shelburne, who
had interested himselfiu their bebalf. Thattown
however, the pride of their hopes, was ina few
days nearly depopulated, and many expensive and
elegunt buildings left withour an inhabitant.

bly,lwas rajected by the Council of Revision, which
then possessed the veto power in this State.
