As there seems (o be but little going on 10 the

‘Eastern part of the world of apy interest

readers, we have thought advisable togive @ short

account of the progress of this good work among
the Indians, feeling confident it will not be unex-
ceptiomuble. The question has frequeutly been
asked us, why we did not give more space t2 this
subject, in giving accounts of tie progress of the

work throughout the Union.

We learn that while the late Treaty was in pro-
gress ut La Poinwe, Lake Superior, the friends of
tempe 80Ce gOL Up a temperunce meetivg, a_n.d &

ery interesting meeting came off oo the cccasion,
It was sbout 100 miles farther porth-west than tem-
persnce had formally broken silence- It was in-
deed & novelty in the wilds of tbi3 wild region.—
The meeting was well attes ed by the Indians,
and as we have been farnished with the parucu-
lars of the 1emperance movement 4t thar time, we

wil give them 8s @ curiosity from the Indian
co?;fgﬂ, Mr. Hall was called to the Chair;
Mr. Stusrt, Commissioner of Indien Affuirs for
Michigan, was called upon to address the meeting
through ao interpreter. He said, ** | am bappy 1o
soo so many Indians present at a temperance meet-
jug. 1have long bad an acquaintance with the
Indians, and I know that dnuking Whisky is a
great evil;”” and said he “ there is nothing that
grieves your Great Fether, the President more than
that white people shouid sell whisky to the In-
dians. The use of rum or whisky mukes bad par-
ents, bad children, bad husbands, apd bad wives.
Children sometimes kill their purents, aod parents
therr children, and it alwevs mukes them misera-
ble and poor. Your Grear Father is disposed very
mueh to give you comfurts, such as money, goods,
blacksmiths, carpeaters, furmers, and schools, that
yeu mey be happy and intelligent.  But he bas of-
ten been very sorry to learn that the blankets and
other things which are given you for your wives
and children, have been sold for whisky. Now I
bope that these things will be so nolonger. 1 hope
you will now sign the temperance pledge and have
nothing more to do with whisky; by doiug this

ou will please the missionaries and your teachers.
{'ou will piease your Great Father the Presidem:
also, you will please me, und above all you wil
please God.” An Indiunof the Sandy Loke band
whose name was Maurtin Luther, spoke and saic
¢ he was pleased with whar their Father had suid.
but was sorry to hear uny of the young men laugh
he thought it was not goud manners.”  Mr. Stu-
art said ** he presumed they were laughing for the
Joy lh:-;r had at the prospect of geuting rid of
whisky."”

Mr. —— then addressed the meeting, and ex-

ssed his pleasure in seeing so many of hi-
rethren present on the great subject of Temper-
ance. You drink a liule whisky and think you
feel better; you can run fast, feel strong and very
rich ; you drink more and then feel very mad, hum
for your knife to kill your wife or child. Some
other Indiaus have given up whisky, and build
good houses, meke good farms and get goed living,
and he saw no reason why the Chippeways on
the Lake mightnotdothe same. The peopleofthis
nation may now sign this paper and drink no more
whisky. If the Chiefs will sign, the young men.
old meo, the wemen and chidren will sign and
drink no more, and put the bad white man to
shame.” You now, said he, * lave the menster
at your command, but if you let him in he will
take possession of your couutry. every ledge will
e a miserable place. When you go to Sault St.
Marie, if they ask you to drink whisky, you can
say I have sigred the paper and cannor drink, and
he hoped the Chippeways might become so tem-
‘perate as not to have in all their country the dis-
gusting sight of a drunken Indian.”

‘Rev. Mr. Hall then addressed the meeting, and
gaid he, “T have been eleven years in this coun-
1ry ; till three years ago I had not seen an Indian
drunk, then some Indians went tothe Sault and
brovght in a little, at anothertime they brouzht
more. Yuu will krow hew people act when they
are diunk, it makes them complete fools. When
you drink you think ir dues you zood, but I know
itdoes not.”” Mr. H. then related an 1nstance
of the death of am Indian woman, eccasioned by
whisky, aud said * this is what whisky will do
H~ hoped the Christian Indians would take notice
of what had ju-t beensaid, that those who practice
drinking cannot enter Henven, but now, eaid he,
is the time to sign and drink no more.”

Binzbick, & Chiefaf the Fuskagamah band, arose
and pledged himself to do what he could to pro
mote the cause in his band and in the nation.

burst from the crowd of soldiers, and the crash of
their firelocks threatened that they would not wait
Jonger for his blood. But the guerilla’s manner
changed at once: and hoiding up a small ebony
crucifix before him, he seemed to ask 2 moment’s
respite for a short praver.

The stillness showed his request was complied
with: he turned his back towards the crowd, and
placing the crucifix on the low parapet, ha bent
down on both hix knees, and seemed lost in his
devotions. As he rose, I though I could perceiva
that he threw a glance, rapid as lightning, over
the wall towards the river that flowed beneath.—
He nuw turned fully round: and unfastening the
girdle of many a gay color that he wore round his
waist, he threw it carelessly on his left arm; and
then, baring his breast to the full, koelc slowly
down, and, with his arma wide apart, called out
in Spanish, *“ Here is my life—come, take it."—
The words were scarcely uttered, when the car-
hines clanked as they brough: them to the shoul-
der; the sergeant of the compeny called out the
words, “donnes’”’ n pause—*‘feu ! The fusil-
lade rung out, and, a3 my eyes pierced the smoke,
I could se that the guerilla had fallen to the earth,
fris arms crossed opon his bosom.

A shriek, wild and terrific, burst from the
crowd The blue smoke slowly rose, end I per-
ceived the Freach sergeant standing over the body
of the guerilla, whichlay covered with blood upon
the turf. A kind of convulsive spasm seemed to
t vitch the limbs, upon which the Frenchman drew
his sabre—the rattle of the steel scabbard rung
through oy heart ; the bright weapon glanced as
fie raised it above his head : at the same instant
the guerilla chief sprang to his legs ; he tottered
as he did so, for I could see that his left arm hung
powerless at his side: but his right held a loag
poignard. He threw himself upon the French-
man's bosom—a yell followed, and the same mo-
ment the guerilla sprung over the battlements, and
with a loud splash dropped into the river beneath.
[lie water had scarce covered his body, as the
Frenchiman fell a corpse upon the grousd.

Oue
Chief suid *‘ he understood Mr. Stuart’s business
was te make the treaty nnd the puymeat,” and
seemed quite surprisced thut a Goverument officer
should: interest himsell in those Jittle matters
Another ill-looking Chief whose jaw had been
broken in a scuffle with & grizzly bear, said he
thought Mr. Stuart himself would like a litdle
whi-ky, when there was no one to see bim drink.
These remarks were & source of great amusemen |
in the meeting. Mr. Stuart assured them 1o the
contrary. ‘“ Hole-in-the-day " asked the question
