DcfThe statements of Hon. John J. Critten-
deîî and Hon. Thomas Ewinc, (which will be

found on our First Page,) in refutation of the

charge« made against the Hanison Whig Cabinet

by Hon. John C. Spencer, will naturally attract

general attention.

iEf* From the maB3 of valuable documents ap¬
pended to Mr. Secretary Forward's Treasury Re¬
port, relating to the Nutional Finances and Expen¬
ditures and the proposed Warehousing System, we
have selected such as we deemed of greatest in¬
terest, and they appear on our Last Page this
morning. There are other answers from Revenue
officers more favorable to the Warehousing Sys¬
tem than those we have copied ; and the more

general sentiment probably tends that way. For
our own part, however, we may state frankly that
we believe tbe Warehousing System is calculated
to increase perniciously the power and patronage
of the Föderal Government and the dependence of
our Business interests on Politics. It strikes us

as restoring indirectly but virtually the Govern¬
ment credit», which we had hoped were done away
for ever. Let men import Goods when they want
them, pay the Duties when they receive them, and
get their money back when they export the goods
from the country, if they ever do. We appre¬
hend that no fairer or more uniform and equable
system than this can be devised.certainly none

more simple and unexpensive. The notion that
the great importers will eat up the little ones, the
Foreign merchants the Domestic, under the Cash
System, is moonshine. Under tbe Cash System,
goods will be imported whenever they shall be
needed, and generally by tbe very men who have
a demand for them ; under the Credit System, the
fewer will import (having established a credit at

the Custom-House) and the many will be their
customers. We trust Congress will act warily and
wisely in regard to this important matter.

Mr. Sargent Lecture.
In consequent-! of the failure of Mr. O'Connor

John ö. Sargest, Esq. delivered before the Met
«..tile Library Association, at the Tabernacle las

evening, a Discourse, prepared at very short no

tice, upon the Uses and the Right* of Literature
He presenter], in polished and well-chosen h_

guage, and with great felicity of thought and die

tion, the more superficial influences of litera.trt
upon national and social character, in perpetuatin*
from age to 8ge the renown of warriors and o

statesmen, in directing the popular mind to worth
ier object-» of thought than the sordid pursuits o

wea'.th and luxury, in ennobling and elevating th<

spirit of youth, and in cheering and sustaining th<
declining strength of old age. The slight regarc
in which men of letter?, as such, are general.«
held, wa3 pleasantly depicted and its unreason
ableness clearly and forcibly exposed. Mr. S.R
gent urged, pointedly and ably, the necessi
ty of cherishing and building up a national Lit
erature for our Country, as demanded alike by th<
welfare of individual? and the «stability of our civi
and political institutions. The first step towarc

the accomplishment of this, he said, was the re

cognition and adequate protection of tho right o

Genius to a property in its own productions. Tha
such a rijht exists, and Í3 a» real and indefeasible
as the right of property in corporeal things, h«
proved clearly and conclusively ; and brought for
ward some very amusing sketches o( debates *poi
this subject in the House of Commons, in whicl
the most transparent sophistry was dressed ii
brilliant declamation and palmed off as the sound
est and most effective reasoning against the cr

and the claim of starving Genius. Tho establish
ment of aa equitable Copyright law between thi
Country and Great Britain he regarded as tht
only measure from which aid to our own Litera
ture could be expected ; and he treated with point
ed contempt the various subterfuges by which thii
most righteous claim of authors on both sides o

the Atlantic is evaded. The man who steal;
brooms ready made, he said, can always undersel
those who pilfer only the raw material; and upot
this principle, as long as the works of English au

thors may be seized and reproduced here, at nt

expense of time or thought, it is useless to expee
that an American Literature can ever be created
The claims of authors in regard to their, owr

rights, he said, were too generally answered
the Cardinal Mazarene answered the plea of thi
hireling libeler.that in some way he ' must live'
' I really do not see the necessity ! ' was the kinc

reply. Mr. Sargent closed his Lecture by a verj
fino allusion to the capabilities afforded by thii
country, its character and its history, for the high¬
est developement of the noblest Poetry and Ro¬
mance. He presented them in a strong light,
and in his enumeration of the various subjects fot
the exercise of genius, characterized very point¬
edly the several epochs and the crowded incidents
by which American History has been marked.
The Lecture was written in a style of great ease

and felicity of expression and discussed the points
of the subject lucidly and with effect as far as it
went. It was somewhat superficial, however, and
concerned itself less with principles and the pro-
founder relations of Literature and Life than the
subject .Iowed and deservad. With the exception,
however, of rather too frequent political allusions
and that ever recurring offence in lectures that aim
to be popular and ad captandvm, a flagrant flat¬
tering of the Ladies, offered rather as an incense
to their vanity than atributo to their worth, it was
a tnati.il nnd finished Discourse. It was delivered
with a very pleasing elocution and wns received
with marked favor by a large and most respecta¬
ble audience.

I'rofcsnor Potter's Lecture.
Professor Potter's Lecture last evening

before the ' General Society of Mechanics and
Tradesmen ' was an able and philosophical outline
of the Rise and Progress of the Useful Arts ; and
the impressiveness of his delivery gave full effect
to the force and polish of his style. He opened
with an allusion to tho progressive tendency of the

age, which has produced witbin the last seventy-
rive years greater changes than were made in the

preceding three hundred years. Among the many
causes of thi;« striking result, one of the most pro¬
minent is Industry, as manifested in the Useful
Arts. A rich, and, as yet, almost untouched, sub¬

ject is a sketch of this progres?, under the form
of a ' Material History.' One of the leading fea¬
tures of modern a«, contrasted with ancient indus¬

try is the substitution of intelligence for physical
force.of mental for physical labor. The ancient
temples are monnments of magnificence and pa¬
tient toil, but the modern, hy their profound study
of the laws of material force, are enabled to pro¬
duce equal effects with a tithe of the labor. The
ancients found it so difficult to satisfy their wants
that they called him wisest whose desires were

fewest; but the moderns rather stimulate wants
that they may have the pleasure as well as power
to gratify them. The ancients contemned the
study of bodily comfort, but the modirns remem¬

ber that the soul has a clay tenement, which needs
constant repair.
One striking effect of this change is a diminished

respect for physical force, and an iacreased regard
for mental strength. Men are no longer valued
for their thews and sinews, and even battles are

gained by skill and science. In all a .?s has
the maxim that ' Knowledge is power' been true,
but never so much as in the present day.

Another result is a combination of theory with
practice. We now consider science and art as

united and indivisible. Until lately they lived
apart, look different routes, and were unfriendly,
if not unknown, to each other. This happy union
is in a. great degree due tu die father of inductive
philosophy.
A third effect is that the Industrial arts are ren¬

dered more respectable. The ancients thought
them degrading and fit only for slaves and women.
As luxury and knowledge increased, they raised
the arts to be the work of -« freemen," tiíi it was
at last coniessed that " the true end of all science
is to enrich human life with useful inventions and
arts." But the ancients thought rot so. When
Posidonius in a eulogy on philosophy ventured to
attribute to her the discovery of the arch and of
the working of metals, he was sharply rebuked
by Seneca, who disclaimed for Democritusand An-
acharsis any such degrading credit. From the
cant of this philosophy.which at tbe same time
was praising poverty with two millions out at usu¬

ry, and lauding virtue while defending parricide.
it is delightful to turn to the great English philos¬
ophers.
Among the fruits of Science applied to the Arts

we can enumerate lengthened life, diminished suf¬
fering, increased fertility of soil, guidance for the
mariner, improved arms for the warrior, bridges
over rivers and estuaries, protectioa from thunder¬
bolts, illumination of darkness, extended vision,
increased strength, annihilated distance ; powei to
ascend into the »air, to enter the depths of the sea,
and to penetrate the interior of tho earth ; cars
which fly without horse*, and boats which move

against the wind. These are only parts of its ef¬
fects, for it is ever progressive. What was its
goal to-day will be its starting-point to-morrow*

When we contrast the comforts and luxuries
which are universally enjoyed at the present day
with the condition of the people fifty years ago,
we find a woaderful advance. It is but a hundred
vears since Prince George of Denmark, in his
progress through England, could travel but nine
miles in six houTS, and then his carriage was saved
from over-turning only by " the nimble boots of
Sussex."

But if we go back to the times of Elizabeth, of

Raleigh, ßpencer, Sidney and Sbakspeare.we
find a still greater deficiency in domestic comfort.
Beef and ale, for want of tea, formed the break¬
fast of the maids of honor of the Queen ; petatees
were luxurie* for the rich, and knit hose were

sparin-riy used even by royalty. What then must

it have been in earlier days, when it was a luxury
to wash in rain-water and comb the hair once a

day. If we go back to Greece, we admire the

magnificence of her temples and statues, and thrill
with her eloquence and poetry; but her citizens
had no linen, no shoes nor stockings, no buttons
on their coats, no stirrups nor saddles, no teles¬

copes, and no wind or water-mills.
These physical gains of industry are not its only

OBes. It also advances man's moral welfare. The
same power of steam serves to spread over the
world the lessons of the wise and good, and to im¬

pel the vessel which beers the light of learning
and Christianity to savage nations. The exercise
of thought and trade, demanded by the gratification
of our physical wants, developed aho ihe higher
faculties and sentiments. Agriculture, Manufac¬
tures, Architecture, all work for this end. Mind
and matter, intellect and feeling, conscience and
appetite, are so wisely intermingled that one is
not developed without thp other, and by a wondrous
alchemy, the savage child of nature is transformed
into the refined and civilized man. The first want*
of man are of the earih, earthy, but their gratifi¬
cation demands labor and thought. Hence pro¬
ceed the arts, science, government, jurisprudence,
and finally literature and philosophy a» crowning
blessings.
The intercourse of nations is powerfully affected

by the progresa of industry. The steam engins,
as well as the schoolmaster, is abroad. The cotton

plant has been a great pacificator-by supplying the
poorer classes with a cheap decent fabric, and rais¬
ing them in social rank, and giving them a taste
for comfort, which leads them to avoid and detest
war.

Another effect is increased economy by the pow¬
ers of machinery, by substituting rapid artificial
for slow natural processes, and by the division of
labor. The most worthless articles become useful
materials. Rags make paper, and oven sugar ;
bones supply grease, lamp-black, Glauber's salts,
hartshorn and .sal*ammo.iiac; and bread has been
made of saw-dust.
Here examples teach us that the power of man

over nature has scarcely any conceivable limit..
The next seventy years may be more prolific in
discoveries and improvements than tho last. Sci¬
ence has only commenced her career, and but pre¬
pared herself for still greater achievements. Our
inquiry should now be. what part shall be taken by
the mechanic and artizan of the United States?
They are subject to no restrictions, no constraint
on their exertions. A wide field is open before them.
They have the privilege to select their occupation,
and liberty to pursue it to the extent of their abili¬
ty. They should study the laws of nature, espec¬
ially those which apply particularly to their own

art. They are within the reach of great powers,
yet to be unfolded. It may be their lot to discover
them, to become the teachers and benefactors of
the world, and to tread in the footsteps of Frank¬
lin, of Whitney, and of Fulton.

The ship Orpheus, Capt. Hill, has arrived from

Valparaiso, bringing"Hidvicea to the 14th October,
(five weeks later.) To Mr. Tyler, a passenger,
we are indebted for the following : The news

from Peru i_ important. Hercellis, a young gene¬
ral who was banished some time since from Peru,
had secretly returned with about 300 men, and in

a battle with the General Torrico, who had a much

larger force, obtained a complete victory, destroy¬
ing a great number of the enemy. He has posses¬
sion, now, of all the northern Provinces in Peru,
with a large force under his command, which is

increasing daily. Peru was never in so unsettled
a state as it now in, and there are no prospects of

peace for some time.
Chili is in a prosperous condition; thero is no

Republic in South America so well governed ; the
people are perfectly satisfied with tho Constitution
hnd inclined to agriculture.

Bolivia Í3 at present quiet, though temporarily.
There is nothing of importance going on at Valpa¬
raiso. Mr. R. Hivere of Chili, son of Gênerai
Hive re, came passenger in the Orpheus. Left on

the coast the whale-ships California, 100 bhls. oil ;

Spartan, with 1700 bbls. sperm oil ; ship Clematis,
2500 do.; Philip, 2500 do. ; bark Emerald, with
1500 do., and a number of others.

Sad Affair..A few weeks since a man named
Montgomery at Harpersfidd, Ohio, about three
weeks after his wife's death, married a girl who
had previously been living in his family. Saveral
young men in the vicinity being indignant at the
impropriety of it, serenaded him at night with
horns, »te. A neighbor named Ferguson rebuked
them for so doing, whereupon, they entertained
him in a iimilur manner. Ho ordered them to be
off or he would shoot them. While they were go¬
ing away he seized his gun and discharged it,
lodging some sixty shot in the neck of a young
man named Jerome, who is not expected to recov¬

er. Ferguson has been held to bail in the sum of
$500 to answer.

California..Americas Emigrants Thith¬
er..The Mexican Minister at Washington, J.
N. Almonte, has addressed a letter to the Madia»
nian contradicting a rumor started in the St.
Louis Republican, that the Mexican Government
will give liberal grants of land to persons in Cali¬
fornia who shall tuke the uath of allegiance, and
conform to the doctrino of the Roman Catholic
faith. The Mexican Government, he savs, has
never thought of colonizing the said territory with
foreigners, and that so far from it, it has expressly
provided a law, enacted the 11th of March last,
that nv foreigner icill ever be -permitted to colo¬
nize, or purchase lands or property in the said
country, without an express permission of the
Government of Mexico.

The franklin Hose Company, composed ot a desperate

gang ol ruffian rowdies, located in »MoyamensiHg, made an

attack upon the Washington Engine House, one of our
most respectable companies, which they succeeded in en¬

tering, when ihe uew cosily apparatus of ihe Washington
was dragged off amidst the hellish shouts of these demoniac
wretches into Mcyamensing, where its splendid paintings
were shamefully mutilated, and tbe entire apparatus other¬
wise injured. All this was transacted inopenday,wiüiinthe
sight of several officers of justice! Stones, clubs, and other
dangerous missiles were seen flying and brandishing in ihe
air to a frightful extent.
