Pecuninry Advaniages of Association.

The World is sunk in Poverty—and Poverty often
brings with itself Iznorance, Vice and Degradation.
The first great object of Association is to raise the
World out of this state of general Destitution, and
secure abundance to the Poor, and safe investments
and liberal dividends to the Rich.

The questioa of profits is a proper question by
which 1o test the practical value of Asscciation.
What do large profits signify ? They signify that
the product of Lodustry is abundant, that Wealth
is general, and that Poverty, with its evils, is ban-
ished from Society. A Social Order which does
not fulfil these conditions is valueless; solong as
Poverty exists, Man will be sunk in igoorance and
misery. The question of Wealth or Poverty must
always be the practical test of a true or false sys-
tem of Society; as the harmeny of the Passions
will be the spiritual test.

If an Association be not profitable, it will bea
proof that the labor and taleat of the members
are not jediciously applied,—that unity of action,
method and ecenomy o not exist,—that Industry
is not rendered attractive,—and that Science does
not exist in its material mechanism.

Association will have means of increasing Pro-
duction or Wealth immensely, and of guarunteeing

ahundance to all. Let us exanine some of these

MEeAns 2

FIRST MEANS.— Increase in the number of Producers.

The heads of a family are for the most part at
present the only Producers: the labor of Women
yields scarcely ary thing, us they are absorbed by
domestic duties, and that of children not muck
more. I wu take a hundred families,—say five or
six hundred persons,—we find, censequently, but a
hundred Producers, and their labor must support
the whole five or six hundred. Suppese the hun-
dred families were to unite and form an Assecii-
tion: one-tenth part of the women now required
ceuld perform the domestic work, and thp rest
could devore themselves to productive and lucra-
tive occupntions.  Various branches ol Industry—
such a= care of the vegetable and flower-gardens,
and light and pleasing Lranchies of manufaclures,
could be attended to by women and children ; with
a proper Organization of Industry, we muy safely
ostimute thet out of five hundred persons there will
he fonr hundeed active Praducers, which would give

Our fields az present are lonely, cur warkshopa
and manufactories dirty and disgusting, the tools
and implements are poor, and every thing is cal-
cnlated to deaden the energy of tha workman; he
works with Inssitude and disgust.  In Association
the fields and gurdens would be beautifuily laid
out, the workshope and manufacteries handsomely
and conveniently fitted up, the tools and implements
would be of the best kind, and labor would be per-
farmed by Groups of persons between whom friend-
<hip and other social sympathies weuld exist.—
Under such influgnces people will work with arder
amil satisfitction, and the same persens would pro-
duce, we may safuly calculats, wwice us wmuch 12
they now do.

TIIIRD MEANS.—Combined prosecution of Agricnlture
and Manufuctires.

[n every Association a variety of branches of the
Mechanical Arts suited to the tastes and telents of
both sexes and different ages will be established,
+, that agricultural and manufacturing pureuits,
which are now upnr:ll_eri. will be prulccurcd com-
bisedly, The former will occupy the attention of
the Associatien more particularly during the sum-
mer, and the latter during the winter, and constant
emplayment will be secured to all. The Farmers
are at present, during the wiater months, nearly
idle, und we may safely estimate that, for want of
a good organization of Laber and by the separa-
tion of those two primary brauches of Industry,

they lose half their time.

3 FOURTH MEANS.— Machinery.

This will be a gigantic means of itcreasing
Wealth. An Associstion of five hundred persons
could have mechinery to almost any extent,—to
do the work, if they wished, of two, three oc four
thousand hands. As tkey would owvn the ma-
chinery, it would work Fur them, and not AGAINST
them, as it now does, because it is not owned by
the Laborer, but by a Capitalist or Employer who
hires hinw.
