44 From the Horth Caroline I wen' to the Som-
ers; and here 1 must say that no one ougHi to
torm an opinion upon the wsue of this conspiracy
without first seeing the Som< i«. You have been
on board a man-of-war, and you have, doubtless,
(as 1 lind others nave.; formed your notion of the
state of things in tue Somers, by what you have
-een before. In the shir-, of ;!ie line, frigates, or

sloops of war which you bare visited', there ia
great appearance of protection, defence and im¬
posing authority connected with tbe after end of
:li»'ship. There is a poop deck, a cabin built
above the main deck, with doors and windows
looking forward, a marine with bayonet and load¬
ed musket at the door, another at the gangway,
-^rid others on sun-! at. various parts of the ship,
clear, toomy decks, a piemy of officers ubotlt, and
ih« quarters of officers furnished with arms and
well guarded. But you must make a revolution
>H all your ideas upon lhes«j pn!iicu!ar~, to judge
>f the Somers. You would hnidly believe your
..y-s if you were here to see, as the scene of this
dreadful conspiracy, u little brig with low bul¬
warks, a single nairowdeck, Hush lore and air,
and nothing to mark the officers' quarters but a

long trunk house, or compamun, raised a few feet
from the deck, to let light and air in below, such
as you ma) have seen in our smaller packets which
pjy along the sea-board. You feel us though half
dozen resolute conspirators could have swept the

decks, and thrown overboard u 11 that opposed
hem before aid could come I nun below.
And incoming on deck(which seemed tome more

tearful than any thing els" in the officers' condi¬
tion) the officers would have to com«r up the steps
ind through tbe small companion scuttles, at which
* couple of men could easily have cut them down,
