Iiupornnt from Texaa.
The Mobile Herald of Saturday, the 21st, con¬

tains important news from Texas, said to have
been brought to New-Orleans by the steamer Nep¬
tune, arrived on Wednesday morning. The new*

was brought to Houston by a Mr. Needham, and
is as follows :

After tbe capture of Laredo, the Texan forces,
under Gen. Somerville, moved down on the east

bank of the Rio Grande to the mouth of the Sa-
lado, and found Canales, the Mexican General,
with 300 men, ready to dispute the passage; but
the Texans crossed without difficulty, and he retired"
without firing a gun. The troops then proceeded
to Gtwrrero and encamped near the town; the
Alcalde came out and informed the General that the
Mexican troops had fled, and that he would fur-
r.i«h anv articles they required. The article?
most needed were then furnished by the Alcalde
at the requisition of Gee. Somerville, who then

gave orders for the return of his troops to Bexar.

alleging that his force was too weak to proceed
farther. This caused a division among his men.

andjjwith about 200 men, who adhered to him, he
returned to Bexar, where he arrived in safety.
The rest of his force.300 in number.refusing

to obey orders, elected Col. W. S. Fisher their
Commander, and went down the river to capture
the small towns above Matamoras. On teaching
Mier they attacked and captured it; but the Mex¬
ican army soon arrived, and a severe engagement
ensued, in which, aa tbe story goes, 400 Mexicans
were killed, while only fentr Texans were killed :

ail the rest escaped, except two who concealed
themselves in a cane-break.surrendering, upon
what terms is not known. The Mexicans diu»
retook the town. The fight is said to have lasted
ironi J2 M. of one day till 2 P. M. of the next.

District Attorney.' and lie imclersigned, tat although I case
frequently conversed wiih that genii«um on tie Lecesuty
of a »eil regulated system of Police for ibe eiry. atd have
interchanged opinions with bun as to tbe means of accom¬
plishing ibe reform which ail good riuiens arden'ly desire
and earae*ily demand, we have not jointly committed our

views t. wntirig; and as it ha* been erroneously opposed
that we bad arranged a plan, and agread on aii the detaSs
necessary to put it in operation.and :or other reason .we
have concluded to respond lo yonr resolution individnaily.

I have deferred submitting a commcnicstioo on tbe sco-

jeet, aniil the present time, with the nope ot being able to

preseat my vie«« folly, bot as the short intervals of t:me I
have been relieved from active official duties have been de¬
voted,under the directicn of tbe officer* of tbe Stale and
City Governments, to the examination of tbe intnen'.e ac¬
count* which extend through several year«, 1 am under ihe
neceswtyo: giving' a very bn*f ar.aj imperfect reply to yocr
resoluiioa. And as it u very ?eoeraiiy admitted that our

present Police system :* almost wholly iaeffcctaai for the
pre»ection orcrime, aad i» destitute ol the important prin¬
ciples which should torm the basis of a Police fir a dense
and heterogeneous population of 3fe/»y0. I shali not rep-at
tbe statements of others, nor tdvanc« my owe views in re¬
lation to exi»Ung defects, except so tar as may be necessary
in considering - what improvement in ihe t'olice Depart¬
ment o! the c:ty is required by tbe wants aw) interest* of
tbe cititeason which sulnect 1 entertain the following
opinions:

1st. The Police Department should be so organized as to
be in operation without intermission, for the »ervices cf its
member* may be required at any lime. At present ;h' night
watchmen are the only persocswbo are required t» purol
the streets, except a few Sunday efficer*, and Day Police
officers, in . - of the wards, and 11 is notorious that most
ca.*es of sbop-itfiing, stealing from balls o:" fcoases, and the
passing of counterfeit money, occur in the evening before
the waichm-n go on duty, and many burglaries and robbe¬
ries are commuted near tbe time tbey leave their posis in
tbe mot nipt;. and this state of things will continue so long
as the present system is permitted lo exist, for while there
are Hated periods when neither watchmen nor police offi
cersare on dun,opportunities are then afforded t"> avoid
detection, and the commission of ctT-sces is a natural con¬

sequence. A case in pumt occurred recently, and, a* it is a

Striking ilhistration, 1 take the liberty to menuon it. £ariy
on tbe morning of ibe22J instant, two Images in Third^Creet,
between th*1 Second Avenue and the Bowery, wer»-1 or-

glarioBsly ettered and valuable articles stolen therefrom,
and in one of the bouse; some clothe* in a clos-t were set
on fire, but as tbe incendiaries fortunaisiy rlosed the closet
doer. UV fire smouldered and expired ; ail this was done by
the offenders uno!>served,and no trace of them, or tbe stolen
properly, has been discovered, and yet in that street, nod
adjotnieg the rowj of buildings where the burglaries
and larcenies were committed, and arson attempted, there
U a su ewatch-boase, and also a police office.

It may be well to state, as a proof ef die uuer war.', of
proper organiiation of ihe watch department, thai tbe only
ordinance which relate* to the tin.e watchmen shall be on

duty, requires, mere.y, that tbey *>aii attend on " alternate
nignts,*" and the whole matter has been lelt with the cap
tains of th»* watch, who may keep ih'.-m on duty at such
limes, at night, as thr-y may consider most necessary, or

find to l>e most convenient; aad although they have gener¬
ally directed ihsir men :o go on nuty at the same b' ar, on
the several districts, no regard has been paid to uniformity
in the time ol the several companies leaving Uieir posts in
ibe morning.

2d. Members of the Police department should be con¬

stantly stationed in all parts of the city, that ibe:r services

may be obtained wherever, as well as whenever, required
for the arrest of offenders, or performance of other official
duti»k. Many instances might t>e cited of felon* being per¬
mitted to escape, because the police office was fordi.-tanl.
and privatecitizenssupposed Uiey had no right t:> mate an

arrest, or were unwilling to spend their time or hazard
their live* in arresting offenders and conveying them to Ibe
police office. B'-side*. the presence of a police officer at
ihe time and place disorderly conduct commenced, would
often prevent thec<mruis,ion ol acts ibat would, but for h s

presence, lead to neun serious results; and pol ce officers
should, therefore, possevs the means to make themselves
known as such, at any time, but, with all doe deference for
the opinions ol otiieis, there should be nolhiog in their gen¬
eral appearance to indicate their employment, for trans¬

gressors would thereby have a decided advantage, and
would assuredly exercise it; ibey could observe an officer,
and would embrace the opportunity afforded by a tempora¬
ry absence from a portion of his district, to commit depre¬
dations.
Ttiis brauch of the subject is important in another point

of view, ior use certainty of police officer* being cn duty
throughout the city, without being designates n> such,
would have a tendency to deter persons, particularly tbe
young, from deviating from the path of rectitude, acl
would prevent the first comraiss-on of a petty offence,
which, if perpetrated, and repealed, would lead to a career
calculated eventually to transform the timid delinquent into
a hardened villain.
According to the present arrangement, it is the duty of

Police officers to attend daily at tbe Police offices, and,
however great may be the emergency which requires their

Bresence and service at Harlem or the Battery, at the Dry
ockor Greenwich, or in any other part of the etiy. appli¬

cation must be made ai tbe "Hullsof Justices," in Centre
street, or the " Upper Police Office," on tbe comer of Third
street and the Bowtry, and even then there i* no certain'y
of procuring tbe assistance sought for. When the officer's
have performed their duties for the day, by wailing at the
Police office, or otherwise, tbey proceed lo public exhibi¬
tions, to public ball* or private parties to fulfil their engage¬
ments as officers, or they spend their lime in any way their
interests rtquire, or inclination* lead Uieni; they will uot
devote themselves to the service of the public without com¬

pensation, nor have we any ri*-hi to expect them to do so.

3d. The members of the Police Department sliouid not

be permitted to engage in any oilier business than that al¬
lotted them in the uepanment. There is no part of this
wboie subject more suscep iblc of denionstrat'oc ihan this,
hot waul of time will not admit of elaborate argument, and
the following reasons must suffice for tbe present: The
knowledge necessary for a Police officer to rw^sess, of par¬
ticular classes of places and persons, and of tbe multifarious
schemes lor committing offences, and the slra.ageeis resort¬
ed to for avoiding detection, can only be acquired by close
and constant application :?» the besines* of tue Police de¬
partment ; and the character and usefuln-ssof the depart¬
ment, as well as the public good, require that Police officers
should be continually under tbe direction of ilieir superior
officers, and not be permitted lo mingle and associate with
all classes of persons indiscriminately, nor to resort, at will,
to all kinds ofplaces, li isuiu.eces.ury.and would !>e extreme¬

ly disagreeable,to mention particular cases which show ihe
propriety and nece-sity of adopting die rule here recom¬

mended.' Lat it suffice thai il is our duty lo guard against
what men may do.
As long as the watchmen for the night ami the Police offi

cers for ibe day constitute separate departments, both w ill
be mistrably deficient tor all the purp>*es for which a Po¬
ll ce is required. The p-y received by watchmen is not
sufficient ior tbe maintenance of their "families, and those
of them who labor hard during the day, and thereby be¬
come much fatigued, are not the most suitable p.-rsons for
watchmen; while those who lounge about in Uie daytime
arevery improper persons for ibeduty. But however suit¬
able the person* may f>* wbo compose tbe watch, tbey must
leave their posts at dated times in toe morning to pursue
their ordinary basinet*, w hatever fienefit migbt result from
their remaining on their posts : and all the infuttnatton tney
may have received of threatened or anticipated depreda¬
tions isresdered useless by their net having immediate suc¬
cessors t« vvL-om ihe* may communicate :i>e ndormaiion..
IfUie wboie time o: ihe officers should be engaged la the
public service, their eotire remuneration cugnt to be de¬
rived from the pnbbc irea-ary.

4th. Police officers should receive their appointment from
persons bo: elected to otSce by ihe people, nor candidaies
tor ibeir suffrages.for realms s > anivemlly known u.a;
there can be no liarm in making the suggestion here, and
bei JitUe necessity for statirg why it b made. To guard
against the Police officers ts-;ng idl men of tbe same politi¬
cal party, and xune of meat noi the best raen m lliai party,
and that no improper influence growing out of ;he manner
of their appointment may be exercised o»er them, tlsey
should be appointed by Corurni»>lor.*t-s lo be selected w ith
special rtferroce to this object, asd :or ibeir knowledge, ia-
legr.sy, persevering habit.-, aad peculiar fitness for the per-
tbrnuincr o f the diifie* wfcicb would devolve upon tbrm;
and tbai the responsibility might not be loo muco diffused,
the number oi Commissioners should be very limited.

5th. Tbe city should be divideo into districts, near the
centre of each of which there should be a nauoR-house,
with a Magistrate in continual attendance. The men be¬
longing on stations should be able W repair lo, and return

from, their respective posts in a short space of lime, snd
me facility ana pa>n:piue*s with which it wonid ai Ihne»
be necessary lo assemble tha Peiice force in particslar sec¬
tion* of the city, would be iarpmcucabie wiihou; a division
ofthe city intvi ribtricts. Indeed, without this provision the
foiegoicg suggestions could not be adopted; nor, if adopt¬
ed, carried into operation.
The district system was mtrodaced into tbe Watch De¬

partment from sneer necessity, aao the number of aistricls
uas been increased with tbe increase of popaiarios, but ibis
is the only consistent feature of the department, and an ex¬

pose of me long continued practices at the watch-bomes
will not ouly litasfate tbe part of tbe subject now nacer
con?icierat:*.n,bat wul ccniirm the general views bereia con¬
tained.

It is the duty a:" tbe watchmen toj* receive tcto their cus¬
tody, and detain until tbe r.ext mercing, and until cis-harg-
ed or coaomiued by tie projser anihoriiy^very person ap
prebended and delivered to them for any offence wbatsoev
er, after ibe watch si all be set" Aad it is toe duty of each
captain of tb* waxb, .¦ as early as conveniently may be af¬
ter his war of duty, lomaxr a retam into the office of tbe
Justices ol the Ponce of ail person* arrested," and convey
the prisoners therein named to one of the notice offices..
Uater tnese regulations, persons are coached during the
n^jbt wh» would not be deüvered i»to the castoay ol ibe
watch, if tbe complaint against : was required to be
made on oath; or, if taken into custody, would ne released
as soon as the witness was examined on oath; and ail wbo
know any thing of the sahject, are aware that nightly, ai-
naost.pereon* are confined oa tbe complaint of those*wbo
<<0 not apprsr aj^aiast mea afterward, acd wko sever in¬
tended to appear tgiir^t them; and i; is not a rare occnr-
reoce for ttestaiemeet maCe by a compiainant a: the wai^h
bouse, lo differ materially from his r*>-ccn testimony at the
police office.indeed, it is somemses ibe case, that the w it
oess at the wiicfc house becomes the prisoner at the police
office. In cocseqsence of tha captains of the a-atcn not be¬
ing authorised to *cminister oains. the sportiveness of rsa-
ligcity of an accuser may cooijrn our be*t citizens to the
c«-Hs of a watch house, to" be detained until the next morn¬
ing, aad until discharged " by tha proper authority," unless
tbeysboald be improperly discharged, as implied in tfce
otanoo. during the nigh:; bat il Magistrates confined ibem-
»el»e> to granting discharge* in such ca.-es, as it is here
stated n ay occur, there would be no just zroand cf ccaa-
plam:. It is, however, proverbial that the reverse has been
the general practice oi sasse Aiderxnen, who seldom or nev¬
er acted magisteraily. except m discharging prisoners fromwatch hoc*s, and the practice, with *u the erds wbict
l»*ve resulted from it, to the tnconsisieacy aad iamstice oftbe present sy**etn. . .-

cordingly hare a Chief Engineer of the Fir* Department,
and Superintendents fir almost all purposes- No man who
has any knowledge of the duties of theJlayor, or the busi¬
ness of ibe Police Department, will pretäasd that-the Mayor
can perform his daily 'duties in the Mayor's office, bis duties
as President ofthe Board of Health, as a Supervisor, and as
a director of various institutions.no man wtfl«erioasiy con¬
tend that the Mayor can fatthfolly discharge all the official
duties here alluded to.and al-o demote to the Poiiee Depart¬
ment, and citcamaances connected with it, that time and
attention which would eoabie him te discharge the iaiport-
an: duties of Chief Officer of Police. The duties ot the
Mayor are already sufficiently narberous. and what has been
«aiit above of Police Officers devejung ail tberr time to tie
business of the d*panrnetit, for the purpose cf oeing well in¬
formed, applies whh full force to''die enief .fflcer.
Ail cümmurucaiicas of great importance should be made

to the bead of the department, for the ends of justice have
b*en defeated by magistrates and officers beine engaged in
the pursuit of the same object, without a concert of action ;
and that the chief efficer may not be unjustly held responsi¬
ble :' k the charade- and crräJttct of the lubordtnates, and
lira: proper disciplrae may be maintained, be should be as¬

sociated w itb the commissioners in the expelling of tncom-
petest and improper raetnoer-.

7tb. All laws anc regulations for the heahh and cleanli¬
ness of the city, as weü as for the security of ine citizens
and their property, should be enforced by Ibe Police De¬
partment, fortheymlationof t: e ordinances cacld n*u escape
tneir entice, and the laws wocld be rigidly enforced- It is
not intended to rtcommend vny sew organization of the
Board of Health, brl to sugjte-i the p.opriety and oecessity

eir views and measures bereg earned into Vail effect by
a police prepared (or any emergency. The subject of pro¬
perty lighting the city ai night is entitled io much consid¬
eration ber», as the security of the citizens from accident or

design makes it important; and whetber it be faithfully
done, or shamefully neglected, may ocly be known to those
persons who are on duty all night in the streets. The duty
of lighting the city shocld therefore be pertorased under
the direction of the police, especially a« the dry would sus¬
tain no loss by making tbe station bouses the depositories
of oil that remained after the lamps bad been supplied.
The «Dgeesikins here made in relation to the duties of the
police are strongly recommendee by motives ol economy,
as their adoption woul J render unnecessary ibe present ar¬

rangement, or any other, respecting street inspectors, in¬
spectors of public places, of oroniba ses, hacks and eins, and
numerous- other spec ;al officers. Bat as the duties of some
of the police officers would require them to be continually
in particular wards, they should not be subject to the or-
ri>n nf several aldermen at the same time ; and the sutvdi-
viskms of tbe districts should, for this and other reasons, be
limited to ibe boundaries of the wards, and each district
>b'>uld comprise er.tire wards.
Tüe most strict scrutiny sb*>uld be exercised by the de¬

partment, within 1'gal rules of course, into ibe manner of
conductin? busi»es>. by pawnbrokers, keepers ofjunk-shops
nod dealers in second-hand articles, for the facilities afforded
lor tbe disposal o* stolen eoods enter largely into tbe calcu¬
lation when robbery is meditated. And to a police that
will require the prompt and continual action et its mem¬
ber*, in all part? ofthe city, roost be confided tbe power, and
tbe imperative duty assigned, to prevent street-begginz,
which leads to idleness and crime; and to such a police
mast we resort to exterminate tbe Uawktng of obscene and
libidinous prints, the great source of venalnv and profligacy.
Ttse population of the city has increased rapidly within

the seven years last past, a.d there is certain y a* much ne-
ce«sitv for an efficient police now as there ever was, *n.)
ibe.following remarks, irsade by Chancellor Rent in 1836.
may now be repeated with increased force: " When we
come to consider the actual wants of great numbers, and
ibe incessant temptations to heedless and lawless purposes,
to pi fering, to intemperance, t disorders of all sorts, in such
a dense popniation as exists in this city, and who are always
more or less under excitement, and the impulse of the colli-
sjtms and the Stenns of Ibe passion*, we cannot but be deep¬
ly impressed with the importance to oar peace and safety
ofan active and «lern polce."

I have here eisen a general outline of the improvement
which is required, iu my opinion, in the p lice department
of the city by ibe wants and interests of the cltiz-jns. but
it woaid Wnnand more tirue to complete a plan than I could
de-rue to tue subject, and abilities tar beyond my preten¬
sions, to give it practical effect, A system of police might
have all the characteristics herein contained, and fail to pro¬
duce trie nto «->ary rt!or;o : bat I behere the soggestior s

here made susceptible ot detail that would coastituie a Sy s¬
tem undrr which, with good and efficient officers and men,
ruffianism wouid, to a very great extent, be subdued; evil-
doers driven to places less dangerocs lor them to operate:
temptation lo crime removed from the rising generation;
and the lives and property ofour citizens secured. But the
ati^mpt should not be marie to effect these changes suddenly
or simuhaneously: they mast be produced carefnily and
gradually; but with a v:ew to the ultimate object; tbe sys¬
tem should be pnt in operation not only without commotion,
hut imperceptibly, except by its results; it ainst be free
from «tool-ptgeoHicg. and the use of secret service mor.ey.
and must in ail things iullj accord with the institutions of
our country.

1 Bm not prepared to state what would be " the probable
increase of expense, if any, attendant upon such improve¬
ment," as 1 have not ascertained the cost of the present sys¬
tem, or completed a list of officers and men, with their

The Biral Dry Dock*.
As we have, since our description of Gilbert's

Balance Dry Dock, given an account of tbe Sec-
tional Dack. showing th? advantages claimed for
it over tha other, we now, by desire of the friends
of the Balance Dock, set forth the points of supe¬
riority which they assert i: has over the Sectional.
They-allege that the Sectional D<<ck is most apt to

meet the approval of the superficial observer by
reason of its superior size and ßnish : but that the
Sectional Dock we have described.'is the fifik of
the kind, and cost $30.900, while Gilbert's, tbe
first of that description ever constructed, cost less
than $20.000. These facts should be considered
in a comparison of the two plans by the Docks
now in operation.
Tbe advantages claimed for the Balance over

the Sectional Dack are these :

1, Accessibility..The Sectional Deck now in
use, which will support a ship of 1,000 tons, is
fourteen fee: in depth. It is estimated that a

Dock «uff.ciently large and strong to take up a

ship ef the line would be thirty foet in depth. A

ship of the line, with her armanent on board,
drawi about twenty-six feet or water, and as the
tanks have to be sunk below the keel, it is plain
that, allowing a safe surplus of depth, sixty feet of
water would be necessary to dock a vessel of that
size, with her armament and stores on board. A
Balance Dock Urge enough to take in a ship of
the line would draw only eight feet of water, and.
with a vessel of that site in it, five feet additional
in the whole thirteen feet, just half of what the
vessel itself would draw when arloat. T« dock a

ship of the line by it would require a depth of less
than forty feet; and if the water at the station
was not so deep, the Dock could be towed into
the 3tream, the vessel taken in, and towed to any
spot where there wa« a depth of fifteen feet. The
use of Gilbert's Dock in the stream has been
tried, with complete success.

The
Balance Dock can be made large enough to take
in as many vessels as may be desired; not onlv
one behind the other to ihe extent of its length,
which is all that is claimed for any other dock,
but also side by side.

presents the vessel in Dock on a continuous floor,
rendering every part of her easily accessible to the
workmen. When we visited the Balance Dock,
it was after 4 o'clock on a cloudy afternoon, and
yet there was no lack of light, in our judgement.

When either of the
several currency measures.Barnard's, Everett's,
Talirnadge'i, Sic, come up you will find a very
large Whig vote in favor of whichever seems least

objectionable, though I have never believed that
either would be passed. Were even a moderate
number of the Locos to vote favorably upon either
of those meo.ares there would be votes enough to

carrv it. There is. however, no probability of such
a result. The Locos will have nothing but a full
blooded sub-treasury, and they count with confi¬
dence upon having it sooner or later.
There is something said in the papers, and

there is some talk here, of an Extra Session, to

be called soon after the termination of this Con¬
gress. There seem to be some reasons against
the probability of such an event, and none that I
can discover in its favor, except that some benefit
would accrue to a portioaof the inhabitants of this

city, and to some of the members themselves*. It
happens that a large number of the States have
not yet elected members to the next Congress, and
moreover were Congress to assemble. It would be
be very difficult to determine what benefit tha Gov¬
ernment would derive from that fact. The Presi¬
dent's Exchequer certainly would find no favor,
though it may be that a Sub-Treasury bill would
be signed. As to the matter of supplies, they
will be as fully provided by the present Congress
as the means of the country may warrant. The
present Congress has always taken good care ia
that particular. The talk of an Extra Session
may be looked upon as idle.

Yesterday Senators Wright and Bento.-* came

into the Supreme Court, and after requesting the
lawyer who happened to be speaking to give way,
made a statement to the Court in regard to seme

cases which had, as it was understood, been
brought there from Missouri or Kentucky, growing
out of the Bankrupt Law, and in which one of
them desired to be permitted to appear in behalf
of some New-York merchants who were interest¬
ed, though they were not parties, and no appear¬
ance had been entered ia their behalf.
