1 5ave been three wecksin Genoa, and first and
foremost I suppose I must give you whatis called
a general description of the city. This I dislike
most of all things—first, because it is indefinite;
gecond, because it is uninteresting. Genoa, as I
stateddn my former letter, lies in the form of a sez-
meat of a circle, and rises like an amphitheatre
from the sez.  The ground on which it rests is ir-
reguler, and there is not a level or a siraight
streetin it. They wind and twist sbout like al-
Jeys in every direction. Heace a stranger bas pe-
culiar sensatiors in first wardering over the city.
Unable to see out at either end of the street, and
from the immense hight of the houses, rising 80 er
90 feet on either side, unable to getan upper view,
he feels at first as if threading the narrew passa-
ges of some dungeon, expecting cvery moment his
path will opea into daylight and freedom, and yet
finds' himsell ever encompassed with dark gray
walls. One, however, very soca gets accustomed
to them, for they are flagged the whole width and
kept 2lmost ns clean as the halls of the palaces.
" This is also true of the larger streets that admit
carriages, amd I believe that Genoa may be called
one of the cleanest cities in the world. In some
of these streets the sunlight never reaches the pave-
ment, and in most of them the bats are flying at
our dioner hour, which is 3 o’clock. Strads, Bal-
bi, Nuovo and Nuovissimo are magnificent streets,
and lined with palaces almost the entire way.—
The wealth that built these was won from the East.
During the Crusades Genon acquired extensive
possessions and gained great Commercial advanta-
ges there. She is called the City of Palaces.—
With the exception of Venice there is probably no
city in the world superior to Genoa inits palaces.
She, Venice and Piss were three great Republics,
and in the time of the Crusades had more Com-
merce in the Mediterranean than- all Europe be-
pides. Successively ravaged by Mago, brother of
Hannibal, the Goths, Saracens and Lombards, she
tose each time from her formner ruins, and though
ber Commercial power is weakened and herinde-
pendence is gone, she is still Genoa ‘la superba.'
There is but one public promenade, called the
Agna Sola. It lies on the verge of the city and is
u beautiful place of resort. Itis elevated above
the surrounding streets, covering several acres,
and looks out upon the Mounteins of Piedmont
and the Gulf of Genoa. The whele city is sur-
rounded by two walls; one circling the city propu:
is six mules in circumference, the other going ovel
the hills is thirteon miles long. The gates are
strongly fortified and constantly guarded. The
shops of the town possess scarcely any beauty :
the fargest could well-nigh be put in the baw-win-
dow of & Broadway store. The basement stories
of magoificent palaces are let out for hatters’
shops, livery stables, and indeed every thing. A
main entrance only is reserved. The upper rooms
gloneare occupied. Genoacentainsabout 100,000

inhabitants, one-seventh of whom are soldiers and
priests. The eemmon people are generally indus-
trious, and very few seem to want the necessaries
of life. They are called the Yankees of italy.—
Their great fault is they will cheat. You cannot
trust them. It has passed inte a proverb that ‘it
takes seven Jews to cheat one Genoese.
* Of the nobility I cannot yet speak. They ere
now all out ef the city. They leavein the Spring
for the country agd return the eleventh of Novem-
ber. The fomales of the erdinary classes wear no
bonnets in the street, but in their stead a piece of
muslin felded across the top of the head, and de-
séending around the neck and over the sheulders in
the form of a shawl. With only this protection, T
have seen them lounging aleng the streets when the
tramontane blowing fresh from the Alps made me
shiver with my cloak wrapped clese around me.—
This tramontene er north wind is very cold, and
blows so furiously that ships lying in portare com-
pelled to heave out both a bow and stern anchor.
But notwithstanding this and the vicinity of the
mountains and the high latitude of Genoa, being
above 44°, they have no snow in Winter, and the
poorer classes do without fuel the year round.—
This is partly owing to its dearness. Even the
little necessary for cosking is hearded with the
greatest care. One day being in 1he country when
o strong South-west wind was rolling a heavy surf
on the shore, 1 saw. groups of persons along the
bench watching  the approach of every wave and,
rushing after itas it retired, snatch something from
the water. T could not imagine what prize could
create so much interest.  On approachiog near I
saw that the objects of their eager struggles were
small chips; some not bigger than half your hand,
and small twigs the Sea was throwing ashore.—
These they were gathering for fuel.  So scarce and
dear is it that none is used to heat water for wash-
ing clothes. They take sll their garments oat to
the fresh streams, and on & pleasant duy you will
see groups of women from fourto fifteen lining the
creek ou every side of the city. They tuck their
drosses up abeve the knees and kneeling down
among the pebbles take one large smooth stone for
8 washboard; wrap it up in the article to be
cleansed end then bepin to kuead it. Although
there is & great deal of wealth in Genoa, the poor
are but little the better for it..
The pay of & soldier is only & few pence per day,
and even the officers, most of whom are poor no-
~ bles, receive but two francs or two francs-and-s-
balf per day. Notwithstanding all these difficul-
ties the common people seem contented and bappy.
-~ There are no wnxious brows as with us. Lifo and
its obligaticns seem to sit lightly en an Italian.—
- Each one being born into & rank, out of which it
i8 difficult to rise, ho makes no effort except to
live. His anxieties scem to end with the gratifi-
'cation of his physical wants. He lives for the
gake of living. He whistles care 10 the winds so
loog as ho has food and clothing. With us each
‘geperation is placed onone grand race-course—
prize is for all. Hence life becomes one long
fierce struggle for preéminence. The same re-
ward being offered to the lowest that is extended
o the highest lashes every man to his otmost ener-
£Y- Existence becomes a feverish excitement and
158 gemeration passes through life like & stoym . —

It is true ““mountains are leveled and seos are
filled in its passage,” but there hai been no repose
and but little conteztment. This finishes my gen-
eral description, and [ can assure you it required
no common effort to put off to enother letter the
incidents and details which intersst me most.
have loitered through these gorgeons palaces,
climbed these vine-clad Lills, and floated over the
beautiful bay. Inmy next you shall have itell.

DEilitia Heform.

The Militia System interests the whole peeple,
as being the only legitimate and eonstitutional
means of defence and protection of the citizen,
sgainst inswrrection and invasion ; acd also as af
fording the best and surest guaranty of peace at
home and respect abread. No maxim is more
true than that the chances of war, tumult and dis-
order are lessened in proportion s the preparation
and means of defence are apparent and realized.
Where gll are armed, all are safe.

But the Militia Service should not in time of
peace impose unncessary and vseless burthens upon
the citizen. A proper and sufficiently efficient or-
ganization can be maintsined without imposing
suck burthens upon the mass of the citizens. By
annual enrolment and inspection, on one and the
same day, of those subject to military duty, one
great desideratum of the Militia System would be
mont effectually realized, viz: A knowledge of the
real force and state of equipments that could be
relied on by the State authorities in time of active
service. Another greatdesideratum ef the System
is the instruction of officers and their efficiency in
instructing the privates ; and this 1o can be effact-
»d without burthen or inconvenicnce to the mass
of the community, by the grant of sufficient remu-
neration to officers to induce the seeking of com-
missions and & willingness to bear the expense and
loss of time in rendering themselves guslified for
duty, by increased practical study.

Upon these principles the following proposed
law has been framed and approved by meny of-
dcers and citizens, and will bo presented to the

Paper Circuiating Mediom.
T'o the Editars of The Tribune:
Several schemes have been proposed, acd oze 8t

least put in operation, to issus a paper mediom of

exchange based on somathing else than the precious
metals. A /and bank was ene, 2 tobacco bank
another: the Iatter was in Virgisia, acd served
tolerably well. Bu: sgreements to furnish a par-
ticalar commodity, whether land, tobacco, or gold,
are liable to the obj=ction thar their values flucts-
ate ; any one of them may be worth twice the labor
at one time that it is werth at another.

Another kind of paper has been used to a limit-
ed exient, pamely, the promises of deslers to pay
in goods, out of their stores. These are liable to
three objections : thedealers may cheat; they may
act have the goods that ere wanted; and they are
not generally exchangeable, even when not distrust-
ed. Butif, in a larze city, an immense bazasr
were established, which should elweys adbere to
one price—the market price—its paper would cir-
culate in the neizhborkood; and it might make
many of its purchases with that paper. Io times
like the present, there are thousands out ef em-
vloyment who would gladly exchange with each
other ; the carpenter with the shoemalker, and so
on; but it would be eimost impossible to find out
sich persons as could combinein building s house,
to be paid for in shoes. Butif a man had shoes
enough to pay for a house, in atime woen he could
notsell them for cash, or promises to pay cash, such
an establishment migkt give him itz paper, promis-
ing to pay in any goods it kept, or even in certain
kinds of goods—say the produce of the country,
the producis of mechanies er whatever it chiose to
call first, second, or third class goods. If its stock
of shoes were already large, it would not pay for
more, unless from other stocks whick were large,
or from stocks which it could recruit by paying its
paper. Promises to pey in flour, beef, potatoes,
chuirs and shoss—or in domestic articies—though
tea and silks could not be got for them, would
readily be taken by laborers out of employ. The
lumber merchant would take some; perhaps the
establishment would deal inlumber ; the butchers,
bakers, and people about town would teke enough
to miake their own purchases; and if some cash
would still ba wanted, less wonld be required than
when enly a perticular medial commodity is used,
as the baxis of papoer promises.

The stocks of shoes, or other articles, when too
much accumulated, could be transferred to the ex-
porting merchart ; sent to Cuba or elsewhere§ ex-
changed for foreign products; and thus assistin
keeping up the stocks of such ariicles as smaii es-
tablishments must pay for money. Such an estab-
lishment would be a barfer establishment, but it
would be barter methodiz-d. In fuct, all trade is
barter, but money is the article for which eachman
barters what ke has got, and which bethen barters
for what Le wants; but if any such paper were
afloal, frem any establishment not suspscied of
roguery, it would, for local and immediate usa, an-
swer all the purpeses of money. If when money
is pleaty, not much of it would be used; whes
money is so scarce that no prudent desler dares
increase his stock without seme nssurunce that he
can pay for the increase eut of that stock, trades-
men, farmers, and leborers could chiain some arii-
cles; which would be bettter than idieness.

MuTiny o8 4 Britisn Vessev.—The follow-
ing is from a Hobart Town (Notfolk Island)

Journal :—

A plan was laid by the boat's crew employed in
unloading the Governor Philip to take the schooner
Coquette, but this was defeated, and the parties
were imprisoned on board.

Oa the morning of the 21st June, at 7 o’clock,
the boat's crew were let sut of the prison for the
purpase of stowing the cargo of the launch, which
was hanging to the stern of the brig. On reaching
the deck, and seeing only two soldiers and the ser-
geant there, the crew ok advaniage of the sb-
sence of the other ten, of which the guard consists,
wnd rushed on the other two sentries and threw
them overbourd; the sergeant immediately shot
one of them, named Kelly, when he was knocked
down by the others aud severely wounded with a
belaying-pin. Oue of the seldiers was drowsed,
and the other saved by a prisoner nsmed Wolle.
[he seamen were then ordered into the lnunch, ex-
cept two, who were told to remain on deck, end one
of them wes placed et the whee!, with a prisoner of
the name of Moss to nssume the command. The
captain, with his officers, heppened to b= below,
and before they could proceed on deck the compan-
ion hatch was put on, the fore and main hatcaes
were also battered down on the rest of the guard
and crew, end the mutineers were thus ia complete
possession of the vessel, but without sny arms, ex-
cept the pistols and cutlesses teken from the two
sentries.

Shortly after they had taken the vessel one, of
the party proposed to Capt. Boyle to furnish them
with provisions, water, arms, &c. on obtaining
which they weuld give up the yessel to him and pro-
ceed to sea in the *island ”* launch ; but he refused
to comply with their propesals, as be knew that the
vessel mast ultimately failints his hands'sgain, the
prisoners beifig without provisions and water, 10
obtain which they they must necessarily expose
themselves to the fire of the crew and military, who
were well armed, and only waiting for en oppor-
tunity to get on deck. Captain Buyle then broke
the cabin skylight, and wutcbed for anopportunity
of shooting the man who was at the wheel; andby
a weli-directed shot he at length succeaded, and
killed him on the spot. On the full of the two mas-
ter spirits, the othirs wold the seamen who were on
deck that the ship was their's again.  The batch
was taken off, and the ship's crew and the military
rushed en deck; the latter fired on the surviving
mutineers, killed three, and wounded two mortal-
ly. The sergeant of the guard shot the corporal
in the scufile, mistaking him for one of the pris-
oners.

The geard and crew consisted of twenty-eight
men, exclusive of officers; and it certainly says
little for their vigilance or prowess that such an
attempt could Bave been made with any chance of
success by a handful of unarmed mes. :

The toial number of killed and wounded are;
Military, one drowned and two wounded ; seemen,
one wounded ; prisoners, five killed, and two se-
verely wounded.

The seven remaining mutineers were fully com-
mitted to take their trial for murder and piracy.

The Wild Woman.

It will perhaps be recollected that about a year
and a helf ‘ago, the St. Louis papers gave an 3c-
count of 2 woman who had been discoversd in the
weods near that city, almost naked and apparently
quite wild. It eppears that she had lived in this
manner ¥ntil lately, when the severiiy of the win-
ter drove her to a human habitation, and there, be-
ing much exhausted for want of food end badly

rost-bitten, she expired.

Previous to her death she became quite rational,
and gave the following account of bersslf, which
we condense from the St. Louis Organ:

She was born in New-Jarsey, whence with her
parents she had removed to Cincinnati, where they
lived un:il she grew up to womanhood. A young
man whom her fatker did not like paid his addres-
ses 1o her and they eloped for St. Louis. At Lou-
isville he persuaded her to take loigmgs with him
as his wife, promising to go with her to a clergy-
man ard get married in the morning. He left ber
in the marning to go for a minister and never re-
turned.  All day she remained almost distracted
with fear for the safety of her lover, whom she
could not think had abandoned ber, but finally she
learned the: he had taken a boat going down the
rivecin the morning. The shock to ber feelings
was so great that she fainted and fell inthe street.
She was taken up by some kindly disposed person
who, 23 soon 8s she recovered, paid her passuge
back to Cincinpati.

Her heart ulmost failed ber as she approached
her home. She could sea her father’s residence
as the boat passed along up the river, and it was
her intention to go directly home, and throw her-
self upon the mercy of her father and mother, snd
tell them how she had been deceived. Oa ep-
proaching the deor of the dwelling, there appeared
to be an unusual bustle in the house, and on en-
tering she saw her father lying dead upou the floor.
The old man bad heard which way she had gone,
and tuok pussage on the unforiunate stcamboat
Moselle, which blew up at Cincianati, and being
ame of the unfortunate sufferers, the body had just
been recovered and bronght home. As soon as
the mother saw her, ** There,” said she, *‘ there
is your murdered father "’ She ran from the
house. but not befure her mother’s curse was upon
her. She says it rang in her ears fur many a long
duy and night as she wandered through the woods.

It was then summer, and at timea severe hunger
rrould induce her to go near the habitations of the
vcople as she wandered along through the coun-
try; end at one time she slipped in and took the
hoecake from the fire, while the farmer’s wife was
gene to the spring ; at other times she caught the
fowls from the fence, and devoured them raw.
Haw she lived so long, she is unable to tell§ but
berries, ruts, fruit, and such game as she was en-
abled to catch, have been her fuud; and for two
winters she lived in an old deserted cabin on the
banks of the Missouri. She filled it nearly full of
dried leaves in the fall, and would creep into them
in cold weather. Somebody burnt down the cabin
last fall, with some little stores of nuts and dried

fruit she bad Jaid up for winter; since which time
she has been sleepiog in a large hollow tree.

She says—‘‘ My clothing being almost entirely
gone, the cold was very severe, and 1 thought |
would come to a house and get them to bury me.
Howr I have suffered no human tongue can tell,
but I kad made up my mind to die in the wild
woods, and never sgain to suffer a human being te
speak to me; but my resolution failed, and I am
indebted to the kindness of this peor family for
what little comfort they could afford me on my
death-bed.” [ Pittsburgh Chronicle.

S1. Pavr's Crock, Loxpox.—A writer in the
Hertford Courant thus describes the clock works
in the tower of this cathedral:—

The pendulum is fourteen feet long, and the
weizht at the end is one cwt; the dials on the
outside are regulated by a smaller one within;
the length of the mirute hands en the exterior
dials is eight feet, and the weight of each seventy-
five pounds ; the length of the hour hands is five
fuet five inches, and the weight forty-four pounds
each; the diameter of the dials is eighteen feet
ten inches, end the length of th= hour fzures two
feet two and a half inches. The fine-toned bell,
which strikes the hours, is clearly distinguisbable
from every other bell in the metropolis, and has
been distinctly heard at the distance of twenty
miles. It is about ten freet in diameter, and is
said 1o weigh four and a hulf tens. This bell is
tolled on the death of any member of the royal
family, of the lord mayor, bishop of London, or
dean of the cathedral.

The whole expense of building the cathedral
was sbout a million and a haif pounds sterling—
in the United States currency about six and two-
thirds millions of dollars. 3

Early Heligions Ilistory.

We have received from Mr. Thomas Robbins,
of Rochester, Mass., u letter of coasiderable in-
terest, concerning the origin of Sabbath Schools
in this eountry and the general attention given to
religion by cur Fathers. Its principal purpese is
to controvert the siatement of G. P. Diszosway,
Esqg., of this city, that the first Sabbath School in
this country was organized by Bishop Asbury.
1783, in Hanover, Va. Mr. Robbins finds notices
of similar Schools, held as early as 1669, ia Ply-
mouzh and st vurious subsequenitimes. Wehave
not room fur the exiracts which he gives to sap-
port his positicn ; but can only present the follow-
ing passage concerning the early Ecelesiastical
histery of our country:—

The Ecclesiastical history of our country is very
imperfectly known. The statements of books,
meade in a hurry, are to be received with caution.
The records of Churches and Ecclvsiastical Badies
have been indiferently kept; many of them ar
lost; und there were no religious periodicals to
preserve importantfacts. A weekly paper of eight
octavo pages, called * The Christian Histery,” was
published in Boston in 1743 and 44, by Mr. Tho-
mas Prince, and is & work of great value. I have
not found that any other religious periodical was
published in this country previous to * The Theo-
{ogical Magazice. in New-York, by Cornelius Da-
vis, which commesced in July, 1793.  Others fol
lowed a few years afier.

But we know enough, and with sufficient labor
ample documents could be obtained, to satisfy us
that our fithers and predecessors were not inatfen-
tive to the great objects that are now so highly
and justly esicemed. They encouraged and enjoyed
religious Revivals; they promoted l'agan ard Do-
mestic Missions, the circulation of the Scriptures,
Sabbath Schools, dnd the education of pious young
men for the Gospel Ministry.  In the Proclamation
for the aunual Fast in 1717, the Governor of Con-
necticut ealled on the people to ** pray to Gud to
favor all endeavors for the conversioa of the hea-
then.” The Goveraor of Massachusetts, in his
speech to the General Court in 1732, recommend-
ed to them to make provision fer the support of
- Missionaries among the Eustern Indians of that
Province. The Monthily Concert of Prayer, so far
ns I am informed, was first proposed by President
Fdwards, in his * Humble Attempt,” published in
1746. A Bible was printed in Philadelphia, * with-
out note or comment,” in 1781, putronized und re-
commended by the Continental Congress—our
only national act in bekalf of the Bible. The
gratuitous distribution of religious tructs, and the
temperance reformation on the principle of Total
Abstinence—two measures worthy of ull commend-
ation—are essentially the privilege and the honer

of our own times.
