Article 1st of the above title authorizes the appointment

of a Commissioner ter a term of three years, at an annual

salary ot $2,00», and said officer to be appointed by the

Common Coi'cll. The said Commisskcer is veiled with

power, la conjunction with the Committees on Charity and

Aims-House, to appoint and fix the salaries or such officers

and agents as may be employed in the Department, except

those hereinafter mentioned. The remainder of this article

clothes the Commissioner with similar powers as those

vested In the present Board of Commissioners. It was,aii*r
slight amendments, adopted by sections.

Article 2d provides for a Superintendent of the Oat Door
Poor by the Common Council, at aa annual salary of$1300
and no emoluments whatever.

the Nursery, at an annual salary of $2i!0 and ter board,
anil to rtceive no perquisites: adopted.
Superintendent or the Work-House.Article 9tb

provides for the? appointment of the above officer and the
duties and regulations of his department- He is to be ap¬
pointed the pleasure of the Common Council, to receive an
annual salary of $7.50 and suitable furnished apartments aad
livmg for himself and family. Every pauper whose age
will permit is to be employed in the Work-House at such
labor as the Superintendent may think him capable. If such
pauper refuse or neglect to perform the work allotted him,
he shall be punished by confinement in the cells, to be f«d
on bread and water for such lime as deemed necessary. On
said pauper's refusal for the third time to work, he shall be
expelled, and on no consideration to be re-admitted. The
hours of labor to be regulated by the Commissioner, and
the grounds attached to rue Aims-House to be nsed for agri¬cultural and horticultural purpus's, and all profits arising
from the improvements to be paid into the hands of the
Commissioner. The Superintendent to report, onceln each
week if required, to the Commissioner the numbers of per¬
sons received, iransferred, sick, died, and rema ining in the
Work House; also, the quantity and kind of labor perform¬
ed : adopted. (.The section authorizing extra compensa¬tion to paupers (or extra labor peforraed by them, was
stricken out.)
Articles 10 to 16 were iuid on the table for the present, as

were also substitutes offered instead. The articles include
ihe regulations of the Aims-House and Hospital, appointingsix physicians and six surgeons, of resident physicians, of

of three years, and to receive an annual saiary of $1,500,
who is to appaint a suitable number ol out door keepers, at
a reasonable salary : adopted.

Article 2d relates to the appointment of Chief Clerk to
the Department, at a yearly salary of $600. It also speci
tits his duties: adopted.
Article 3d relates to the appointmeut of Keepers of the

Penitentiary. The head Keeper to receive a salary of $750,
the Deputy, 8 Assistant Keepers and 5 Guards $400 each.
Two femaiesto superintend the serving torectlve $500 per
annum. It regulates the duties of each peison enumerated.
Article4di, in relation to the appointment of a physician

to the Penitentiary Hospital, was passed over.
ArticleSth, relating to the appointment of a Steward of

the Penitentiary, wns adopted. His salary is to be $500
per annum, his board, and no perquisites.
Article 6th, appointing a Matron to the establishment, at

a salary oT $20o, was adopted.
Article 7iu contains the general provisions of the Prison

Department- It contains a novel mode of punishment to
unruly prisoners, namely, a shower ball), the force and
length of which is tobe in accordance with the offence..
This article contains 14 sections.and gives In detail the fea¬
tures and penalties of the law: adopted.
The Ordinance was lb?n adopted, with the exception

of the Medical Department.
