[Mr. <«')v.'h Lecture.

To the Editor of the Tribune:

You havo gives, Sir, very friendly notices ©f my
Lectures recently delivered here, and from this I
an encouraged to ask a briefspace in your columns

to correct what 1 feel to be a misapprehension in

the remarks which you havo had the kindness to

make or insert, on my view of Byron.
Xo the intellectual estimate of my lecture, I have

not the folly or the vanity to object. It would be

a fastidious egotism, indeed, that could find fuult
with censure which is so tempered by praise. I

refer mainly to the moral criticism. In this I think
the report does injustice to my meaning, or my own

mode of expression does it injustice. If the want

of perspicuity justifies the inference drawn in that

report, it will impress upon me that defect in plain¬
ness of speech is Rn evil,which is yet more grave
than logical error or grammatical inaccuracy.

Certainly, ncthing was further from my thoughts
than apology for Etch's moral delinquencies.
Such an apology, or*;- or insinuated, I shouldjcon-
sider equally offensive to taste and contrary to

f*ct=. I consider that Byrsn was false to the high
trust committed! by Heaven to his charge; that he
was unjust to most exalted capacities. I do not

hold that genius alters in the least, the aw of duty ;
hut I do hold that it greatly, even awfully, increases
the responsibility of its possessor. The law of
light is one. eternal, universal and unchangeable. 1
did not attribute Byton's turpitude tneiroumstances,
but to his own guilty passions. The doctrine which
makes sin a matter of circumstance is, in my ap¬
prehension, odious and pernicious.a doctrine of
which even the 3inner, if any moral exaltation re¬

main, will not avail himself. Low the man mu3t be
.lost to every noble aspiration.who would resign
the heavenly consciousness of freedom for the irre¬
sponsibility of a brutal or mechanical necessity.

I did not treat Byion'n scorn with indulgence,
but with indignation; and as little did I justify
his.disgust of life. Disgust of life, as it Was in
Byron, is always the result of an abused nature, of
perverted principles and disordered passions.
Even in a life that outwardly seems wretched,
men can be content and happy, if thoy have w ide
interests and extlted aims. The poor shoemaker
in England, who tried to teach some ragged
urchins to spell had light on earth and hope in
heaven, while many a sage and poet lived in
misery and died in despair.
The only point which might deserve the name

of a principle, that I tried lo enforce in this lec¬
ture, was, that iti Byron there was a conflict be¬
tween the ideal and the actual; that Byron en¬

deavored to satisfy glorious faculties in lew de¬
sires ; that in consequence, he brought misery and
gloom to his spirit, and that his genius hurried, in
a rapid and downwutd course, from despondency
to defiance, and from defiance to deiision. 1 can¬

not help regarding this principle as a fundamental
one in the philosophy of crime, and one from which
arises a large portion of its misery. Why is it that
the hog lies down with pleasure in the mire ? Sim¬
ply nccnuse the nitre ts tuiig-iuuua with Ita nnture;
because there is no ideal in that nature that trans¬

cends the mire. But until the human being is re¬

duced to the degradation of the hog, he cannot

take hie position pleasurably in filth. Is it not the
very grandeur of human nature which gives te sin
the deepest sting of sorrow '/ I care not whether
it be said that this grandeur was original, and that
we have fallen from it, or that it .is inherent, and
that we are false to it. Whence else is remorse,

self-accusation, the loss of peace, and all the other
ner.dhies that lash the guilty heart with whips of

scorpions ? Is not this thr? doctr ine of experience ?
Does not every man feel it in the consciousness of
w reng 1 Is it nor the doctrine of philosophy ? Is
it not apparent i<i ike ancient mythological dreams
about a golden age ? is it not felt in the poetic mu-

p'ngs el Plato tsn a pre-existent condition of the
* 'ul I Morp clearly, it is the doctrine of Scripture.
The wictchednes* of Solomon was ihe deeper
from his wisdom. The repinir.gs of tho prodigal
were tho more despondent from the knowledge of
his high origin, and from the recollections of his
father's home; hunger was fiercer in its pangs,
from the memory that even his father's hired serv-

anti had bread enough and to spare. And theol¬
ogy too, under a variety of opinions, is ttue to this
doctriue. Its spirit may bo traced in the greatest
writers of every sect: in the sweet eloquence of
Fekelon, in the profound thoughts of Pascal, in
the rigid* metaphysics ef Jonathan Epwakds,
and in the gorgeous melancholy of Jkremy tay¬
lor.

! is tho spiritual element in our nature, call it
what we may, or speculate on it as we will, which
uhen separated from faith, hope, and duly, pushes
passion to excess, which crowns the brow of the
transgressor with agonies, and plants his way with
thorns. It was lhat element in Byron, mighty
in til? strength of unsanctitied genius, which con¬

vulsed his bosom, arid that wrecked his peace. If
the vulgar proitigate does not grown as deeply r.s

Bvron. or shriek as wildly, it is because ho has not

as vivid perceptions.a? thumbing a sensibility, as

profound an intuition of the beautiful.because, in

fact, he is nearer to the mere animal, and farther
from the angel.even though that angel be a fallen
one.

1 have trespassed, sir, more than I intended. I
beg in conclusion to repeat, that lespecting the
merely critical opinion of the notice that occasions
these remarks. I have nothing to complain; and
for a veiy hospitable, generous, kindly spirit in
American Editors generally towards me.yourself.
Sir. among them.I have much to be grateful.

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Politics in Pi tr*bnr£-Trade-Revival ©f
BooiOCM.Oregon Fever.

Among other political on dits at present afloat
is this, that Hon. Harmar Dknny will be a promi¬
nent candidate for the Whig nomination for Gov¬
ernor of Pennsylvania If high character and
sound H hig principles are any recommendation,
he has them ; and being the fast friend of a Tariff
for Protection, as well as for Revenue, he would,
without doubt, be highly popular in this section;.
but whether he would concentrate the strength of
the Whig party of the State is beyond my ken.
An Anti-Masonic Convention has been called to

reorganize that parly. It is certain that in this
region that* party has considerable influence, and
its reorganization will have an influence on the
Whigs for weal or wo, as it may be U3ed. The
Anti-Slavery sentiments held by many ofthat party
will doubtless enter into its creed.
Trade is very dull, even for the season. It is

conceded by the eldest merchants in the city that
money never was so scarce in the hand? of the
people. Yet fends were never more abundant for
first-rate men. Paper with second or third rate

endorsers is very hard to get discounted. The
President of one of our Banks estimates the
amount of capital now lying idle in the moneyed
institutions of the city a"t $900.001); bur. for want
of confidence, it cannot be employed. This sum
is sufficient, if thrown into circulation, to revive
the manufactures of the Iron City to their former
prosperity. Manufacturers and dealers in the city
cannot credit, the country.the cruntry cannot rai»e
cash to purchase supplies eve.n for economical con¬

scription, and thus ruinou« distrust pervades everv

departmant. For want of demand, manufacturer':'
languish; or, 1

' pushed with energy, have to be
forced on the naiket nt inevitable depreciation..
Th us iron and na'Is, hcietofore considered cash
articles, pa«8 freely as trade; the supply, greatlv
diminished ns it is. overt tinning the. demand ; and
though nominally held at former rates, for cash arc

at considerable ditcount. It cannot be said that
the consumption of >>ir manufacturers need be
less than when speculation was at its hight. The
same number of artisans and laborers are in the
country.the same capacity for production.the
same energies to be employed, and th»«»oMie bound¬
less arena for the display of those energies. These
considerations mako the pmnlysisof every species
of labor, consequent upon enormsus importations,
the suicidal doctrines of Free Trade, and the spe¬
cious one of an exclusive Specie Cunency, stand
out in bold relief, especially in their influence upon
manufacturing interests. A revival of business is
by some confidently looked for; but it is evident
these expectations can be realized only to a certain
extent. The distrust among men interposes an

effectual barrier to any exttaordinary operations in
ttado. It is (rue the country.almost the whole
We*t.is bare of goods, and it is '.his dearth of
supplies which creates a market. The pcoplo, for
two years, have been wearing their old clothes;
but the old clothes cannot last for ever, and so of a

thousand other things. New must be had. How-
can tin's bo effected ? The country has not the
cash to buy, and the city will not credit: what is to

be dono ? Thanks to a good Providence, the hard
times have not fallen on the soil. Though the
oountry merchant cannot raise cash, he can ge-t

produeo, and this can be forwarded to market
without any advance charges; that will he done
by the carrier and consignee. When sold oven at

tha present reduced rates, enough will b* realized,
with euch cash as iie can take, to'lay in a stock of
goods and pay charges home. Thus the thing is
done, and in this way alone, I imagine, so long as

the present want of confidence remains, can a re-

vival of business take place. Tlioin who have
the br»st knowledge of the amount of cash and pro¬
duce in the country, and the demand for it in the
spring at home or abroad, can, on tho whole,
form tho nearest estimate as4to what extent busi¬
ness will revive.
The Oregon fever rages here. Since the visit

of an agent from Missouri, on his way to Wash¬
ington City, sundry meetings have been held and
projects formed for emigration to that newly found
El Dorndo; but whether any of our citizens will
bft so foolish as to leave a comfortable home for a

wilderness, remains to be seen. The ' Wirr. In¬
stitute' is endeavoring to secure Prof. Si Himan
during part of April and May to deliver h course

uf lectures on Geology. Among other novelties
of the day is a new phase in the Social Commu¬
nity system, of which I will give an outline in my
next. A call appears in oae of the morning pa¬
pers in behalf of the lone star Republic, but it is
too late in the day. Texas may b^ annihilated
for all the aid Western Pennsylvania will afford.
The Washingtonians arc making preparations for
the celebration of the 22d, and the dedication of a

The Belgian fttatiaties on Capital Pan-

infamem.
It is difficult to account tor the hardihood of the

oppo.ers of Capital Punishment in referring to Bel¬
gium. I have before me a Report on the adminis¬
tration of criminal justice in Belgium, daring the
years 1831, "32, '33 and '34. presented by the Min¬
ister of J ustice, M. Ernst, to the King. This is the
period of time referred to by the opposers of Capita]
Punishment wit's such daring confidence, as if not

an individual had it in his power to show the real
stato of the case. The whole of these statistics
bear in favor of Capital Punishment, and decide
with great strength, so far as such a modicum of
evidence csn decide anything, against the abroga¬
tion or commutation of the penalty of death for
murder.
The lirst classification among these statistics,

which bears directly on our argument distinguishes
crimes into two classes, those again~r. persons and
those against property. Under the head of the
crimes again-t persons are included murders. Now
from 1831, the time when the experiment of Leop¬
old's lenity commenced, to 1335 the accusations
for crimes against persons were increasing.
In 1 o'{ 1 thev were.123

1832 " " .130
1833 " u .122
1834 " " .,.139

The lest ...ear of this experiment being the mcst

fruitful in crime. Arfcong the rrjmes attempted or

consummated, of which the author* tfete r:ct dis¬
covered, there were from 1331 to 18?4 six poison¬
ings, sixty infanticide*, one hundred and nineteen

assassinations; in all one hundred ar.d eighty-five
murders in four years! The Minister of Just¬
ice remarks that " In view of such grave statistics
as these, it is manifest that the administration of
criminal justice does not po-se^s the efficiency ne-

cessary for the restraint of crime."
Computing the number of crimes of every Kino"

unpunished for fault of brir.ginr tU cm^naera to

[justice, there weie 5- tatSs the numbet of 774 ; in

[83 i thcrs were 82'', showing in this way * qreat
increase of crimes. The number of murders in
the period, fiom 1826 to 1830, when capital pun¬
ishment rras executed, being compared with the
number in the period from 1831 to 1834, irken >(

loan not executed, but transmuted, gives an in-
Crease in the. last period in thu number of murders
in proportion to the whole number of crimes ; 3»»

being, in this proportion, the annual nvpruge of
murders from 1826 to 1830, and 42 from 1831 to

1834. The Minister of Justice remarks that from
this table it is manifest that from 1331 to 1834
the number of assassinations and murders has in¬
creased in comparison with the five preceding
)ears.

Again, in the year 1820, when Capital Punish¬
ment, was inflicted, only 11 persons were condemned
to death; in 1830, when Capital Punishment was

inflicted, only 4; but in 1831, when it w*s com¬

muted, the number rose toll, and in 1834 to 28..
Here again was an increase of murrjers under the
experiment of lenity. Once more,: in 1331, the
number of assaults and batteries was 4,444 ; in
1834 it was 6,051 : 6howiog an inrrease of 1,600
under the experiment of lenity. In IS31 there
were before the Tribunal of Police 21,711 crimi¬
nals; in 1834 there were 24,750: showing an in-
ciease of more than 3,000. During these four
yours there was a constnnt increase of crime. In

1831, the Tribunals of Simple Police rendered
7,807 judgements ; in 1834, they rendered 11,702,
an increase of 3,865.
Now these Belgian statistics are thus proved to

be triumphantly in favor of Capital Punishment.
They show thai the consequence of Leopold's, ex¬

periment of not executing the penalty of death for
murder was a morbid increase of crime, especially
of the crime of murder.

This, we think, was inevitable; for the conse¬

quence of an assurance that the law, though re¬

maining, will not be executed against murderers,
must be a lowering of the moral sense, and art in¬
crease of crime. The opinion of the Minister of
Justico is strongly marked; had he been going to

remonstrate against the King's experiment, he
could hardly have said more ; he has told King
Leopold plainly that thus far during the experi¬
ment crime of the worst kind is on the increase;
that it has increased above,and compared, with the
period preceding this experiment; and irrat his
Majesty's criminal records prove that his Criminal
Jurisprudence needs more energy. The Statistical
argument from Belgium turns powerfully in favor
of Capital Punishment.

the box in his bedroom; and there the mighty ta¬

lisman.the rare Arabian Nights.with Cassim
Baba, divided by four, like the ghost of a dreadful
sum, hanging up, all gory, in the robber's cave.

Which matchless wonders, coming fast on Mr.
Pinch's mind, did so rub up and chafe that w<>"-

derful lamp within him, that when he turned his
face toward the busy street, a crowd «f phantoms
waited on his pleasure, and ho Hved again with

new delight the happy days before the Pecksniff
era.

He had less interest now in the chemists' shops,
with thefr great glowing bottles with smaller repo¬
sitories of brightneÄ in their way stoppers ; and
in their agreeabla compromises between medicine
and perfumery, in the shapo of toothsome lozenges
and virgin honey. Neither had he the least regard
(but he never had much) for the tailors, where the
