You may have observed that Gov. Morton, in hiz
Addresa to the Legislature, recoinmended, though
in rather feeble terms, the abolition of Capital Pun-
jshment, except in aggravated cases of murder. A
considerable number of petitions for its total aholi-
tion have been presented to tha Legislature, snd
referred to a Special Committee ; &nd several pop-
ular meetings heve been held for the discussion of
the subject, with a view to influence that body in
favor of the preposed melioration of our criminal
code.
