All these novelties he thinks may
tave centributed their fair proportion to the cause
¢f learning; still he says they have been useful
shout in proportion to their degrees of conformity
wihe old system. He thus proceeds to point out
the misckicf which he thinks has resulted from

“The mischief which they have done hes not
been directly or chiefly inflicted upon their own
pupils—it is more widely diffused and more gener-
| of inits character and influence. The principal
evil has been felt by institutions conducted on the
ordinary and better system, partly in the diversion
of patronage, but much more in the general dis-
Jirust prodaced in the public mind. The exclusive
dhims and impudent promises of the new dispens-
irs of lizht and knowledge, are usuelly accompan-
#d by the disparagement of old establishments,
ind s0 widely and successfully have such fallacies
!been inculcated, as to produce a general suspicion
mat the colleges and academies upon which the
south of our entire country are dependent for lib-
wel education, are no longer competent to the task
o imparting it—that they lag behind the times—
wre radically defective as well in the lessons which
they teach as in their modes and muxims of teach-
bg—that infact they are fairly superannuated and
we become chief obstacles to the dissemination of
tnowledge and the progress of learning. What is
it more deplorable, these really sound and valua-
de institntions bave been induced—perhiaps they
tave been compelled, by the urgency of competi-
ion and the earnest demuxnds of what sre called
pactical men, to shape their course to the perverse
ashions of the times, and admit innovations and
aeges seldom favorable to the interests of educa-
son. It is chicfly owing to the evil influences to
shich I have referred that our higher seminaries
wwve made so httle real progress within tha last
ivesnd twenty years. The means und energies
shich ought to have been devoted to the preduc-
ion of more thorough and exact scholarship, have
wen expended in the ttainment of lower, though
i may be under the circumstances of the times, in-
fepensible  ohjects:  Studies and professorships
wd showy accomplishments have been accumnlu-
ud without corres ponding progress in sound learn-
g, We have multiplication and expansion with
ut little increase—I would fain hope, without se-
fous loss, in depth and solidity.

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Comets—By Lartace,
Hon. Henry 3leigs, a few evenings since, made
some very interesting remarks et the exhibition of
the Planetariom by the American Institete at Nib-
lo’s Garden upoen the subject of * Comets.” In
the course of them he read the following passage,
which he wranslated from the * Mechanique Ce-
leste” of Laplace:
“ We are certain,’” says Leplace, ‘“from all the

comparisons of Maskelyne, which De Lambre
made in order to construct the tables of the Sun.
that the Comet of 1770 did not alter its sidereal
yenr two seconds and eight thirdsof time. Hence
we are certain that ita mass is not one jfive thou-
sandth part of that of our Earth.

It results from the calculation of the preceding
chapier, that this Comet fraversed the exlire sys-
tem of the Satellites of Jupiter, and yet it docs
nol appear to have caused the slightest altera-
tion among them! =

Comets do not sensibly disturb the motions of
the Plunets by their attractions.—But even if in
the immensity of ages past, some of them bhave
encountered those bodies, as is very probable, it
does not appear that the shock could have any
great anfluence.

If one of those Comets which may have encour-
tered the Moon or a Satellite of Ju{:iter, had been
of n mass equal to our Moon, there is no doubt it
would have rendered their orbits very eccentric.

Besides, Astronomy presents us two other very
remarkable phenomena which appear to date from
the very origin of the I"lanetary system, and which
an inconsiderable shock wonld have eansed to dis-
appear. 1 mean the equality of the rotations of
the Moon, and the librations of the three _ﬁr;t
Satellites of Jupiter. :

It is easily seen by the formula contained in the

fifth chapter, as well as in the preceding chapier,
that the shock of a Comet of one-thousasdit: of
the mass of the Moon, must have caused very sen-
sible alterations in the real librations of the Moon
and of the Satellites.
We may rest assured, es to the true influence of
Comets, Astronomers have no reason to fear any
injury from them to the exactness of their Astron-
omical tables.

Tue Comet or 1843.—Mr. Editor : This day,
I'eb. 28, a comet of great brilliuncy bas been seen,
visible through the day without the aid of & glass,
and its brilliancy almost equal to that of Venus.
Its situation is very near the eastern limb of the
sun; its tail appears about 3° in length. It muy
ka the comet announced some three months since
in Europe; it was then traversing the constella-
tion Draco ; be it thet or another it is of rare bril-
liancy. There are but three on record of sufficient
brilliancy to be seen in the day season. The first
was 43 years before Christ, and is called a ** hairy
stnrs” it was seen with the paked eye in the day
time. The second was in the year 1402, and 1t

was so brilliant that the light of the sun, at the

end of March, did not hinder people seeing it at)
mid-day ; both its nucleus and 115 tail were, to use

the language of the day, “two fathoms long."—

The third appeared ia Feb. 18, 1744, and nearly

equalled Verus in splendor, and many persons saw

it ut mid day without glasses. Lt may yet prove

toat the comet of to-day is the same as that of
1402. Theee observetions only are necessary to

culeulate its orbit, the elements of which, if previ-

ously registered, will eneble astronomers te decide

whether the comet under consideratien hes ap-

peared or not

tem, 24 have passed between Mercury and the

Sun, 47 within Venus, 58 between Venus and the

Earth, 73 between the Earth and Mars, and 302

between Mars and the orbit of Jupiter, rod ne

casunlty has occurred to primury or satelite. The

comet of 1770 passed through the system of Jupi-

ter without producing the slightest effect; still

many people are alarmed at the appearunce of
these erratic bodies, these rail cars of the stellar

regions, the myatery of whese office and destiny

mokes their astronomy of intense interest.

Witli reference to the danger of a comet's strik-
ing the earth, we here add thut the comet Encke,
whose period is only 1,207 days, nad nearest the
earth of all the cometd known, cannot come in
collision short of a period of 219,000,000 of years,
which calculation is based upon astronomical facts.
