Public Libraries).

Tbe following very appropriate rematks were

made by John B. Scoles, Esq. in a late address
upon tho subject of Public Libraries, delivered at

Niblo's Saloon.
" We want extensive Libraries for reference in

this Country, to which the student can resort, and
obtain full and perfect information on the subject
of his investigation; where the lawyer can find
every book that is regarded as authority in our

Courts; where the physician need not look in vain
for any work of Bcience which can throw light
upon the varied departments of his arduouä and
mo9t useful profession. And we should have con¬

nected with this American Institute a perfect Li¬
brary of Practical Science and Art. In that Li¬
brary we should be able to trace their past bistorv
from their early dawn to their present condition; and
more important still, there we should find displayed
the progress which the human mind is now mak¬
ing in every part of the civilised world. There
should we receive tho first intimations of every
new discovery and invention. These are to be
found in the various periodicals which tbe press is
sending forth.periodicals conducted by men of
the first abilities, and employing the most skilful,
intelligent, and practical pens. Private collections,
however extensive, will not supply the place of
large Public Libraries. Those collections should
mainly consist of comparatively few, well-chosen
books, of which the owner can make himself the
master. Bibliomania is but a species of intellect¬
ual dissipation. The complaint has been made
from Bacon down, that the increase of books and
tbe general reading which results therefrom, pro¬
duce a diminished originality and vigor of thought.
He who is always reading can have but little time
to think. A large private Library crowded with
every variety of literary and scientific production,
is, after all, only a splendid luxury. It is like gold
in a miser'a chest.gazed upon, admired, and
rleatly prized; but of no utility even to the owner

himself. But a large Public Library is like that
gold, circulating in ihe community, rewarding
and enriching multitudes.

" We are a singularly ingenious people. We im¬
prove upon every discovery and every invention..
Nothing has ever beendeveloped in mechaoicswbich
American ingenuity has not seized upon, expanded,
and improved. We ought to cherish this spirit of
onterprise. We must give American ingenuity some¬

thing to work upon. The means, the materials.the
facilities should be afforded to stimulate inventive
genius, and encourage intellectual effort and manly
emulation. The American Institute is doing this.
Within ten years, by individual exertion alone, ir
has collected a Library of about fire thousand
volumes. Already is it supplying with important
information numbers of periodicals and newspa¬
pers devoted to Practical Science and the Useful
Art». Thus does it send forth its thousand rills
to deepen and expand that broad stream of intel¬
ligence, which ia spreading through our country',

refreshing and vivifying every portion of it. Well

may it be said, that the extent and tbe value of the
influence of the American Institute are both incal¬
culable."

The Kkickerbqcker..It is pleasant to remark
the change which is observable in the foreign esti¬

mate of American literature, both as it regards
books and periodicals. " Who reads an American
book?'' is not now the question. It is not long
since the London Examiner spoke of the Knicker¬
bocker as an honor to our literature, and even as

presentiniT "an example of various attraction

worthy of imitation by its English contemporaries."
At.d a late London Literary Gazette, precedes
certain quotations ftom the Knickerbocker with the
remark that the work is " one of the best month¬
lies in America." But the K. describes the praise
which it elicits, whether at homo or abroad.

ICf* The Boston Courier pays this compliment
to Rev. Dr. Spring of this city:
We have no hesitation in pronouncing Dr. Spring,

in his combined qualities, the most accomplished
preacher this side of the Atlantic. Some have
tiiorc logic, others more pathos, and some are

more capable of making a deeper impression on a

si-igle occusion. But for filling the middle ground
of chaste eloquence; for the power of uniformly
enlightening the head while he touches the heart;
for allusions that are classical without being re¬

condite, ornaments that adorn without making
farcical, and epithets which fill but never overload

A Most Dreadful Avalanche in France.
.The Courier de V Isere gives the following addi¬
tional details of the overwhelming of the greater
part of the village of Valcenestre. The avalanche
arfcr reaching tho foot of tho mountain, was car¬

ried over a space of several hundred yards by its

own impetus, before it could reach the village and
covered it with snow and timber, and pieces ofj
rock; borne down with it in its course, to the depth
of from twenty or thirty feet, burying eighty-two
persons beneath its weight. Of these seventy-two
have boon dug out unhurt, but the ten others per¬
illed. To accomplish their release, apertures
were made over the chimneys of the houses, and
through them the living were drawn up ; but the
'lead were not reached until transversal cuttings
could be made. Several animals were also saved
«live. The avalanche made so little noise in fall¬
ing, that the inhabitants who did net suffer from
R, were not aware of the disaster till seven the
next m->rning, three hours after it happened ; and
fven those who were caught by it, believed it to

he only a heavy fall of snow that had crushed their
roof*, and stopping up their doors and windows,
waited patiently till day expecting their neighbors
to come to their release.

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Railroad Legislation..Are our citizens who
have signed the petition for breaki ng up the exist¬
ing Railroad arrangement* between Albany and
Buffalo, by which a passenger may pay his fare
through from one extremity to the ether, aware of
the effect the granting of their prayer will have on

the traveling community ? We cannot believe it.
Similar petitions have been presented from the
Western part of the State, and on Thursday last
Mr. Allen ofOtsego, as Chairman of the Commit¬
tee to whom the petitions were referred, made a

report favorable to the petitioners, accompanied by
a bill which compels each company to cushion the
seats and backs of each and every car, (thus cut¬

ting off the cheap or half-price cars,) and prohib¬
its each company from using the cars of another
company, and compels them to stop thirty min¬
utes at the termination of each road. As there
are eight different companies between the Hudson
River and Buffalo, this would consume four hours,
to say nothing of other stops fjr wood and water,
which must be added to those four hours, as none

of tho companies have a water station in their de¬
pots. It also compels all the companies to open
their depots to two agents or runners of each
steamboat, stage, packet boat, ljtie boat, railroad,
or other association for the conveyance of passen¬
gers, and each proprietor thereof; and inflicts a

penalty of two hundred and fifty dollars for each
violation. By this bill the depot at Albany and at
Buffalo would have to be opened to about four
hundred gentlemen runners, and a proportionate
number at each of the intermediate places.
The title of the bill as reported is " An Act in

relation to Railroad Companies, and to protect
Passengers and others from imposition and annoy¬
ance." We would suggest an amendment of the
title so that it should read, "An Act for the an¬

noyance of Passengers and the benefit of Pickpock¬
ets." Read all petitions before you sign them.

Militia Duty..A petition is now in circula¬
tion, asking the Legislature to dispense altogether
with the useless and absurd parades of the ' floed-
wood' Militia of our City and State, as not re¬

quired by any public emergency and answering no

good end, while they are a serious vexation to and
tax upon the People. Wo heartily hope these pe¬
titions will prevail. Let the Enrolment of the
Militia be preserved, if thought advisable, but the
' trainings ' are a farce, and behind the intelligence
of the age.
