Mg. J. D. STEvENSON, alias Jarvis.—Gov-
Bouck having seen fit to sppoint this gentleman
1o a responsible State office, in the face of the no-
torious fact that he is a published defaulter:to OuT
City Government, we had intended to let him pess
without farther remark. But 8 recent %31’9"‘“”3
Post containing a commugication justifying Gov.
Bouck’s appointment and wh;te\\.rusbmg the ‘fhlﬂ'
racter of Stevenson, 8 friend writes us an arucie
ir correction, which we cannot publish in full, but
from which we glean the following facts:

1. Stevenson’s apologist talks of his having
been remcved from the office of Collector of Ar-
rears of Texes by the Whig Common Council
This is untrue : be held the office five months, dur-
ing which the Loco-Foco Comptroller tried his
best to make him account regularly for the moneys
collected by him, but without effect, though he
often threatened to report him as a defaulter. At
last, the case became &0 bad that Stevenson was
eompelled by leeding men of his own perty,
rather thau be removed, to resign, which he did,
(before the Whigs ceme into power,) and Mr.
Wm. P. Morse, enother Loco-Foco, was appoint-
ed in his stead.

2. Stevenson now sets up a claim, in offzet of
the $6.000 for which e is a defaulter, for extra
compensation for his services in making out a list
of lands to be sold for taxes, advertising it, &c.
The answer to this preposterous claim i« that hi-
“predecessor, Clarkson Crolius, senior, was re-
moved just as he (S.) ¢laims to have been, aftes
he had made out just such lists and notices, yet he
was allowed nothing extra for his services, and
Stevenson enjoyed the benefita of them withou:
paying anything. The rule ia old and inflexible
that by express law a Collector of Arrears ci
Taxes (unlike 2 Collector of Assessments) re-
ceives six per cent of his collections as payment
in full for his services, and has nothing to do

with cellections made after his efficial term ex-
.pires. If Stevenson is to be paid as he claims.
Mr. Crolius should be paid likewise, and out of
Stevenson’s pocket, toe. But the fact that Steven:
son was not removed, but resigned, renders hi
claim absurd and prepesteraua.

3. Sievenson's apologist chooses to say that be
(S.) has suffered greatly from Whig perseculion
and that his wife was rendered insave thereby
The Jess kis indiscreet friends say on that head,
the better for their client. Ve will only say herc
that the insanisy of Mrs. S. is of much longe
standing than is here set up, and had a very diffe-
rent origin.

There is much more te be .aid in the premises,
but we forbear. We do think Gov. Bouck has
established a very bad precedent in sppointing
this Stevenson to office; if the People sustain anc
approve the act, it is their affair, not ours; but i
that case they should not grumble and must not be
astonished if they have to pay Taxes twice ever
rether often. i -
