(LT Rev. Geo. B. Cheevkr's Argument kor

Capital Punishment, in reply to J. L. O'Sulli-
van, Esq. in the discussions at the Tabernacle, on

the evenings of Jan. 27th and Feb. 3d and 17th,
has been published in a neat pamphlet of 103 pages
by Saxton & Miles, 205 Broadway. It is able, in¬
genious and plausible, never weakened by modesty
in considering the positions or by regard for the
feelings of his opponents; and thoxe who delight in
Judicial killing will find it very much to their ta?te.
There aro some odd statements in it.such a3 that
the opponents of" Capital Punishment insist on a

penalty for murder mere severe and barbarous
than Death; when our position is that punish¬
ments aro by no mcan3 effectual in proportion to
their seventy and barbarity, but rather to their fit¬
ness and certainty. Then again, Mr. Cheevcr
throughout represents the opponents of Capital
Punishment as impelled by a mawkish sympathy
for the criminal; which he had no right to do. It
is not mainly for the sake of the fifty pnor, guilty
wretches who aro executed annually thai, we ask
th* abolition of Hanging; but because, first, the in¬
nocent are sometimes hung by mistake; secondly,
the guilty often escape, through the natural 8nd
just repugnance of jurors (oven those who uphold
Hanging) to render a verdict which involves Hu¬
man Lifo unles» the evidence of guilt be most in¬
dubitable; thirdly, because the Community is bru¬
talized by public executions, (now happily goir.j
out of fashion,) and Justice dishonored by private
ones, which put the Law in an attitude of skulk-
ing and concealment rather befitting Guilt; fourth¬
ly, because the fact that the Community cherishes
and inflicts a penalty essentially and obviously vin¬
dictive and bloody in its character, tends to stim¬
ulate and sanction in individuals the spirit of
vengeance for injuries, real or imaginary, and thus
to multiply scenes of violence and bloodshed. \Y
might add largely to the reasons for abolishing
Capital Punishment which have not their sourc« in

i sympathy for the victim of that denunciation, but
it is needless. Regarding the subject from Mr.
Cheever's point of view, his argument generallv
has much force; but we cannot doubt that th*re is
a higher platform from which it is observed, and a

more Christian manner of regarding and treating
it. Yet ' let every one be persuaded to his own

mind.'

The Apollo Association.
We have received a copy of the Transactions of

the Apollo Association of this city, for the year
1842. The Committee of Management state that
tbe labors of the Association for the year have been
far more successful than they bad reason to expect.
The annual exhibitions of private pictures loaned
for the purpose, have been discontinued, as they
were thinly attended and unprofitable: .and the
rooms of the Association are now thrown open both
to members of the Association and to the public.
This loss formal displuy it is thought will be pro¬
ductive! uf moro good to th© Art* than ll\« otlior

plan. One thousand dollars has been appropriated
fur a line engraving of Vanderlyn's .'celebrated pic¬
ture of " Marius on the Ruins of Carthago," which

gained a gold medal at one of the exhibitions of

the Louvre when that gallery contained the
choicest works of nrt known in the world. Thir¬

ty-five pictures were purchased for distribution

during the year. The amount received for sub¬

scriptions during the year was $5,fi00, and the
total sum expended was $5,413. The Association

has petitioned the Legislature for leave to adopt
the name of " American Art-Union," instead of

that by which they are at present knevvn; and

has also employed a gentleman to visit the princi¬
pal cities of the Union to make the objects of the
Association more widely known and to solicit sub¬

scriptions in its behalf.

Einstitution for the JBlisd.
We havo received a copy of the Report made,

to the Legislature by the Managers of the New-

York Institution of the Blind for the year 18-12..

The buildings have been completed, all the branch¬

es of Education have been well attended to during
the year, health has been prevalent among the pu¬

pils, and ihe general condition of the institution is

highly prosperous. The Managers regret that the

people of distant portions of the State should be

so poorly informed concerning the branches taught
and the rxtent to which those who aro nlllicted
with blindness may avail themselves of the privi¬
leges of Education. They are readily taught to

wtite, to petform music, vocal and instrumental,
end to manufacture various articles of utility or

convenience. Specimens of ibeir composition tire

given in the Report, which are highly creditable
to them. The fxpensos during the year in the

various department* have amounted to $15,797.
$2,371 over the receipts for the same period, ex¬

clusive of the outlays upon the buildings, the whole
of which have been put into a proper state for oc¬

cupancy. The total amount paid ami expended
on th> buildings during the year is $16,322, and
thf»ie rem;lins unpaid $2,102. It is estimated by
the Committee that a further expense of $1,410 is

needed upon them. During the year thirty-six
pupils have left the institution, ami twenty-eight
have been received. The number tinder instruc¬

tion at the close of the year was one hundred and

fifty-four : of whom the State supports one hund¬
red and seventeen ; the city of Now-Yotk twelve;
the State of New Jersey five; the remainder are

supported by their friends or by the institution.
