None of our readers nee- be told that Mr. Ste¬

phens is the most celebrated traveler, and one of
the most popular writers, ef the present day..
His Travels in the East introduced him most fa¬
vorably to the public, and every subsequent work
ha; increased the circle of his readers and his
fame. His researches into the antiquities of the
American Continent comprise the result of his la¬
test and most successful labors; and the two mag¬
nificent \vork3 upon this subject which hehes given
to the world, not only form an enduring monument
of his own enterprise and ability, but contribute a
vast amount of original information, which will
one day bo wrought into theory, upon one of the
most interesting subjects of antiquarian zeal. The
two tine volumes just published are in fact onlv
the completion of the work commenced by the
others. His labors there were interrupted mid-
v/cy, es will be remembered by his readers, by the
sudden and seriouä illness of Mr. Catherwood
whose labors in these Explorations merit no less
praise, as they are of no less value, than those of
Hr. Stephen? himself. What had thon been ac¬

complished was contained in the former volume. ;
and as soon as possible the examination was re¬

sumed and prosecuiud with unabated energy and
?et»l to its completion. The results are embodied
In tne splendid volumes before u*.

In the glory of the Moxican and Peruvian Con¬
quests, the peninsula of Yucatan seems to have
been almost entirely unnoticed ; so that its history
is only Imperfectly Known from the ill-digested re¬

cord of Cogolludo, a Native historian, of whose
work Mr. Stephens gives a brief account. The
peninsula was fust discovered in 150C ; j-hough
ko attempt vv_8 made to prosecute the discov¬
ery until 1517, when Francisco Fernandez de Cor¬
dova a rich hidalgo of Cuba with three vessels
and a hundred and ten men sailed along the
T'C3îern coast prtd made several attempts to land,
whit-1 were however Unvaried qy ti;e en,.dty of
the native Indians, with whom they had several
severe and desperate contests. In these but¬
tles a great number of the adventurers were killed
and disabled, and the rest suffered the extremes of
hanger and thirst, being- unable to procure water

en the shore, irom the hostile natives!. This expe¬
dition was thus entirely broken up ; but in the
bathe year a large force, consisting of four vessels
wj-î-t two hundred and forty men, under Juan de
Grijalva, sailed from Matanzas to Yucatan. They
had several battles with the Indians, and proved
successful in thern all. They accordingly returned
and fitted ud a still stronger force, which under tbe
Celebra ted fernando Corte*., effected the conquest
oí \\e_ico,'which from its superior wealth drew
aivay the attention of the invaders from the less

jf-j-çct-ivs region of Vuoe,tan« Of this ' island' as

it was then called, Don Francisco Montejo, one of
the bravest Captains of Curtez, obtained a grant
from the King «if Spain, making him and his
heirs rulers of the province forever, and giving
hin. power io reduce all rebellious Indians to a

ffate of slavery. In 1527 ho sailed from Seville,
with four véasela and four hundred men. and com-

¿eoced the attempt to subdue the provine?. He

c_raent_d himself with sailing along the coast,

and mrt litile oppositionuutiI he reached the town

named AKé, when a great multitude of Indians,
who had lain in ambush, armed with arrows, llint-

pointed lances and two-handed swords, rushed

upon trien.. A. bloody battle ensued, in which at

night tha Indians, after*a loss of twelve hundred
men, remained masters of the field : but they were
driven from the ground the noxt day by the Span-
if-di. who thus at great expense of life and

-uengiu ¿ained a doubtful victory. In 1528 the
adelantado resolved to push his conquest ; and at

Chichen Itzu divided his force. Both detach¬
ments suffered terrible defeats, and were drivan

Lack with the loss ofmarly their entire force. Sev¬
eral other attempts of a similar character were

in-de to subdue the. peninsula, but el! had a simi¬
lar result, jhe Indians were too numerous, too

warlike, and to-hostile for all their efforts.
The project of their subjugation by force of arms

was therefore abandoned* and the-Viceroy of Mex-

£odetermined to effect it by the conversion of the

Lilians to Christianity. The Franciscan Friar,
Jacob" do Festere, with four companies of the
»ame order and somo friendly Mexicans who had

teen cunve,.od to Christianity, ignorant of -»,e

language, and relying solely for a favorable recep
tion upon the peaceful nature of their enterprise,
entered the province, and very soon had the satis¬
faction of receiving from the hands of the natives
tneir iaols to be burned, and their children to be

taught. The Indians built them houses and gave
them lands and twelve or fifteen lords with great
territories and many vassals, with the consent of
their people voluntarily acknowledged the domin¬
ion of the King of Castile. They were interrupt¬
ed in their peaceful and promising labor* by the
urrivai of a band of soldiers from New Spain,
"avko, by their cruelties, excited the natives afresh
against tho Spaniards, and forced the priests to

leave the Indians in the darkness and ignorance in
which they found them. Tho adelantado again
resolved upon the conquest of Yucatan by force of
vim; and in 1537 the Spaniards again planted
the royal standard there. The Indians combined
again«: them and they were again driven back..
The fame of the wealth of Peru likewise disin¬
clined them to pursue their hard and hazardous

struggle for the poor province of Yucatan, and
tfoy remained at Champoton for three years, un¬

certain what to do, and finally determining, against
the persuasions and entreaties of their Captain, to

leave the Country. Their spirits, however, were

»otnewhat revived and their purpose changed by
«he arrival in 1539 of men, provisions and money
from the adelantado, who committed the province
»o the care of his son, Don Francisco, charging
Dim to use his best endeavors that the people un¬

der his charge should * live and be as true Chris-
bans, separating themselves from vices and pub¬
lic «ins, not permitting them to speak ill of God
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nor his blessed mother, nor hi» Saints.' Don Fran¬
cisco immediately entered upon the conquest and
proved eminently successful in several bloody and
despera!« battles with the Indians. The final con¬
test wa. had at Tihoo, in which, according to the
only accounts preserved, from forty to seventy
thousand Indians came down upon the small band
of a little inore than two hundred Spaniards. The
Indians were completely routed and never rallied
again. A pacification soon followed, and Yucatan
from that time remained a Spanish province, down
to the Mexican Revolution, when it became inde¬
pendent, but soon entered into the Mexican Con¬
federation as one of the States of that Republic.

This is an outline of all that is known concern¬

ing this history of Yucatan. No chr*»nicler has
preserved any record of the character of its early
inhabiiants, and until the visit of Mr. Stephens
no exploration of the country had been made to

direct attention to the stupendous ruins, more won¬

derful, because more mysterious, than those of
Memphis and of Thebes, which have since been
found on almost every league of its surface. The
descriptions of these architectural remains, in the
work of Mr. Stephens are full and graphic;
while the engravings by Mr. Catherwood pre¬
sent them almost in their actual aspect. Most of
them have never before beenvisifed by white men,
and their existence was unknown even to the In¬
dians of the Country. They are all overgrown by
the rank vegetation of that climate, and in many
instances almost hidden from view by the great
trees that have grown upon and around them.

All who are at all familiar with the works of
Mr. Stephens, are aware* that to the most full
and accurate details of any scene, he adds a felicity
of description, which renders what in lens skill¬
full hand- would be dry and unattrac.iva, .merest- .

ing and lively in tho highest degree. Incidents of
personal adventure, graphic delineations of char¬
acter, vivid descriptions of scenery, accounts of
national or religious ceremonies, spotts, dance,
and whatever an observant traveler would be like¬
ly to mee*-, told in a naive and racy style, far
which Mr. St_THENS has few superiors, enliven
his pages and moke Iiíh book most pleasant and
entertaining as weh as valuable and instructive..
The volumes open with an account of his vovace,
and then of fetes, sports, incidents, &c. at Sisal
and Merida. We have not space even to refer to

each of these graphic sketches; from descriptions
cf s number of bull-ughis, however, a sport to

which the natives aie greatly addicted, we extract

the following thrilling sketch of
A BULL-FIGHT IN MERIDA.

*' Tho next would have been worthy of the best
bull-fights in Old Spain, wh3*J the cavalier, at the
glance of his lady's eje, ieaped into the ring to

play the matador with his sword. He was a large
black bull, without any particular muiks of ferocity
about him ; but a man who sat in our box, and for
whosejudgement Ï had conceived a great respect,
lighted a new straw cigar and pronounced him
' Muy bravo.' There was no bellowing, bluster¬
ing or bravado about him, but he showed a calm¬
ness und ¡jclf-ptjs.e-sion which indicatorl « oon

Bciùusneu«. of strength.. The pieudures attacked
him on hor.ebnck, .nil, like, the Noir Faineant or

Sluggish Knight, in the Int.-! at Ashby, for a time
he contented himself' with merely repelling the
attacks pf hi- q-'-.-ulf'nt;' ' hut sudd-nly, as if a lit¬
tle vexed, he laid his head low, l«)oked up at the
spfurs pointed to his neck, and bhutiinj his eyes,
rushed upon o picador on one side, struck his horse
in the belly with hi-? hums, lifted him off hi« feet,
and broughi horse «?..«.! i :>!_.. heatjiong to the
ground, -¿he horse'.'fell lipón the rider, rolled
completely'river him. with I'rw heelk in the air, and
rose With one of ib- itde'rV. feel entangled in the
ntirrup. For ni: instant he -food !'ki* '<'. breathing
statue, with :io.;ti,ij lïiiic r.n'd «--r- thrown back,
wilt] with fri/riit i and li.i'.t, r.&i<;{-¡iiig fright of the
Lull, hi? «sprung clear oil :r«*- ground, ami dashed
off at full »peed around the ring, dragging after
him the luckless picador. Around he went, sense¬

less and helpless, his whole body grimed with
dirt, and with no ."*_ore ^¡¡V ;ti it, apparently, than
in ti -.era log of wood« At ¿very bound it seemed
as if the horse must Strike his hind hoofs into» his
forehead. A cold shudder ran through the specta¬
tors. The man wus a favorite, he had friends and
relatives present, and every body knew his name.

A deep murmur of ' El P.robc'- burst fr.tn every
bosom. I feit actually lifted from my-seat, and«
the President of the Life und Trust would not

have given a policy upon him for nny premium.
Tho picadores looked on aghast; the bull was

roaming loose in the ring, perhaps the only indif¬
ferent spectator. My own feelings were roused

against his companions, who, after whet 6eeme¬

an aje of the rack, taping a special good look¬
out upon the buil, at length started in pursuit with
lazo?, caught the horse around the neck and brought
him up headlong. The picadores extricated their
fallen companion, and ecrri?d him oat. His face
wr-s so begrimed with dirt that not a feature was

visible ; but as he was borne across the ring, he

opened his eyes, and they seemed starting from his
head with terror.

" He was hardly out of the ring when a hoarse

cry ran through the spectators, *u p*e ! a pie .'

'on foot; on foot!' The picadores dismounted and
attacked the bull fiercely on foot, flourishing their

ponchas. Almost at the first thrust he rushed up¬
on one of hi- adversaries, tumbled him down,
passed over his body, and walked on without even

turning round to look at him. He too was picked
up and carried off.
The attack was renewed, and the bull became

roused. In a few moments he brought another
picador to the ground, and, carried on by his own

impetus, passed over the body, but, with a violent
eilort, recovered himself and turned short round
upon his prostrate prey, glared over him for a mo¬

ment with a low bellow, almost a howl, and rais¬

ing his fore feet a liitic from the ground, so a. to

give full force to the blow, thrust both horns into
the stomach of the fallen picador. Happily the
points were sawed off, and, furious at not being
able to gore and toss him, he got one horn under
the picador's Bash, lifted him and dashed him back

violently npon tho ground. Accustomed as the

spectators were to scenes of this kind, there was a

universal burst of horror. Not a man moved to

save him. It would perhaps be unjust to brand

them as cowards, for brutal and degrading as their
tie was, they doubtlea* had a feeling of companion¬
ship Î but, at all events, net a man attempted to

save him, and the buil, after glaring over him,
swelling and pawing hirn for a moment, to all a

moment of intense excitement, turned away and

left him. .

"This man, too, was earned off. Ihe sympa¬
thies of the spectators had for a while kept them

hushed; but as soon as the man was» out of sight,
all their pent-up feelings broke eut in indignation
against the bull, and there was a universal cry, in

which the «oft tones of women mingled with the
hoarse voices of the men. 'Mátalo! Mátalo I
¦ Kill him! kill him ! ' The picadores stood aghast.
Three of their companions had been struck down
and carried off the field: the bull, pierced in sev¬

eral places, with blood streaming from him, but

fresh as when he began, and fiercer, was roaming
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round the ring, and they hehl back, evidently
afraid to attark him. The spectators showered
upon them the opprobrious name of ' Cobardes!
Cobardes ! ' . Cowards ! Cowards ! ' The dragoon
enfurced obedience to their voice, and fortifying
themselves with a strong draught of aqua ardi¬
ente, they once raorv faced the bull, poised their
spears before him.but with fainthearts and tremb-

I ling hands, and finally, without a single thrust,
amid the contemptuous shouts of the crowd, fell
back and left the'bul! master of the field.

.' Others were let in, and it wa3 almost dark
whera thr» last fight ended. With the last bull the
ring was opened to the boys, who, amid roars of
laughter, pulled, hauled, and hustled him til! he
could hardly stand, and amid the solemn tone* of
the. Vesper Bell, the bull-fight in rumor of San Oris-
toval ended."
Th* adventurous travelers seem to have em¬

braced among the object-? of their visit a great va¬

riety of purposes ; for not satisrled with the ex¬

ploration of ruins or the gratification of their
own curiosity by a knowledge of the manners and
customs of the people among whom they wander¬
ed, we find them in the fifth chapter dome a thriv¬
ing business, (thriving in amount though the pro¬
fits were nil,) in taking daguerreotype portraits,
at.which they succeeded admirably in 'astonishing
the natives,' and wan for them«plves the admira¬
tion and good will of the whole population. Their
next attempt was in operating for strabismus, with
which the people seemed to be yery generally af¬
fected. After one or two opeiationa in which the
sight of ' biscos,' as those sfflicted with squinting
ara called, was completely rectified, their fame
spread rapidly,, and their rooms were absolutely
and continually thronged with patients and their
friends. One of their operations is thui descri¬
bed :.

" The first who presented himself was a stout
lsd about nineteen er twenty, whom wo had never
seen or heard of before. Who he was or where
he caree from we did not know, but ha was a

bisco of the worst kind, and seemed able-bodied
enough to undergo any thing in the way of surge¬
ry. As soon as the doctor began to cut the mus¬

cle, however, our strapping patient gave signs «if
restlessness; and allât once with an actual bel¬
low, he jerked his head en one side, carried away
the doctor's hook, and shut his eye upon it with a
a sort of lockjaw grip, as if determined it should
never be drawn out. As it was, there ho sat with
the bandage slipped above one eye and the other
closed upon the book, ihe handln of which 3lood
out straight. Probably at that moment he would
have been willing to sacrifice pride of personal ap¬
pearance, keep his squint and go through life
with his eye shut, the hook in ir, and the handle
sticking out, but the instrument was too valuable
to be lost. A**d it was interesting and instructive
to Eotice the différence between the equanimity of
one who had a hook in bis eye and that of lookers-
on who had not. All the spectators upbraided
him with his cowardice and want of heurt, and af¬
ter a round of reproof to which he could make no

answer, he opened his eye and let out the hook..
Bur he had made a bad business of it- A few se¬
conds longer, and the operation would have been
completed. As the muscle was again lifted under
the knife, T thought Í aase r. olara ia the eyeball
ihm gave token ofanother plungf» of the head, but
the lad was fairly brow-beater* into quiet, and to

the great satisfaction of all, with a double share of
bluckness nndjdcod ; and with vary little sympa¬
thy from any one, but with his eye straight, he de¬
scended from the table. Outside he was received
with a loud shout by the boys, and we never heard
of him again."

But we mngt pew over these introductory pages
and speak more definitely of the ruins discovered
and described. The first which he reached w

those at Mayapan. They cover a great pla
upon the silo where, according to historical re¬

cord, once stood the capital of the whole country,
surrounded by a strong wall, the remains of which

may still be traced through the woods. Half-bu¬
ried mounds are seen scattered over/.ts surface, the
edifices that onre surmounted them having with a

singlo exception entirely disappeared. Cine ot

these mounds was sixty feet high and one hundred
feet square at the base, built an ¿olid iroin the
slain, vfith a hroud staircase on each o( its four
side3 and a plain stone platform fifteen fsiet square
ar the summit. Around its hase fur a great dis¬
tance were strewn sculptured stones, with carved
figures of men and beans, and tha hideous simpes
of demons). Upon a ruined mound some thirty
feet in bight was still found standing a «mvular

building some twr.:y-five Feet in bight, with cor¬

nices, double columns and thr* n-muin** of paintings
upon its walls. The whole peninsula of Yucatan j
was known to the natives at thî time of the Span-
i«h invasion by ihe name uf Maya, and this too

was lite name of the language which they used..
Tbe capital city of Mayapan, of which these are

the ruins, is said to have been destroyed by the r2-

bellious vasf-als nearly q hundred years before the
arrival of the Spaniards. Striking affinities of
the Maya language with those of Asia have been

discovered and pointed out by Merian in his work

on the subject.
The travelers next proceeded to Ux.rn.al, which

they had visited befare but imperfectly explored.
It wa-, here that their labors on their former visit

were so abruptly terminated. Mr. Cathkrwood
has given a great number of illustrations to make

perfectly clear the situation, size, appearance, «fcc.

of these most interesting remain», which were

among the most striking and important observed
in tha whole peninsula. The first ruin presented
is of a building standing upon three great terraces

and three hundred and twenty-two feet in length.
It is constructed wholly of stone and profusely or¬

namented with elaborate sculpture. Over the

central doorway is the grandest ornament ot the j
whole.rnade up of the enormous figure of a ma-î

richly adorned and surrounded with scalier figures
and a emit abuudance of characters which are un¬

doubtedly hieroglyphics, intended, it may be. as a

record of the constructinn of the building and of

the desi?n of those who built it. The whole build¬

ing is long and narrow, below the cornice it is

plain but above ii ornamented with elaborate

scalpture on every »ide. Views of every part of it

taken with the utmost care by Mr. CatherwooD

are presented in Mr. Stephess's pages. The

rooms inside were laree and the ceiling forms a

triangular arch without tbe key stone. Out of the

back wall Mr. Stepheks, in order to discover

hidden apartments if there should beany, removed
a large block ef stone and was surprised to find in

the mortar left by its removal ¿ifo red prints oj a

mans hand, not sculptured or carved but stamped
by the living hand upon the stone. These marks

Mr. Stephens «raya he met opon almost every

building the ruins of which he examined. 1 hey
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were always red and always evidently stamped bv
the living hand. Their constant recurrence ex¬

cited in him a live'y curiosity as to their purpose
and significance; and in the Appendix to the sec¬

ond volume he publishes a letter upon the subject
from Mr. Schooi.cr._ft, a well-known student of
Indian character and habits. He says that the
band is always used by the North American In¬
dians to denote supplication to the Deity; and in
th« system of picture writing it stands as a sym¬
bol for strength or mastery thence derived. Mr.
Schoolcraft states that he has often met this
symbol among the Indians on the Mississippi river.
He observed it stamped repeatedly upoc the walls
of a village temple among the Indians of the Isl¬
ands of Lake Superior.

Besides this principal house at (Jxmal, called the
Casa del Gobernador, were five others scarcely in¬
ferior to it is magnificence. It would be useless, of
course, to attempt to follow our author :n his dis-
criptions of these ruins or ot those which he after¬
wards found. He praeeeded next to Jalacho,
where he saw a splendid annual fair with bull¬
fights aiid othcr/a?res. Here he also found vast

mounds with ruined edifices and a great number
of remarkable monuments, and he visited and ex¬

plored a curious and wonderful Labyrinth called
the Cave of Maxcana, composed of intervening
passages running in every direction, with galleries,
«te. many of which he penetrated till kid way was

blocked up by masses of earth which had fallen in.
He found here and at Uxmal, and indeed at sever¬

al other places which he visited, a great number of
subterraneous chambers which were probably used
by the original inhabitants as cisterns to supply the
cities with water. At Ticul were found other ruins
with vases containing very curious and rnteresting
sculptured figures and hieroglyphics upon their
sides. One of the most wonderful buildings seen

at Uxmal where our travelers spent somejtime, is
that called the House of the Dwarf, standing upon
a lofty mound and measuring two hundred and
thirty feet in length, one hundred and fifty in width,
and eighty in perpendicular hight.its shape being
pyramidal. The crowning stiucture is a long and
narrow building presenting, even in iu decay, a

.most elegant and tasteful arrangement of orna¬

ments. Upon the walls are sculptured the em¬

blems of Life and Death in such a way as to con¬

firm Mr. Stephens in the belief that it was erect¬

ed for the ptacticeof the worship prevalent among
the Egyptians and other Eastern nations. The
padre Cogalludo, from whose work Mr. Stephens
has before quoted, contains an interesting notice
of this stupendous structure of the «se to which it
was applied.

" He says that he once ascended the steps and
that ' when he attempted to descend he repented ;
his sight failed him, and he was in same danger.'
He adds that in the apartments of the building,
were die idols, and that there they made sacrifices
of men, women, and children. Beyond doubt this
lofty building was a great ¦ Teocalis,' the great tem¬
ple of .idols worahiped by the people of Uxmal.
consecrated by their most mysterious rites, the ho¬
liest of their holy pliu*_«. ! The High Friser, had
in his Hand a large, broa-, and sharp Knife made
of Flint. Another Priest carried a wooden Collar
wrought like a snake. The persons to he sacrifi¬
ced were conducted one hy one up the steps, stark
naked, and as soon as laid on the stone, had the
Collar put upon their Neck, and the four Priest»
took hold of the hands and feet. Then the High
Priest, with wonderful dexterity, ripped up the
Breast, tore out tho Heart, reeking, with his Hands,
and showed it to the Sun, offering him the Heart
and Steam that came from it. Then he turned to

the Idol and threw it in his face, which done, he
kicked the body down the steps, and it never stopped
till it came to the bottom because they were very
upright '

; and ' enc who had been a Priest and had
besn converted, said that when they tore out the
Heart of the wretched Person sacrificed it did beat,
so strongly that he took it up from the Ground three
or four times tiil it t-ooled by Degrees, and then ho
threw the body, still moving, down the atepi.' In
all the long catalogue of superstitious rites that
darken the page of man's history 1 cannot imagine
a picture more horribly exciting than that of the
Indian Priest, with his white dress and long hair,
clothed with gore, performing his murderous sa¬

crifices at this lofty night, in full view oí the peo¬
ple throughout the whole extsct of the city."

But our notice ¡a becoming too extended for our

limita. There is much more matter -f great in¬
terest in these volumes with important observa¬
tions on the various points suggested by the ex¬

ploration uf these mysterious ruins. To these we

shall take an early opportunity of again referring.
