Sir,—Whilst thers is that in the London Pha-
lanx which I do not airogether understand, and
that elso which 1 weuld n»t cate to defend, there
is much in it which ouzht to be inestimable o the
eye of every philanthrepist, and of every one who
trembles and mourns for his country, or who at all
looks forward with hope to the future. No one
who hes ever reflected upon the hopeless, useless,
struggles of the empirics, economists, and others,
who have speculated on the reformation of the Po-
litical nnd through that of the Social system, bt
must thenkfully bail 2 theory so practicable and
sufa, g0 censiderate of the interests of the whole,
whilsi attentive to the earnest welfare of each: so
independent in its workings of the machise of
nutional government, so conservative of ell that
is valuable in humnn society, and so admireble as
an instrument for recovering the lower surface of
that society from its desperate profligacy and mis-
ery. For this last object something ought ta be
dene, and semetbing must be doue.  The sugges-
tions of humanity prompt this :f we would relieve
from misery; the dictates of common expm]icncy
enforce it ns we would avoid the gutbreaks of mud-
dened ferocity and despair; the high commands
of Christianity urge it as we would {ree ourselves
from the judgements of Heaven: SOMETHING
U T N DN

I helieve that something will ba done, and that
it will be found in the universal unity, spiritual
and material, given form to by Phalunsterianism.
But I am not going to write either a defence or
panegytic of Fourier’s theory: time will test it,
and [ believe through God's mercy it will pot be
found wanting, and that having something, more
will be given it.

I am a Clergyman of the Anglican Church and
an carnest believer in her Catholicity and Apos-
tolical character, but I do not believe that, even
if developed to the utmost, she could do every
thing, I thus hail Phalansteriavism usd a mighty
instrument. for enabling her to dispense spirit-
val life among men; there i= n spiritual ard uni-
versal umty in the Church Catholic; thereisa
body for this sesl in the megacosm of a Phalanx
ns well asin the microcosm of a man.

I am a simple, sincers belisver in the Bible; I
accept all its statements with a deep conviction of
their value ; but it has tauzht me to believe in o
God whe is Love, and who has shown the propri-
ety of this His essentinl appellation, by the mighty
mystery of the gift of his Son for man. lt bas
taught me fo believe in what Mr. Crewe justly
calls the * one remedy for all the evils thatsin has
brought into the world, the blood of the Lamb of
(iod.” On these very grounds, thea, I would pre-
test against the degrading views of Lhuman nature
which be takes, Christ has redeemed man and
has given him free access 1o the grace which
cleanses from all ein. The very earth itself is
sanctified, for he has walked thereon: and how
much more then shell not every gush of lovetfor
God or man. every whisper of hope, every glance
of fuith into the mystery of God’s mercies (viz:
his providential and spiritval kirgdom.) claim
their seurce in that river of life which proceedeth
from the throne of God and of the Lamb. We
are individuals, but He hath told us that through
Him we are members of a uriversal family, end
bath bid us approach Ged as “One Father.” and
hath given us seals and bonds of unity, which not
Satan himself can kreak through, His sacramental
iypes of our relation to the visible and invisible
world, Christ bas come down from Heaven;
nothing, thereforo, need ba despuired of where
man's best interests mre concerned: in Christ we
have unity with God; in Christ we bave unity
with man : the will of God may net become our
will, it is true, and therefore disunity may and does
arise, but if we only claim our rightful pesition in
Christ,nil things are possible. * He that hath
spared ot his Son, but delivered Him up for us
all, how shall He rot with Him elso freely give
us all things 7" And we may ask this question
baldly, not merely oa the authority of the Apostle,
and with reference to things unseen save by faith,
but also as respects the carryiog out the noble
viewa of Fourier, which, whether he was conscious
of the fact or net, are primarily and essentially
based on the everlasting rock of our presence with
a deified Hlumanity in the person of Christ, and of
our resteration to the family of God by Him.

If wise and good men kave hoped for even &
possible relief from the evils which infest Society
in the practicability of Plato’s Republic, with its
iron discipline and its stern checks to progress,

rovided it were connected with Christianty and
Catholic truth, what may not be said of a sysiem
connected with what is universal and eternal 8s
well as individual, and ~whick, while giving their
rightful position to the representatives of cur uni-
versal head, enables ihem lo act with effect in
their proper sphere, by removing the motive for
svarice and oppression, which prompt so much
evil, and by destroying the s ish isolatisn of men,
and, above all, by bringing men to such a conditlon
as to feel that it is their best interest as well as
highest privilege, to seek truth and goodness 1or
their own sake.
