The fellowing chapter from the pamphlet apon
Asﬁacmnon, Just published, touches upon a subject
which we believe we have never before noticed in
the Tribune.

Ciries in the Combined Order.
We have shown that Universal Associztjon is
coatemplated by its advocates, and that thetreform
whieh will lead 10 it can be efiected peacefully axd
g:ac.llunlly,_ without injury 1o any class or any inter-
est in society. The universal establishment ot this
new Social Order renders it nrecessary that Cities
should be provided for; the doctrine of  Associa-
tion wou‘ld be iucomplete and imperfect, if it did
not P“{“'dﬂ for universal and collective arrange-
ments in Society, as well as for the details ard mi-
nute arrangements of a single Association. Cities
ure necessary patts of the secial machine; end we
will briefly glance at their construction and ar-
rangement in the Combined Order, for they must
differ materially and widely from Cities ef the pre-
sent sociel order.
The contrast between the Cities of the Combined
Order and the Cities of existing society, will be as
striking and as brillinnt as the contrast between
the comforts and splendors of an Association or
combined household, and the inconvenierces, mo-
notony and dulness of the single or isolated house-
hold. What is the general character of & City in
civilized Society 7—and what will it ke in the Com-
bined Order? A brief answer to these questions
may couvey to the reader an idea of the difference
between them.

A City at present is o heterogeneous mass of
small and separate houses of all sizes, shapes, cal-
ors, styles and materials, which are crowded to-
geiher without regard to architectural unity or de-
gign, convenience or elegance; it is cut up with
irregular and narrow streets, dark lanes, confined
courts, and cramped yards and alleys; it has its
dirty and muddy streets, that aenoy the inhabit-
ants; its filthy gutters, that fill the atmosphere
with noxious exhalatione which are injurious to
health; and presents a scene of confusion, incohe-
rence, waste and disorder.

A City of civilized Society is a vast and crowded
receptacle of human beings not connected with
each other in friendly union and orderly associa-
tion, but huddled together in conflicting and an-
tafonistic aggregation. [t is, for the mest part, a
sink of poverty, and with its isoleted dwellings,
the hiding place of a thousand vices and crimes.
All that our civilized Cities can boast of in regard
to riches and splendor, intelligence, refinement and
enjoyment, serves but to render the poverty, the
ignorance, the degradation and suffering, which
abounds in them, more hideous and painfully dis-
gusting.

The citics and capitals of Association must con-
trast most powerfully with those of civilized So-
ciety, and they will do so. A City in the Cem-
bined Order will be a Group of mugnificent Asso-
ciations, disposed with order and unity of design,
surrounded by noble and extensive gardens and
greunds, for the tecreation and healthy occupation
of the inhabitants, in which ail the beanties of na-
ture and the perfections of art will be combined
and united to charm and delight.

For every twelve Associations there will be one
Assaciation which will be the Capital or head of
the twelye, corresponding in some degree 1o the
county town of a cotioty. It will be the adminis-
trative centre of the Associzted County, and at it
will be held the periodical exhibitions of Industry,
Art and Science, public celebrationy, ete.

A District of country comprising several Asso-
ciated Counties, or sbont ore hundred and fifty
Associations, will have au lurger Capital, formed of
a Group of Assoriations, us ahove described.

A State composed uff Associated Distriets, will
have & larger Capitnl, formed of a Series of Asso-
ciations, or of anumber of single Associations ar-
ranged in Serial order. Nutious and Continents
will have, likewise, their Capitels, which will be
embellished and ndorned with ail the resources of
creative Art and Industry, and the magnificence of
which can only be conceived when we consider the
wealth and power of Nations in Universal Associ-
ation, and the collective pride and interest which
they will take in all grand unitary arrangements.

The science of Association teaches us the Unity
of the Human Race, end that this unity requires
universal unitary arrangements—political,socialand
ra!igious—corrcspoading to their political, social
and religious Unity, with grand central Metropo-
lises for the regulation and government of the af-
fairs relating to these Unities. Thus the Cities of
the Combired Order will be great Centres—ad-
ministrative, scientific, industrial, artistic an_d re-
ligious—each for the region over which it presides.
There, the Legislative Bodies and great Councils
of Industry, Art and Science, and the great aqnual
industriul, artistic and scientific exhibitions will be
held ; and there also will be Jocated the grand gal-
leries of Art, the scientific collections, the libra-
ries, universities, etc. upon & scale much more ex-
tensive and magnificent than those of single Asso-
ciations.

The Cities in the Combined Order will be cen-
tres of collective Knowledge, which they willdraw
and collect in fragments from all parts of the world,
and again communicate it lo every Association,
each to those of the region over which it presides,
so that every new improvement, invention or dis-
covery made of valueto Mankind, may become at
once universally known and available.
