«Past and Present ' is a fearless and thorough ex-

hibition of Up- abyss of Social evils and miseries
in which the mass of the Human Race, especially
ir, Civilized Countries, and yet more especially in

Great Britain, is now writbing-thc recklessness,

profligacy and sloth of the Opulent Classes; the

selfishness, soullessness and Mammon-worship of

the Middle Classes; the brutality. ignorance,
squalid wretchedness and desperation of the really
l'f.,r.uU are portrayed.nay, dagucrrolypcd, as

Carivlconly could do it. The following passage
will answer as a specimen, lie commences with
a ' Proem,' of which the first chapter named ; Mi¬
das' Unis opens:
" The condition of England, on which many

pamphlets are now in the course of publication,
and many thoughts unpublished are Lrr"n!T on in
every reflective head, is justly regarded as one of
the most ominous, ami withal one of the strangest,
ever seen in this world. England is full of wealth,
of multifarious produce, supply for human want

in every kind; vet England is dyingof inanition.
With unabated bounty the land ofEngland blooms
aw! grows: waving with yellow harvests; thick-
Btuddcd with work-shops, industrial implements,
with fifteen millions of workers, understood to he
the strongest, the cunningesl and the willingcst
our earth ever had ; these men are here ; the work
tiny have done, the fruit, they have realized is
here, abundant, exuberant on ever}' hand of us :

and behold, some baleful rial as of Enchantment
has gone forth, saying, . Touch it not, ye work-
erp, ye master.workers, ye master-idlers; none of
von can touch it, no man of you shall be the bet¬
ter for it ; this is enchanted fruit!" On the poor
workers such fiat falls first, in its rudest shape;
hut on the rich master-workers loo it falls ; neither
can the rieh master-idlers,nor any richest or high¬
est man escape, hul all a:e like to he brought low
with i(, and made 'poor- enough, in the money.
Bcnse or a far fataler one.
"(if these successful skilful workers some two

millions, it is now counted, sit in Workhouses,
Poor-law Prisons; or have 'out-door relief flung
over the wall to them,.-the workhouse Bastille
being filled to bursting, and the strong Poor-law
broken asunder by a stronger.* They sit there,
these many months now ; their hope of deliver¬
ance as yet small. In workhouses,pleasantly so

named, because work cannot he done in ihem.
Twelve hundred thousand workers in England
alone; their cunning right-hand lamed, lying idle
in their sorrowful bosom ; their hopes, outlooks,
share of this fair world, shut in bv narrow walls.
They sit there, pent up, as in a kind of horrid en¬

chantment ; glad to he imprisoned and enchant¬
ed, that they may not perish starved. The pic¬
turesque Tourist, in a sunny autumn day, through
this liounteous realm of England, descries the I In-
inn Workhouse on his path. ' Passing by the
' Workhouse of St. Ives in Huntingdonshire, on a
4 bright day last autumn,' says the picturesque
Tourist, * Isaw sitting on wooden benches, in.
'front of their Bastille and within their rin^-wnll
'and its raiimtrs, some half-hundred or more of
'these men. Tall robust figures, young mostly
4 or of middle age; of honest countenance, ninny
'of them thoughtful and even intelligent-looking
' men. They sat there, near by one another : but
'in a kind of torpor, especially in a silence, which
4 was very striking. In silence: for. .a Ins, what
'word was to be said ! An Earth all lying round,
' crying, Come and till me, come and reap me ;.
' vit we here sit enchanted ! In the eyes and
'brows of these men huno the gloomiest expres¬
sion, not of anger, hut of oriel and shame and
1 manifold inarticulate distress and weariness;.
'they returned my glance with a glance that
'seemed to say, '4 l)o not look at us. We sit en-
' chanted here, we know not why. The Sun shines
' ami the Earth calls; ami. by the governing Pow-
' ere and Impotences of this England, we are for.
' bidden to obey. It. in impossible, they tell us!"
' There was something that reminded me of Dan-
4te's Hell in the look of all this ; and 1 rode swift-
4 ly away.' "

Thirty-si.v puges are given to such an exhibi.
tion of Social ills, and certain supposed remedies
therefor.the author disdaining all specifics or

nostrums, and insisting that a truer Manhood, a

consciousness of the presence and worth of the
Soul, are mainly needed. [In this we think he
talks blindly : for a new Soul iu Man.a vivid
consciousiKss of his true relations to his brethren,
ih-' Universe and its Creator.will inevitably ere-

ate new and l»etter circumstances.a truer and
more genial relation between Rich ami Poor,
High and Low, Laborer and Employer. A new
Niul indeed is wanted.but wanted to impel new
acts, new methods, a's well as new aspirations.]
Following this, we have 4 The Ancient Monk.' a

chronicle kept by a simple brother of the monas¬

tery of St. Edmund in the Twelfth Century, which
through a hundred pages is made most forcibly to

illustrate 'the Present,' and point the moral in.
tended. The remainder of the volume, divided
into two books.' * The Modem Wotker,' ami
'Horoscope,' discusses the position and character
of the Aristocracy, the Laborers, Over-Produc-
tion, Corn.Laws, etc., striving earnestly to evolve
an answer to the great problem of the age. We
cannot say that his success in this department is
eminent ; yet the work will do trreat food.

her small still voice, speaking from the inmost
heart oi' us, shall not, under terrible penalties, be
disregarded. .No one man can depart from the
truth without damage to himself; no one million
of men ; no twenty.scvcn millions of men. Show
me a Nation fallen every where into this course,
so that each expects it, permits it to others and
himself.

Cocker's
Arithmetic is not truer. Forgotten in these days,
it isold as the Foundations of the Universe, and
will endure till the Universe cease. It is forgotten
now; and the tirst mention of it puckers thy
sweel countenance into a sneer: but it will be

brought to mind again.unless indeed the Law of
Gravitation chance to cease, and men find that
thev cc7i walk on vacancy. Unanimity of the
Twcntv-seven Millions will do nothing: walk
not thou with them; fly from them as for thy
life. Twenty-seven Millions traveling on such
courses, with gold jingling in every pocket, with
vivats heaven-high, arc incessantly advancing,
let me again remind thee, towards the firnuland'a
cud, towards the end and extinction of what
Faithfulness, Veracity, real Worth, was in their
way of life.
