clear understanding of principles. To this end
we have incurred the risk of publishing an edition
of Atkinson's Political Economy, which eluci¬
dates some of the fundamental errors of Free
Trade theorists more clearly than any number of
detached newspaper essays could do.

And most needful is
it to the triumph of Justice that it should -so

come ! Be calm, and you cannot fail to perceive it.
Wc might not have published the followinghad

wc not seen what efforts arc making to pervert

gained to it. First, that portion of the Public and
the Press which loves Order and Peace, and
dreads carnage and devastation, is repelled by
threats of bloodshed and violence, and induced to

speak disparagingly or the Repeal agitation in
this country.meaning such agitation as has at¬
tracted its notice.and then an effort is made to

excite the Irish citizens of this country to hate
and distrust those who have in this way been
prejudiced against Repeal.

The advantage you have already done the cause

Editor of the Tribune, that when a red-handed
Government threatens to crush a peaceful, leal,
agitation by force,.to let loose a lawless and
brutal soldiery upon the green fields, and among
the virtuous homes of Ireland, it is difficult, nay,
next to impossible, for Irish adopted citizens.
who have, many of them, near and dear relatives,
fathers, mothers, sisters, brothers, all of them
friends and acquaintances, still remaining in that
disturbed land.to curb their natural indignation,
or to check their passionate excitement, half
dread, half suspense, lest those near and dear
connexions may be the earliest and the saddest
victims to the grim tyranny of brute force. That
they should give vent to their burdened hearts in
fierce outcries and wild menaces of retaliation is
not to be wondered at, however much to be re¬

gretted. It is tho working of poor, weak human
nature. But, it is not, after all, such people who
indulge in this war-talk which vou so strongly and
so justly censure.

cause regret language and conduct of this sort ;j yet they do hot sec how they can well help them.
unless by a pointed and immediate disavowal of
such sentiments.a course which they are natu-
rally unwilling to take. With Mr. O'Gonnell,
they are determined to give the beautiful and
sublime element of .Moral Force a full and fair
trial; with Goo's help they have every trust it
will be a triumphantly.successful 6~.c. They
shut their eyes firmly against the prospect of
blood. They do not desire at all to take it into
their calculations. If force is to be used, it will
never be by Ireland's friends, first; never, at all,
unless in the direst self-defence.a necessity which
Heaven avert!
