indications of a return to better (iino>. and of the
beneficial influence of a Protective Tariff, then
Pittsburg can furnish many unanswerable argu¬
ments for one, and its permanent continuance.
Many tilings arc true in theory, but are found un-

trne'in practice by fori c of circumstances : sue-

ccssful practice is indisputable proof öf £riy theory
whatever. No two opposite theories can possibly
be true 5 if. therefore, Free Trade is the only true

one, we arc strangely mizlfcd ifi imputing the

present and apparently prospective prosperity of
our City, to the opposite one of Protection. Man-.
ufactiinrig cities ael as a sort of thermometers.

tions of the present system, a recovery from the
decline commenced.has continued up to the
pnsent; and no! only so, hut. in ils beneficial rc- j
suits includes the success of new branches of
manufactures which have heretofore proved abor-
live. I say if Free Trade bo the true system for j
us, it is very singular, and we need some key to
this anomalous state of things. The dull season
has arrived, and men begin to look around and
estimate ihr profit and low of the businessbf the
year thus far, that they may have sorh'e prenusc
from which to form an opinion oi' the probable
amount of business that will be done in the Fall.
This sceiuS proper time to sum up the atrgrc-
gate, and I am happy I" have i! to pay that busi¬
ness ou the whole up to this period, lias beefi C*f
ihe most satisfactory description to our merchants
titld manufacturers. Merc h is indeed hem no

sudden expansion', b»l rather a gradual out: to

meet the steadily increasing di marfd arid with it,
as remarked above, successful attempts to put in
operation new branches of manufactures. For
example. Steel and Tiles. Several attempts have
been made in years past to establish the manufac-
facturc of both Üicfc articles, but they all, fn.ni
one cause or another, mainly, I believe, inability
to compete with importations, have failed. Lat¬
terly the manufacture of StcH has been taken hold
of by a firm.Shocnbi r:_r' rs.long engaged in
manufacturing iron, and of great wealth, which
has proved successful. In concert with this, aj
File factory was started, which uses the I'ilts-
bur<: :itcc) exclusively, and produces a first rate
ariiele; so now we have files made in this city
from the crude iron. J have likewise observed
several new aud extensive buildings going up or

already completed for foundcrics &c., all ol which
argues for the increasing prosperity of the Iron
City. It is a fact, that when duties were lowest,
we were threatened with having iron brought here
and sold at prices ruinous (0 our founders. But
thanks to the Tarifl'we are well over that fright.
It is fresh in my memory how our mechanics
were down in the mouth at that time, and it is
more vivid still, how wc now rejoice in returning
prosperity. Last year menhad Lhcirstocks lying
on their hands a drug, trading was tlie order of
the day, the order system of paying wages exten¬
sively introduced with all its evils and inconve¬
niences, operatives discharged and unable to pro¬
cure employment, the carrying trade greatly re¬

duced. iVe., Sic. This year the warehouses are

generally swept clean Of the obi stock and have
little now, a cash business is done, cash paid lor

wages, (thanks to the factory girls,; mechanics
employed, numbers of new steamboats contracted
for, (] understand there are no less than seventeen
in Cincinnati,) the carrving trade greater than
lor some years, and a general impetus given to

all collateral branches of industry. All this dati s

from the time the new TarifTbcgan to exercise its
genial influence. I do not believe wc arc wholly
indebted to that for all, but I do for the greater
part of what wc enjoy over last year. No city
could i'cel the noxious influence of Free Trade
sooner, or more severely, than this; nor has any
one more largely participated in the benefits of a

wholesome discriminating system of protection.
A reaction is taking place in the Loco-loco

History of the Silk Culture... No. IV.
It was at the South where this strange work

heg ui. k there where the crash in mir

moneyed institutions began.there where the fail¬
ures among the large dealers in trees begat': and
tiierc when the subsequent panic among the
smaller ones began. Ihri the c i'.uc spread as

rapidly as steam and horse power could spread
them ; and the samedisastrous results every where
followed in quicklime : so that by the last of .No-
October the work was all done up throughout the
country, arid bVsry thirig settled down to a dead
calm.
Thus tilings remained through the coming

winter, yet the hop.- was cherished, that sales
would revive in the spring: and. in anticipation
of thi«, the auction cellars in New-York, Phila-
delphia, Baltimore and other centres of the busi¬
ness were Oiled with trees, and hundreds of thou¬
sands were Inined hi sand banks in the country,
waiting the anxious event. 1>tit the spring came,

bringing along with it other desirable thing.-, but
no demand fornrclberry trees. The money affairs
of the country remained ye! unimproved, and of
course, there was no one to move in thin business.
Hut more than all, the public sympathies on this
subject had been completely exhausted, by the
course pursued the preceding autumn, and the

great body of the people seemed to have settled
down quite at ease in the conclusion, that the
Sdk business had been tried, and found waritifeg j
and Ilia! riolllin!r more would ever be heard
about it. except in the history of by-gone delusions.
And the owners of trees themäslre?, in unnum¬

bered instances, as if in the pitiful vexation of;
disappointed hopes, or as the means of regaining
the good opinion of their neighbors, joined in the
shotits of popular triumph over the prostrated
lolly; and, to bring forth fruits meet for repent¬
ance, doomed their hated :.rer.~ to the flames anil
the floods. The extent to which the destruction
of trees was earrijd in 1840 is almost incredible.
The auction cellars, before alluded to, were emj»-
tied into the streets, and thence treffisferred to the
docks. Hundreds of thousands buried iri sand
banks in the fall of 1830, remain undisturbed
to this day," and ctfc3 upon acres that were left,
standing m the field were ploughed a\}, and burnt
by the road side. A friend in New-Jerscj vrrote
me, that at least nine-tenths of all the trees in
the- neighborhood of Philadelphia were thus wan¬

tonly destroyed. The same. I apprehend, is es.

sentially true in regard to all the other great
mitres of the speculation. And according to
the best estimates that can now be made, it is
presumed, that at least three-fourths of all the
trees with which the country had been supplied,
by importation, and by propagation, in the space
of some l'J years, and at an expense of many
hundreds of thousands of dollars, have been in
ibis wanton and inconsiderate manner, under
tin- exasperations of disappointed hopes, and
blasted expectation-, consigned tu destruction.

Remarks.. 1. From the facts here stated you
will sec at once, ami every body else will see, that
the Multicaulis Speculation, as it is called by
many of distinction, in its origin, progress, and
disastrous termination, had the least possible
connection, with the Silk Business, and shows
nothing, in any way, in regard to the merits, or

demerits of that business. The communication
between the two things was about the same as

between the Kastern land speculation, and shav¬
ing shingles. Stripped naked, this speculation
was a mere trade in trees, and the only thing
which it conclusively demonstrates is, that popn.
lar nhrenzy furnishes but an unsafe guide in
matters of business, the same as in religion, poli¬
tics, and every thing else.

(2) This revulsion in the tree business pros¬
trated the most of our Silk Companies, and Silk
Factories then in existence. They were gene¬
rally projected on a large scale, and involved
large expectations, altogether two large for ex¬

perimental operations, and were generally con-

ducted without much regard to economy. They
had not gone far enough to derive much profits
from growing, or manufacturing Silk. Their
mam dependence was upon the sale of trees, and
when this source of income was thus suddenly
cut oft] they were of course prostrated.

(.'I) It is a remarkable fact, that out of the
thousands, who, without any previous study, or

practical knowledge, of the Silk business, pur-
chased trees under the excitements of the specu¬
lation, very few, if any, are known to have per¬
severed, and to be now engaged in growing Silk.
My own personal acquaintance with Silk grow¬
ers is somewhat extensive, and I do not know a

case of the kind. I do not expect, that there is
none, but this I do say unhesitatingly, that the
men now engaged in this great business.great I
mean, in its beneficent, wide- spreading, and far
reaching results, are made up, as a body, of those
who engaged in it prior to September, 1838, and
those who have gone into it since June, 1840.
As to the rest, tlie thousands, the great mime,

rical majority that came in between those dates,
flushed with zeal, and faith, and patriotism, and
all that sort of thing, what has become of them '
