Lt is the Citade!, thus formed by nature and strengthened
by art, which eopstitutes the chiel delence of Quelec. T he
city is chietly important as a military post: and its whole
aspees shows that this is its prineipal characteristic. At the
comer of almost every street is stationed & sentinel 1 all the
city gates are under military authority, and scattered sol-
diers or detached compazies are continnally met in every di-
rection about the city. It is evidently the keyof Canada :
