I have noticed a somewhat strange mistake in

a late number of the National Intelligencer. In

any other journal than one so justly distinguished
among its fellows as well for research as taste in

literary matters, tlie circumstance would have

I been left to pass without comment, as it might
pass without consequence.
Speaking of a treatise recently published by an

English clergyman, and purporting to prove the
Iliad and Odyssey to be the productions of King
Solomon, the Editor, after vindicating, very intel¬
ligently, the established authorship of these po-
ems, denounces Wolffius as being the first of
" those skeptical critics J' who have called the
title of Homer into question. I shall be surprised
if the National Intelligencer has to learn that the

authorship and even the existence of Homer had
been denied as early at least as the middle of the
last century: whereas the ' Prolegomena,' the
work wherein Wolff advanced this poetic
heresy was, according to our editor, published
only in 1804. Vico, in his * Nuova Scienza,' lias

systematically attacked tliis old supposition, and
with a plausibility, if not a force, which in my
opinion is only weakened by the more technic;.!
and elaborate criticism of >\ olfT.

It is important that the authority of the Na¬
tional Intelligencer should nol promote the cur¬

rency of tkis error, already quite prevalent, re¬

specting the true originator of the anti-Homeric
theory.also it is something more than justice, if
there be any merit in the discovery, or the in.
vention, to assert it for a man of whom the world,
after a century, knows so little, and to whom it,
however, perhaps owes so much. j. o. c.
