Near DaRLI.XOSVILLE, Pike Co. Pa.

* * * Tlie mill will be in operation to-mor-

low. Our neiglibors will send their grain us soon

as we are ready to grind, and we ealenlate that

the toll, with a little assistance from New-York;
will keep us in bread-stuff'this winter.
The Agricultural Series is now in a nourishing

condition, the young Chief lately elected, performs
his duties with zeal, activity and intelligence, and,
although at first some doubt existed respecting
his experience in that line, we are now satisfied
that the selection was a good one. and have well-
founded hope that, like young Napoleon in his
very first campaign, he will carry every tiling be¬
fore him, at the point of the Plough.

All our ploughed land is sown in Rye ; the
clearers having ceased cutting down trees, have

joined the Geological Group, and the stones have
been [licked up and carried to the road-side, ready
to be walled up as soon as we can spare the time :

the pine knots have also been saved, and those ugly
charred trees, with their blackened branches, look¬

ing like the ghosts of the departed forest, have all
been snaked to the Hive, to make the pot boil.
The work has been thoroughly done, and, in the

opinion of our neighbors, the land looks as if it
had been in cultivation three years at least. The
Buckwheat is cut, and will be threshed the lirst
fair dav. Wc are sure now that Corn will grow
well on the Domain ; the straggling stalks in our

potatcncld sprung up of their own accord, with¬
out any care, have, as the self-educated generally
do, proved of excellent quality, at least so say the
Ladies who alone had a taste of it, for wc men

only saw the cobs, which were of a respectable
size. Much delay and inconvenience has been
experienced by the exhausted state of the cattle
and horses, which have been hard worked and fed
merely on grass during a whole month : they were

reduced so low that rest and grain of some sort
were absolutely necessary to recruit their strength
and enable them lo at least finish the ploughing
this season, and wc have been compelled lor want
of oats, to give them Rye, ihus taking the bread
out of own mouths to keep alive our animals..
Wc have since bought a few bushels of oats at
Honesdalc.

1 must not forget to mention the accession to
our Agricultural strength and skill by the arrival
ofMr.-; Ibis gentleman is an experienced,
practical, hard-working farmer, understands par¬
ticularly well the care and management oi' cattle
and horses ; his services will prove of inestimable
value to us. 1 may also add that the quality of
out land and forwardness of the work far exceed
his expectations. You may note this as the opin¬
ion of a good judge in these matters.
The Potatoes will be dug next week ; the crop

raised on that old ryed-out field is of good quali¬
ty, but not very abundant.
The three-story building was raised last week.

Nothing is wanted to complete the frame but the
rafters, and we must be satisfied to vtait for the
action of our rickety saw-mill, which, under the
superintendence of has evidently improved
its rate of sawing. Timber is also to be got out
for a new floom for the Flour-Mill; the old one is
very rotten, and more water leaks out of it than
it takes to turn the wheel.
A Carpenter's shop of two stories has been built

adjoining the mill; the lower floor is occupied by
the* Circular Saws,just put in operation, and by the
Shingle Machine, which will be ready to perform
to-morrow. These machines required separate
shafts and drums to drive them.
The Shoe-shop has been enlarged, and now

measure:? 3"> feet in length. We have good pros¬
pects lor an extensive and profitable business in
that line. Custom work comes in faster than we
can do it, and many of us go almost barefoot for
the sake ol not losing a chance of profit to the
Phalanx. The boots that are made will bear a

comparison with the best City manufacture; and
the reputation of our eordwuiners is spreading
rapidly.
A large oven has been built in the basement of

the new building; the cooking range is also
finished, and nothing wanted to enable us to use
it, but a shed over it to keep off the ram. The
former kitchen arrangements were entirely insuf¬
ficient for our numbers; the cooks are done
brown both sides, and would not stand such
piw as must be made to keep boiling a row ol
kettles in an open fire-place, built in the fashion
of the sixteenth century. Mr.-of Albanyhits purchased the patent right of a washing-
machine, which, he says, is the very thing
wanted here. A model will be sent to us, to make
one for ourselves.

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Lecture of Hon. Lev! Woodbury-Lowell
Institute.Lectures of ?Ir. Gliddon.

Correspondence of The New-York Tribune.
Boston, Oct. 12, 15-13.

The season for Popular Lectures has again :sr-

rived. and there are indications not onlv that their
number and variety are to be this year augment¬
ed beyond all former precedent, but that, in Bos¬
ton at least, the system has lost none of its power
i<j interest and excite the public mind. Probably
the time will come, and that. too. before many
years, when the public taatc will demand some

new method of imparting instruction and assuag-
tnlt ibe thirst for knowledge; but for the present,
the Lecturing System may be said to be in the
full fide of successful experiment. Tiie .Mercan¬
tile Library Association, (chiefly under the man-

agcracnt of young men engaged in mercantile
pursuits,) has been the first to enter the field the
present season, and having secured the services
of our most distinguished men, it bids fair to out¬

strip all its competitors in the race for popular ap¬
plause. TlicLyceum, so long a favorite associa¬
tion with Ihe people, and whose Lectures have
always commanded full houses, has not }et made
any very definite announcement of its plans; but
it will no doubt make-ail effort to retain its well-
earned popularity. Many of the Lectures before
this association last year were altogether too .su¬

perficial in their character to satisfy the wants of
the public; but it is to be hoped that the mana¬

gers will this year do what in them lies to correct
this serious fault.
The second Lecture in the Course of the Mer¬

cantile Library Association, was delivered last
evening by the Hon. Levi Woodbury 01 New-
Hampshire. The audience was laro;e, intelli¬
gent, and highly attentive. Mr. VVoodbury's
subject was.The Proofs oj Progress in Society
hereafter, as well as heretofore;.and it was

handled in a manner which must have given a

high degree of satisfaction to the numerous assem¬

bly. The performance, though not very labored
or profound, was manly and dignified in its
tone, and free from the vice of flattery and self-
glorification, which main too many of our public
Lectures. Mr. Woodbury endeavored, as I think
successfully, to show that the Human Race has
made progress in Knowledge and Virtue, and
that it is destined to reach a still higher j>oint in
its struggles after Perfection. lie contended that
the proofs of this progress were imbedded in every
stone of the Social Fabric, and that they were lo

be found illuminating every page of history. He
broached no theories respecting the inherent good¬
ness of human nature, while he placed Christianity
und the Bible foremost among the agencies by
which all true Reforms have been brought about,
and based his hopes for the future mainly upon
their reforming energy and power. I have not

space to follow him in his argument, nor even to

state his positions in a consecutive form. The
influence of the Press.the Benevolent tenden¬
cies of the age, as manifested in opposition to the
evils of War, Slavery, ».See..the Progress of
Toleration.the waning power of Superstition.
these and other kindred points were dwelt upon
with great force and discrimination. The Lec¬
ture was o.eeedingly well written, but I cannot

say as much for the reading of it. The manner

Of the speaker was altogether too dull io comport
either with his matter or subject. There were

passages in his performance, which, if they had
been set off by the appropriate energies and
graces of elocution, would have created a hijjh
degree of enthusiasm in the audience. One re¬

mark excited a smile on the countenance of more

than one ol his hearers. I allude to a sentence

deprecatory of altruism in political parties ! In
view of Mr. Woodbury's position in the politics
of the Country, this seemed not a little ludicrous.
The lecturer announced for next week is the

eccentric John Neal, Esq., of Portland.
The First Course of Lectures under the direc¬

tion of the "Lowell Institute," will commence

on the24th inst. It will be delivered by george
R. Gllddon, Esq., on the Antiquities of Egypt.
The lectures, I understand, have been prepared,
with great care and labor, especially for the Insti¬
tute, and will not consist of the matter brought
forward in his private course delivered last season,
as well in New-York and Philadelphia as here.
They will be of the highest interest, not alone to

the mere scholar, but to every one who desires to
be well informed on one of the most important
subjects pertaining to Ancient History. More
than 4,000 persons have already entered their
names as candidates fur the ticket?, and the
