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Another Ascent of Mont Blanc..The
Rhone, of Lyon», says :." We have had another ascension
of Mont Blauc, the" most fortunate and rapid of any that
have yet been executed. Friday, the .25th of August, the
weather being magnificent, and giving hopes of the next da)
being also beautiful, Doctor Edward Ordinaire; of Besan-
con, determined about eleven o'clock in the morning, to at

tempt the a«c*mt: and Mr. Edward Tairraz, one of the sons

of the proprietor of the London and England Hotel, where
he lodged, proposed to accompany him At noon on the
26th, the caravan, composed of thirteen persons, departed
from Prieure. At half-past six in the evening they arrived
at the rocks of the (/raud-Mulots, which they quitted the
next day, at half-nast two in the morning. They were seen

to ascend by the old road, exposed to avalanches, and where
the three guides of the Doctors Hamel were swallowed up
in 1830. At half-past tea Mr. Edward Ordinaire, who pre¬
ceded the other travellers with two of the guides, arrived at

the top, where th* rest of the party rejoined him some time
afterwards. At a quarter past eleveu they were seen to de¬

scend by the new road, and at seven in the evening, Mr. Ed¬
ward Ordinaire and his companions received, at Chamouny,
the well deserved congratulations of those who had fol¬
lowed them with their eyt«, w ith as much pleasure as anxi-

three have been women. The first, we believe,

Whenevcr an attempt is made, (which is seldom

the whole community of the little valley of Cha-
mouni assemble to watch their progress. There
are no intervening hills to break, the view, and
from the time the party leave the valley till the
moment they reach the top, they arc scarcely
ever out of sight. The rocks called the ' Grand
Millets' generally furnish shelter for the first

night. When they begin to ascend the cone that
forms the extreme top, th^y appear from the far-
down vailey like bees slowly crawling over the

pure white mass. The extreme rarity of the at¬

mosphere at that immense hight produces diffi¬
culty of respiration, and threatens the rupture of
a blood vessel. The descent of avalanches from

bights under which they pass, and the opening of
immense rents in the glaciers partially covered
with snow, render the asce nt at all times danger¬
ous, and the attempt a fool-hardy act unless for
scientific purposes. There is not even the excuse

of a fine view from the top, for there is not one

chance out of a dozen that one can sec a hundred
rods beyond him when he has reached it. Yet
we once saw a French woman weep.delicate
though she was, and fragile.because the snow

was too freshly fallen to make the attempt while
she was there. The guides demand a large sum
to undertake it at any time, and will never start

after a recent fall of snow.

Mohammed Ali.Debtructivnebs..In Mr.
Gliddon's second lecture on Hieroglyphical Lite¬
rature, the following fact was introduced in con-

nection with the solution of various hicrologicai
problems. The splendid avenue that leads from
the Temple of Luxor in Thebes to that of Kar.
nac is flanked for a mile on each side by colossal
sphinxes and decorations, and had several of those
gigantic portals, called Propylea, which form so

grand a feature in Egyptian architecture. Each
Pylon is adorned with the sculptures of the Pha¬
raoh who erected it, of which a similar use is
made, as of the Tablet of Abydos, (already men¬

tioned in a notice in this paper.) The date is
about B. C. 1CG0. " The middle gateway," said
Mr. Gliddon, " beautiful in proportion, and faced
with the purest granite, was the most perfect of
all up to the year 1838, when Mohammed Ali
caused this magnificent Pylon, which had defied
the Persians and Ptolemy Sathyrus, and hud
stood erect for upward of 3,-liJü years, to be
blown up with gunpowder ! " This atrocity was

penetrated in order to build an indigo factory that
( failed to answer its puri>ose, und was closed in

1840, and also to construct some saltpetre works
that do not pay, because the chemists, in their
anxiety to obtain a job, forgot that the neighbor¬
hood did not furnish a sufficient supply of nitrous
earth to suffice for -100 pits. This is only one of
the obominations of the recreant crew who, of
late years, have cursed the land of Egypt.

Heathen Bell Founding..The Indian pa¬

pers contain a curious account of the casting of
an enormous bell at Rangoon, as an offering from
the King to the great temple of Shoey Dagon, in
that city. It is stated that S000 men were em¬

ployed at the 500 forges or wind pipes, put in re¬

quisition on this occasion, that is 16 persons to a

pump and forge. Dressed in their gayest attire,
all the principal officers of the town and chief
men of the surrounding villages, having made |
their supplications, commenced operations at four
forges constructed for their appropriate use, and
then followed the active movements of the live
hundred plebeian forges. A hundred and seventy
visses of silver, neatly 617 lbs., und one hundred
and fifty of gold, nearly 548 lbs., were added by
the people to the metals which had been pro¬
vided by the King, besides a vast number of gold
and silver ornaments, of which no account was

taken. In four days and five nights the work
was completed. The dimensions of the bell are

said to be seven cubits in diameter, twenty-one in
circumference, eleven in height, and one and two
inches thick. The weight of the metal, of which
an account was iaken, was five hundred tons. It
was ordered that the bell should rest in its mould
for forty days, during which period neither the
sound of cannon, musket, nor even that of a rice-
mortar should be heard in Rangoon, lest the con¬

cussion of the atmosphere should crack the
mighty mass. [Eng. Paper.
