As we approached that classic town, the mists
which had been frowning upon our carly start
for Cologne, rolled away, and the curtain rose on
the wild group of the “ Seven Mountains ™ or
Siebengebirge, which arc worthy sentinels at the
entrance to the Rhine landscape.gallery. The
weologist will be in ecstasies with the lava and
craters which show that they are extinet volea-
noes, but the lay traveler will look with most in-
terest for “ the castled crag of Dracheafels” It
is the most striking in its position and outline,
with its precipices rising abruptly from the wa-
ter’s edge, and crowned with runed towers, as
well as for its legendary connection with the hero
of the old German epic, the Niebelungen Lied,
and its more modern associations with Childe
Harold. The view from ifs summit extends
downward to Cologne, and upward to a r:m:.p:url.
of towering rocks.

Nearly opposite is Rolandsecw, upon whosc
very top u single ivy-mantied spire and a few
turrets are the only remains of the castle wherein
the favorite nephew of Charlemagne immured
himself that he might thence sce by day and
night the Convent of Nonnenworth, (still un-
changed in the river at its foot,) in which his be-
trothed bride had taken the irrevocable veil, on

hearing a false report of his death in the wars. )

Schiiler has made the story the subjeet ol one of
his most beautiful bailads,  The Rnight of Toy.
genberg,’ and Campbell has also embellished the
same subject.

At the feet of the “Seven Mountains™ s
Godesberg, an insulated rock, rising abruptly
from a surrounding plain. It greatly resembles
Stirling Castle in Scotland : but while that is
there a very striking und prominent object,
Godesberg, its Rhenish counterpart, is here
scarcely noticed. This is a remarkable illustra-
tion of the immeasurable superiority ol the sur.
rounding scenery, whose brilliant beauties thus
annihilate those of ail minor objects.

The black basaltic precipices, called Zrpeler
Lei, have been converted into vineyards by the
ingenuity and labor of the toiling pensants,.—
Though almost inaccessibly steep and utterly
bare rocks, in their crevices aro thrust wicker
baskets filled with mould, and containing the
vines. Without this precaution, every shower
would wash away the earth from their roots.—
This unparalleled labor and cxpense would of
course not be tuken unless remarkably good wine
was thus obtained. [tssuecess probably depends
on the heat absorbed and given out by the basalt,
and perhaps (on Lichig’s theory) upon the salts
retuined by the volcanie rocks.

Nothing will so diszppoint the traveler on the
Rhine as the appearance of the vineyards, so. 2s.
sociated with beauty and poetry, but in reality

Coblent= itself is beautifully situated ‘ on the
banks of the blue Moselle,” and eontains a mon.

When Napoleon set out on
his fatal mareh to Moscow, the Prefect of Co-
blentz. eagrer to show his loyalty to the Emperor,
erected a marble colunin in a fountain with the
inscription— Year 1812, Memorable for the
camnpaign against the Russieas, under the Pre.
fecture of Jules Doazan.' A year rolled on—

blentz. Their general saw the monument, and,
instead of destroying it with its offensive inscrip-
tion, he contented himself with the cutting irony
of simply adding to it the words—* Seen and ap-
proved by us, Russian Commandant of the City of
Coblentz . Jan. 1, 1814.” Both the inseription$
yet remain undefaced.

Between Cobientz and Bingen is coucentrated
much of the finesi scenery of the Rhine. The
‘mountains on each side approach one another
more nearly, become bare and ragged, bearing
ruined castles for trees, and darken the whole
river with their broad and deep shadows. The
river itselt seems like a suceession of lakes, so
completely is the sight bounded by the clifis
which coustantly appear to close it at either end.
Throughout the whole gorge. the rocks seem
black and broken, as thouzh they had been
freshly elelt asunder by sume convulsion of na.
ture, which had also destroyed the towers, whose
rewmains sprinkle every commanding summit. At
every turn is seen some new combination of
heauty, which the pencil ol a skeliful artist might
feebly representy but to which the pen is whdll'\-
inadequate.  The charm is doubled by the his.
torical ussociations, and the romantic legends
which so many centuries have vied in entwining
around every stream, rock and tower of the
Rhine. At Rhense, the affairs of the mighty
Germanic Empire once used to be decided.—

The Hudson and the Rhine are often com.
pared, but never with any satisfactory result.—
Like a blonde beauty and a brunette, each has
charms peculiarly its own, and each may in turn
he preferred by different tastes without disparage-
ment of the other. If they must be contrasted,
the difference miight be best expressed to those
familiar with the nice shades of language, by
calling the Rhine picturesque, and the Hudson
muajestic.
