Cutler vs. Oatmans;
Or the Perils of Lave, Law and Matrimony.

Our Circnit Court has been mainly engaged
for the last three days in the trial of an action
bronght by Willis Cutler, carman, against Dr.
Joe! 8. Oatmen and Harriet, his wife, for a vio-
Jation (not by the Doctor, but by his now wife)
of an alleged promise of marriuge made by the
lady to the carman aforesaid. The case is one of
so mueh intrinsic interest, in connection with the
fact that it is the second ever brought in this
Statc—and we think the fourth or fifth ever
brought any where—by a man against a woman
{or Dreach of Promise, thet we shall endeavor,
after a careful attention to the evidence and
charge, to give its substance as briefly as possible
to our readers.

Mrs, Qatinan is the daughter of the late John
Pye, Bsq. who died in August, 1842, leaving &
property of £100,000, which he had accumulated
by his own industry and assiduity. In 1541, she
was the widow Coles, having been leit at the de-
cease of her first husband with two children and
little or no property.  Her father being aged and
invalid, she aided bim in the collection of the
rents in which his income consisted, and received
pecuniary assisiance from him in return. In May,
1541, she went to reside in one of his houses, 146
Third-Avenue, occupying the lower part of the
house, with her youny children, whom she educa.-
ted, and here managed the letting of tenements
and collection of rents in this and the neighbor-
ing buildings belonging to her father. Here she
was soon called upon by the present plaintift; Cut.
ler, who was the intimate friend of a Mr. and Mrs.

him. Cutler’s grandmother-in-law and house-
keeper (Mrs. Chumberlain) testified that on one
occasion he declared to her that “he would share
his last dollar with Mrs. Canniii.”  Mrs. Cham.
berlain (Cutler’s housekeeper) said she had been
witness to indecencies committed by Cutler in
the presence of Mrs. Canniff, und offered to ex.
plain them, but the Judge informed her that she
need not. Mrs. Brace (who at this time lived in
the same house with Mrs. Coles and the Can-
niffe) testified that Mrs, Canniff told her that
she thought Cutler and Mrs. Coles ¢ would get
together aiter a while.) At another time, Mrs,
Coles said to Mrs, Cannifl’ sarcastically that the
latter had better go and make matches elsewhere.
Again, Mrs. Canniff told her (B.) that there was
a kind of doctor who came to see Mrs. Cuoles, but
she (Canniff) did not think much of him. Mr.
Wheatley testified that both Cutler and Mary Rus.
sell told him in 1842 that they two (not Mrs.
Coles) were soon to be married. Again, Cutler,
during the pending of this alleged promise, used
to call Ellen Orpan * My lovely woman,’ and her
brother * My brother.in.law i and in like man.
ner talked of several different women, (as sworn
to by different witnesses) cach as soon to become
his wife. He appears to have been fond of the
ladies generally, and as fond of talking of as with

them.
After Mrs. Coles left the Canniffz, Cutler once

called on her at her father's house, and observed,
on his return to *the Pocahontas,’ that he had
met but a cold reception.  Mr. Woodhull testi.
fied that in 1342 he, at the request of Mrs Coles,
called on Cutler, with an intimation that she
wished to see him. Cutler replied that if Mrs,
Coles wished to see him mare than he did her,
she must wait. At another time, three persons
testified that Mrs. Coles made an appointment to
meet Cutler at * the Pocahontas,” but he left the
house on her coming and hid himself in the stable.
Finally, Ellen Lampton testified that Mrs. Coles
did succeed in meeting Cutler by accident, and
charged him with slandering her by reporting tiat
she had agreed to marry him ; whereupon he de-
nied it, and said he had never reported any thing
of the kind. (This was previous to her father's
death.) Once, Mrs. Coles was walking up the
Avenue, when Cutler appeared walking the sume
way on the same sidewalk, which she directly
abandoned and went over to the other side of the
streetl.

There was a good deal of testimony offered for
the defence to prove Cutler an inveterate though
petty gambler ; (by his erandmother-inlaw and
sister.in-law by his first wife,) that he zbused and
knocked down his first wife, &e.—to which it
wus responded that that wife was addicted to in.
toxication. This evidence afferded Mr. Gerard,
for the defence, an opportunity for a splendid and
effective appeal to the Jury, depicting the horrors
of the gambler’s career, the incvitable wretched
ness of his family, the despair which must have
driven Cutler'’s wife to intemperznee, the fiendish-
ness of inflicting personal violence on a woman,
and the atrocity of compelling 2 virtuous and re.
fined lady to commit her happiness to the keeping
of such a man as the plaintfl.
