Tins l^as been explored by
the Government agent, and several parties ol

citizens, and the ores found to be as productive
as at any point. These are but a few of the
points which have been examined. The corn,

parison of the ores ol this district with those ol
Cornwall and other mining countries, shows im¬
mensely in favor of the ores of Lake Superior.
The ores analyzed by Dr. Houghton produced a

never exceeded U per cent, of pure metal: aud
from h8l8 to 1822, only 8.2 per cent.

for the prosecution. Edward Sandford, Esq. most

ally ami eloquently opened the case on behalf of
the prosecution,minutely detailing the facts ex¬

pected to be given in evidence, in order to compass
the conviction of the accused. The following wit¬
nesses were then called ami sworn :

The economical habits of our people, the small
amount of imports, und the caution which business
men oi all classes have exen iscd in the management
of their affairs, have produced a irreat change in the
fiuunciul » ondiiion oi die country iu reirard to

lund. The influx ofcoin sho%vs the balance oftrade
in our favor, and confidence is assuming a more im¬
portant aspect, growing stronger hourly, tending u>

give more permanency m prices, and calculated to
render the heavy fluctuations of the last few/years
less frequent and less destructive. The adviinee in
stocks can be accounted for upon such principles
apart from speculadon. Speculation has undoubt¬
ed! v accelerated it. The nreat abundance of money
idle in the Hanks has encouraged speculation, and
those facilities now in some measure withdrawn is
one cause <>t" the falling offwhich has lately obtained.
