CONGRESSIONA L PROCEE DINGS.
from the reporter ok the new-york tribune.

\Vaihin«ti-'.v, Thursday, Jan. 18.
In the Hocse of Representatives, to-day, Mr.

J. Brown of Pa. offered a resolution grantinrr the
use of the Hall for a colonization meeting this
evening.

Mr. Black of Ga. objected furiously, savin*
that they were as bar! as AboHtionists. Aftern

delay for want of a quorum, the rules were sus¬

pended.Yens 120, Nays 47 . and the resolution
v.-ns received and adopted.

Mr. Pxte rson's resolution callinc on the Post¬
master General as to the number ofdrop and free
letters, the mail matter transmitted through other
channels, &c, again came up. Mr. Hopkins
Chairman of the Post Office Committee) exhibi¬
ted the Postmaster General's circular to the

Deputy Post masf ers in October, and the docu¬
ment of facts recorded in reply (which was to be
laid before the Senate in answer to its r:sil and
opposed the resolution as entirely unnecessary..
vir. Paterson then modified the resolution to call
for a synopsis of this document; and the report,
as giving rise t-i debate, was hid over.
The report of the Select Committee on (he

rules of the House again came up. Mr. Cobd of
Ga. concluded his speech in favor of the 21st
rulo, and intended principally to influence North¬
ern Locos, who have heretofore gone with 11m-
South for the rule. If in order to relieve them¬
selves from the false issue that had been raised
about the riidit. of petition, they now abandoned
the rule and adopted one receiving the petitions
and laying them on the table, thev would be told
by the Abolitionists that that was nol sufficient,
and would be forced step by step to allow the
reading, reference, report, discussion, and action
on these in the same manner as other petitions.
One extreme or the other must be taken ; t here
was no neutral ground, flc urged them, unpre¬
pared as thev were, to take Ihe other extreme, to
reconsider their decision and resume and in;ii? 1

tain their former position in support, of the rule.
Mr. Hudson, with bis usual plainness and co¬

gency of reasoning, opposed the 21st rule, con¬

tending in reply to Mr. RuErrand others that it
was a violation of the constitutional right of pe¬
tition. The gentleman in a pamphlet to the peo¬
ple had complained thai the freedom of speech
had been annihilated by the hour rule, while he
maintained that the right of petition (which was

guarantied by Ihe same clause and in the same

terms of the Constitution) was fulfilled by a brief
statement of the contents and then the refusal to
receive the petition ! The right of petition in¬
volved the reception, reference, consideration, and
action, and was not satisfied (as held by Mr.
t'»i:\]tnsLi:v) by mciti reception and then laying
on ihe table.

Mr. Beardslev found it necessary again to

explain his position. He held not that the mere

reecption and laying mi the table was al! that was

required by the right of petition: the petitions
should be considered; if the House had fully
made up their minds, they might laythem on the
table: and it was .as truly a consideration of them
as if they occupied months in discussion.

Mr. Hudson claimed J'or these petitions ihe
same course of treatment as for others. He
contended for "exclusive legislation".for all
legislative powers.for the. full and unqualified
power of Congress over Slavery in the Oistrict.
lie referred to the acts of almost all the State
Legislatures and to some of their Constitutions
.certain of the latter (i. e. that of Mis.) contain¬
ing a provision against the abolition of Slavery
by its Legislatures, thus acknowledging directly
Slavery to be a legitimate subject for legislation ;

to the amendment to the Constitution proposed
by Va. a few years ago, to restrain Congress
from abolishing Slavery here, except by the con¬

sent of Md. and Va.; to the debates in the Va.
Convention which adopted ihe Constitution, it
being opposed on this very ground by Patrick
Henry ami others, and urged on the same grttumi
by Madison there and in the Federalist; to the
abolition of the Slave Trade by Congress in
1808; to the concordant opinions of all Ameri¬
can Statesmen, &c. &c, to show that Slavery
was a legitimate subject of legislation : and (his
beino- provcd,it followed that Congress had pow¬
er to abolish it or nol as they chose in the l>is-
tricl and in the territories. He pretended not

that thev had any thing to do with >t in the
States. He referred to the deeds of cession, in
which, notwithstanding the oft-repeated contrary
declarat ion, there were no tcnutations on (he sub¬

ject of Slavery: and replied to the question
whether Va. and Md. would have mule the ces¬

sion, had they supposed Slavery would have been
abolished, saving that they made the cession with
their eves open, that with limitations in tiic
deeds, the District could not have been consti-
tutionallv received: that, they were moving
towards its abolition in their own boundaries,
and probably anticipated it here, &c. &c. Bc-
fore he concluded,the morning hour expired, and
the subject went over.

Several communications were hid before the
House; among which was one from the President
in answer to a recent call for correspondence, &c.
with reference to the North Western boundary

Finance Committee^ report thereon adverse to
Use constitutionality of its originating in the Se¬
nate (as being a revenue bill.) came up.

Mr. King raised the point of order that the re¬

port being adverse, the biil must according to

the usual mode of proceeding first bo acted on

and then the report.
Mr. Evans said the object of the Committee in

the re'*"rf. was to have the Sen itc determine
upon its jurisdiction, in the ease. They had not

gone into the merits of the bill at all.
Mr. King finally waived his point of order.
Mr. E\ ins then briefly sustained the rcj>ort,

arguing that this, being a bill to raise revenue,
came directly within the letter as well as the
spirit of the prohibition of the Constitution. He
referred to the precedents to show that such bills
had always originated with the House, the {>owcr
having been uniformly denied to the Senate. In
the case of Mr. Clay's Compromise Bill, which
had been generally considered as originating in
the Senate, it had been laid on the table by the
Senate, and the bill which had passed ami become
a law was one which originated in the House
(although the same in its provisions us Mr. Clay's,
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and in fact the same bill. In the onlv other
parallel ease, that of a Treasury Not.." Dili, a
similar course had hern pursued. The framers of
the Constitution had seemed to consider it of
much importance that all moneys bill should
originate with their immediate Representatives :

He thoughl manufac¬
tures did not need Ibis Tariff, and if they did, it
was injurious. &c. Mr. Evans followed him in
a few remarks, saying that the discussion of the
topic at present would have a disastrous effect on

the country, when a motion was made to adjourn
till Monday, and passed.

Return of Gov. Butler's Expedition from
the TrnirleSt

A correspondent, one who accompanied the
expedition, writes us from Fort W ashita on the
ISth instant, tiiat the Governor and a portion of
the party had returned. He says that of all the
Indians, the Comanches arc the most peculiar
and interesting. For their primitive character,
original manners, customs, superstitions and
other peculiarities, most distinguished.

The Texan commissioners d;d not attend,
which was by no mean* gratifying to Governor

j Butler.
All the tribes were present but the Witchetaws

and Kioways. Governor B. with the aid of Mr.
Stanley the artist, constructed a kind of bau^e.
which he gave to each of the tribes, as a pass¬
port which delighted the Indians and formed a

link that will be most effectual.
Upon the arrival ofGov. Butler at Cache Creek,

he met. deputations from ail the border tribes, ex¬

cept the Kioways and Witchetaws.viz : the
Comanches, Tuwockonies, Wacos, ICecchies,
Caddoes, Anarchoes and [onies. No treaty was

made, hut an agreement of peace and amity was

entered into.
The Kioways and Witchetaws were said t.>

he :>t. war with the Comanches, ami were located
about eighty miles from Cache Creek, preparing
to in ike a descent upon the Comanches.
ThcGovcmor despatched three runners (a De¬

laware, a Cher >kce and a white man) who were

good hunters, and who knew tin1 country well,
and directed them to travel about eighty miles up
lied River, to notify any of the frihes that they
should see to attend the council; he instructed
.hem not. to bo absent more than seven days, ami
m the event of any accident that might happen
to prevent their return in the given time, they
were to send -me of the r party back to hiscamp.Sonn- twelve days had lapsed and no account of
the runners had. reached him : he departed, and
arrived at Fort Washita on the 17th inst., when
he applied to the commanding officer at that post
to send a command of dragoons to the Witche-
taw towns to search for the runners; and if they
were murdered to punish the murderers. It is
feared, and not without cause. Lit it these Indians
murdered the runners for being the friends <>>" the
(!omanchcs, their enemies.
The mission of Gov. Butler to these Ivnaler

tribes may have a beneficial result ; hut a visit
from a squadron of dragoons would accomplish
more.
