Scenes in the Pacific and Travels in Cal;-

BQgjiiA..Mr. Thomas G. Farnk'am, the well

known author of " Travels in Oregon," has in

press to be issued next week, " Scenes in the
pacific and Travels in California. His excellent

descriptions of scenery, capital hits of character,
and easv style, will be remembered by all who

have read his former book. The present work is

an account of his passage to and from the Sand-
wich Islands and journey along the Eastern coast

of California and across the country to Mexico.
We extract at random the following account of

aomeof the customs of the Hawaians:
"Their mode of conveying the poi to their

mouths was quite primitive. The fore and mid¬
dle fingers served instead ofa spoon. These they
inserted to the depth of the knuckles, and having
raised as much as would lie upon them, and by a

very dexterous whirl brought it into a globular
shape upon the tips, they thrust it into their
mouths, and licked the fingers clean for another
essay. They had been seated but a short time
when others joined them, who brought sad news.

One of their former friends had recently died !.
On hearing this their hands dropped, and the
dreadful wail ewai burst from every mouth, as

they rose and went toward the hut in which the
dead body lay. It was situated a short distance
from the hotel; and during the night I heard that
wail ring through the silent town ! A more pain¬
ful expression of sorrow I hope never to hear..
The next morning I went to the burial. The
wail was suspended during the ceremonies; but
for several succeeding nights it continued to break
my slumbers. A few days afterwards I saw them
gathered again near the market-place employed
with their poi. The wages of live years' service
were nearly exhausted. They had given a large
portion to the chief of their district, and spent the
rest in feasting and clothing their poor relatives.
They were poor when I lost sight of them. But
those whom they had fed were sharing their pit¬
tance with them. The most affectionate and
hospitable people on earth are these Hawaians.
The following description of a Yankee .Sinking-

Master is true to the life:
"The professor of psalmody stopped at the ho¬

tel and prepared to exhibit himself. Iiis first
essay was to deliver to the American Mis-
sionaries and others, certain letters which he had
obtained in Oregon. His next was to awaken
the genius of music. For this purpose he at¬
tended a number of singing parties, at which he
attempted to render himself useful to three young
Americans, who s;tng with masterly taste. In
the opinion of the professor they " needed a little
burnishing," which he volunteered to give them.
Unfortunately for the art, however, they were

vain enough to suppose they had learned music
belbrc his arrival; and did not, therefore, value
his suggestions so highly as he himself did. But
the professor persevered. His forbearance knew
no limit towards the deluded tyros. On all pub¬
lic occasions he never failed to throw out many
invaluable hints as to movement, accent, and
style generally, lie even encouraged them to
hope that, with all their imperfections, they might
attain a respectable degree of excellence if they
would attend to his instructions. Whether or

not his exertions were ever properly appreciated
by these gentlemen is a question which remains
unsettled to this day. But the most interesting
event which occurred to the professor in Honolulu
was his interview with the sister of the young lady
whom he had forsaken. She was the wife of a

Misionary, a zealous >ervant of her Master. He
called on her and was invited to remain to tea..
I was present. Every thing was sad as the grave!
The mercies of Heaven were implored upon his
blighted conscience ! He left, little happier for
the reminiscences awakened by the visit, and soon
after sailed lur California. 1 heard of him as an

ingenious man in mending a watch on ship-board,
but never as one of moral integrity ur as the Na¬
poleon of the Californias: "

many is the King of Wurtemburg, who does no¬

thing; and keeps himself as much as possible out
ol the way. " In this state of things (says the wri¬
ter) the people grow restless. The do-nothing
and dreaming system will not answer for the fer¬
menting and conflicting thoughts of our times..
The repressed impulses seek an outlet and must
have it. The dispersion of students from the
beer-houses of Berlin by the beadles and police
agents will not answer."
"A change is needed. Give our youth employ¬

ment.their working {>owers working room. Let
there be fewer referandarics, young advocates
and phvsicians without practice swarming our

streets.found industrial enterprises and colonies,
and there will not be so many discontented men
in the land. The evil lies deep, in our very so¬

cial organization. One thinks it is enough, if

they only hold on to the old system of tlungs,that
all will adjust itself in the old way. But there is
a spirit restless and deep working underneath
this tranquil surface, and it will yet burst forth."
In closing up,hc says: " We end 1843 as hopeless
as we began it. It would have been belter had
the last twelve months not have been. And
with what hope greet we the new Year ? None.
We have unlearned hope and lost faith, and be-
come cold, apathetic and stupid."

To the E<1it«r of th* Tribune:

I take my pen to-day to crivc you some ac¬

count of the Mormons and their Prophet.about
whom much is said abroad, and but little known.
No one, uacquainted with this section ofcoun¬

try, since 1937, can realize the extent to which
its prosperity has been impeded, by the settle,
merit of the Mormons amongst us, on leaving
the scenes of their difficulties in Missouri. Thai
section of country, embracing an extent of fifty
miles, having the Des Moines Rapids arid the
CityofNauvoo for its centre, possesses natural
advantages, in my opinion, not equalled by any
other of similar extent in the Mississippi Valley.
At the date alluded to, this region was rapidly
ßlling up with an enterprising, moral, and intel¬
ligent population : now, since the sojourn hereof
the ragamuffin imitation of Mahomet and his
servile followers, an effectual stop has been put
to emigration.excepting, indeed, such as is in¬
tended to swell the number of adherents to the
fortunes of the Prophet. And it is not unrea¬
sonable that it should be so. It is not to be ex¬

pected that peaceable and inoffensive citizens
would desire for their neighbors a set of fanatics,
whose fundamental doctrine is, that the Earth
and its good things are theirs, and that they will
shortly inherit them ; many of whom arc not

willing to await their appointed time, but pro.
cccd to take their portion from the Gentiles in
advance.

1 am far from casting reproach upon the whole
body of the Mormon people. There arc, doubt¬
less, many exemplary and estimable citizens
among them, whose chief aim is to live right¬
eously, soberly, and godly, in this present world."
Their greatest failing is in that they are yielding
too implicit obedience to the mandates of a most
wicked and corrupt man. But, after an inti r.

course of six or seven years with numbers of the
sect, the unwilling conviction has been lorced
upon me.that a large number of them arc evil- j
disposed men.men, who like their lei ders, rm-

braced Mormonism for the sake ofmore effectually
preying upon their fellow men.
Of the Prophet himself, none who know him

can respect him. They cannot respect him for
his sincerity.for he cannot he sincere ; he can.

not be the victim of his own delusion. They
cannot esteem him for his piety.lor he does not
even profess to be pious.and he is notorious¬
ly the greatest blasphemer and railer in the
country. They cannot respect him for his tal.
ents.for he has none, lie is uneducated and
ignorant.possessing no more of the qualifica¬
tions for a great Reformer (as he professes to be
than can be found in fiftv grog-shop loafers in
your city. Let m<' assure you and your readers,
that this man is much more indebted to cirewm-
stanccs for the unenviable position he occupies,
than to any ability of his own.

He has obtained a strong ascendency over a

mass of mind.uneducated and vicious, as it un-

doubtedly is. For this, as I have suiii, he is in¬
debted to circumstances.and by the force of
circumstances alone is he able to maintain it.
His own people do not love or respect him. Many
arc jealous of his power ; and only submit to it
because their present intorost seems to require it.
Even Sidney Rigdon, (who lias been the main
[>i!lar of .Mormonism, in its earlier days,) I am
assured, is only waiting for a favorable opportu¬
nity to withdraw.

In .Smith centres all power.spiritual and tem¬

poral, lie is Prophet, Priest, President, (an of¬
fice in the Church,) General, Mayor of the Citp,
and Landlord.'
The organization of the City, under a Charter

obtained from the Legislature of Illinois, is com-

plele. They have a City Council, whose acts
arc but the echo of the Prophet's will.

I send you two specimens of their legislation.
Both are now in full force in the city.

Disaster..The sehr Pearl, Capt Flynn, of Nor
folk, laden with cotton, staves and corn, was sunk in
Albemarle Sound during the blow on Wednesday
last. Capt. Simmons, of the Win. W. Hall, boarded
her yesterday, and informs us thatshe at present lie>
on her beam ends, in three fathoms water, about two
miles from the mouth of the river. The boat belong
ing to the Pearl is missing, and it is feared the cap¬
tain and crew lost their lives in attempting to reach
the shore for assistance.

Clayton county beats all other places for its bear
ground.
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Eruption of Mount .Etna..The following
particulars of the recent emotion of .Etna arc

given in a letter from Palermo :
A new eruption took place on the western side

of .-Etna on the 17th of November. The crater
opened near Monte Rosso, not far from the erup¬
tion of 1832. Three rivers of lava are formed,
and arc flowing rapidly in the direction of Malet-
to, Bronte, and Aderno. At the date of the last
account, November 22, the lava, which is flowing
across the Bronte, is of considerable thickness,
and had arrived within a mile of the town. The
inhabitants were flying in alarm, carrying off'

I their portable property. Bronte v. as enclosed in
two streams of lava, and the position of the in-

) habitants was frightful. The lava took as its
bed the high road from Palermo to Messina, and
it is feared that it may fall into the torrent of Si-
raento, which is quite close to the road from Adc
no to Leon Forte, and which falls into the Gulf
f»l Catania, where it might cause grave accidents
The road from Palermo to Catama is interrupted
by the lava All the cantons around -Etna are

afilieted with an atmosphere of asbes, which ob¬
scures the sun's rays. The subterranean rum.

Mings of the volcano are heard as far as Catania
and the ground has a sort of quivering motion,
which leads the inhabitants to fear an approach¬
ing earthquake.
A curious circumstance took place at Catania

the night before the eruption. A h"ne rain fell
which changed the color of the silk in the urn

brcllas, and burnt it. A professor of chemistry
having analyzed this rain, found that it con
tained a large quantity of muriatic acid. The
eruption commenced, as already stated, on the
17th of .November, about half-past two, in the de
sert region of Monte Rosso. A thick smoke,
mixed with sand, was sent forth, and rocks hurled
into the air, showed that the force below was

most active. A constant undulating motion was

felt in every part of the mountain. Lava was

soon perceived to make its appearance, and it de¬
scended rapidly to the woody region, where it di¬
vided into three streams, the northern one pro¬
ceeding toward the wood of Maletto. the south
one toward Bronte, while the third menaced the
district of Aderno. During the day the smoke
increased tremendous!v, and being collected
above Etna, covered it completely. A quantity
of sand fell from it continually mi the eastern part
of the mountain, and did much injury to shrubs
and crops. A strong smell of sulphur was per¬
ceptible, even at the bottom of the mountain.
On the HJth the lava continued to make its way

toward Maletto, and the tilled grounds of Bronte.
The whole population was alarmed. The southern
branch approached Basiliani,d miles from Bronte.
An excessive activity continued to prevail in the
crater, ami sand still fell over the whole southern
and eastern sides. < >n the 20th the stream of lava,
which had threatened Bronte,appeared to direct its-
course toward the south, over the old lava of Monte
Egitto. The other two currents pursued their
'.'»urse, one toward Aderno, and the other toward
Maletto. On the south and east, Etna is entirely
covered with smoke.

Another letter, dated Palermo, 4th, in the Augs¬
burg Gazette, states that the lava had swept awav
several houses, and destroyed 67 persons.

Palermo..Intelligrnee from Bronte has been
received, stating that the eruption of Mount Etna
still continued on the 28th of last month. The
lava had reached the decline of the mountain,
and approached the River Simcto. Considerable
damage has been done £0 innumerable fertile fields
and vineyards. Seventy men who were employed
at sonic works were said to have fallen victims to
the descent of the lava.

"Japan Ground, Aug. ii, 1843. She had been 9
months out h\»\ obtained i < 5 Mils, sperm oil. ffomc
of this oil bas been taken front the wreck by the
Champion and Nassau. The vessel was wrecked
about day-light. All hands told, there were 23 per¬
sons aboard. Of these :»ix were lost, viz: Pkdip
II. Allen, cooper, New-Bedford ; Abraham Pennev,
boatsteerer, New-York Cit> : Richard Park-, cook.
Philadelphia: John McGinnes, seaman, Kingston,
.\. V.: JohnFrederickson.seaman,L.Island; Win.
Johnson, seaman, Huddersfield, (Eng.).Johnson
was drowned in the forecastle and die others were

washed overboard. The survivors remained four
days upon the wreck, when the} were taken off by
die w hale ship Champion, Pease, (>!d Town. Cilice
that time a jmrt have been taken from the Champion
by the Nassau. Three of the crew have again
changed ships, and have been brought to the Isl¬
ands, from whom these partieulars have been ob
tained.
