quality—say Clark’s Common Patent, which

congtitutes a majority of the Butts imported—the

duty would have been but 45 to 47 per cent.—

On better qualities, the duty (being 24 cts. per lb.)

is still lower.—As to James’s Screws, there can be

Jittle merit in quoting them, since three-fourths

of all the Screws recently imported are ‘ James's.'

As to James having a large stock stopped on

his hands by our Tariff which he was forced to

gell at some rate,—had he no other market than

this? Why has he reduced his prices 25 per
cent. instead of sending s wares elsewhere *—
And why is he still manufacturing Screws to
gell us at the reduced prices? We knosw the fuct
from a disinterested gentleman who was recentiy
in his establishment; and we know, too, that
other English menufacturers of equally good
Screws are offcring them in our market even
lower than this. Who can fail to see, then, that
not alone our Manufacturers but our buyers
of Screws are greatly benefited by the Protective
duty on them ? The Governments gets more Re.
venue on the Screws imported, the American arti-
san has more work, and the consumer obtains
them at a lower price. Who has any thing to
cry over but the Foreign Manufacturers and their
Agents !

And now, as to ‘the tender miercies of the
American Manufacturer,” which ¢ Fair Play’ so
dreads. We wouldn’t trust these ‘tender mer-
cies’ a bit more than those of Foreigners. If a
Protective duty enabled our Manufacturers to
raise their prices essentially, we admit—nay, we
insist—that they would do so. Such is the im-
mitable law of trade. It is precisely because
prices do not materially advance that we are sure
there is no tendency in Protection to increase
them. We appeal to the facts. All thet ¢ Fair
Play’ can say is, that one or more Screw Manu-
facturers have advanced their prices 7 per cent,
above the reduced scaleof last fall. He does not
tell us that they were able to_ sell any at the ad-
vanced price, and we happen to know that a first
rate article of Screws can now be obtained at the
lowest price ever known—to wit: 35 per cent.
But ¢ Fair Play’ has no dread of the ‘tender

mercies’ of Foreign Manufacturers, and he is

&ec. &c., in any comsiderable quantities, and careful not to state the fact that on the article of

fhese urticles are comparatively cheap, but there
are a preat many articles inadequately protected by
our Tariff, or not attempted to be at all, and these
are pouring in upon us largely. Watches and
Jewelry, for instance, it was found impossible to
protect, on account of the facility of emuggling ;
and 8o they are largely coming in under a duty
of T4 percent. But if we could keep out For-
gign Watches by a Tariff, we have not a doubt
that they would in ten years be made here cheap-
er than they ever could or can be imported ; and
the same of Woolen Geods. We have always in-
sisted thut our Country would import more in
value and infinitely more in bulk under a good
Protective Tariff than under ubsolute Free Trade,
because the people being employed and fairly paid
would be able to pay for more—but it would not
consist of the same articles by a great deal.

Knives and Forks, which we have barely begun
to make in this country, the British makers have
recently advanced the price fifty per cent. Does
any man imagine there would have been any
such advance in this articlein the face of a strong
American competition? Has there ever been
such an advance on American Hardware ?

*Fair Play’ asserts that Log Chains, Trace
Chains, Pig and Bar Iron have advanced 30 per
cent. here since our present tariff was enacted.
Not so: the trace-chains cited in the Memorial,
cost 1s. 14d. pr. pound in Birminghamin the spring
of 42, or 40 cents per pound here.

Only let the tariff stand
fiva year:, and we shall have Iron as well as
Hardware cheaper than ever, from the steady

| operation of natural causes, without grinding

dowvn or turning adrift our hardy artisans now
engaged in its production. Even now, we are
actually paying less for our Iron than ever before,
since we buy in Labor and Productions at better
prices than we could get if compelled to buy and
seil abroad. It 1s unfair to take the comparative
prices in New York s a criterion; our Iron pro-
duced in Pittsburgh, on the Lakes, or in Mis-
souri, is already half way to its ultimate markets;
whereas it costs a heavy sum to deliver it in New
York, and this adds to the price here. If we can
import Iron at an average of $30 per ton, deliv-
ered in New York, and can mske the same all
over the country at an average of 340, the latter
would be hardly dearer in money to our con-
sumers generally than the former, while it would
be cheaper in their productions.

Tue Crocraws.—A correspondent of the Van
Buren (Ark.) Intelligencer, writing from Doaks.
ville, describes that town as a place of considera.
ble commercial importance, the most so of any in
the Indian County. It contains one church, two
taverns, eight stores, with heavy stocks of goods,
and almost all kinds of mechanic shops common
to country towns, all carried on in part, and many
entirely, by natives. The place is surrounded by
a prolific soil, a mild climate and an industrious,
moral and intelligent population, some of whom
are very wealthy, owning large numbers of ne.
oroes and extensive cotton farms. A stranger
would hardly suppose he was in the Indian coun.
try, were it not for the red complexion and pic-
turesque costume of some of the peaple.

In the vicinity of Doaksville is a Military Post,
Fort Towson, commanded by Maj. Andrews and
manned by four or five companies of Infantry.

The annuity for Puck-shu.nub-bee district was
paid on the 10th and 11th. On the night of the
9th the agent, Col. Armstrong, repaired to a
shantee erected for the occasion, and in the morn-
ing a mushroom city had sprung up and sur-
rounded the pay house. Every thing calcnlated
to please the eye or taste of the unwary customer
was exhibited in the mest fascinating style by
these merchants of a day, and of course much of
the money passed to third hands before leaving
the ground. The writer describes the appearance
of four white Indians as follows :

s About 1 o’cloek, I heard an unusual noise in
camp, and upon looking after the cause, I espied
four of Unele Sam’s soldiers, each mounted upon
a horse with a white gentleman tied to his back.
They had captured these animals fighting the
Tiger in an outhouse in the vicinity of the camp.
They cut strange figures mounted behind their
captors, passing by the dim, flickering light of
the camp fires.”
