almost unprecedented. Advices from Mobile of
the 4th instant, state that the road from that city
to Claiborne was inundated. The trees and
house tops, where they were visible, were crowd¬
ed with poultry, and ducks arid geese were swim¬
ming through the windows. Fences had been
carried away in all directions and many cattle
swept oil. The waters were, however, fast sub¬
siding. Mr. Macready's baggage was supposed
to have stuck in the mud somewhere between
Griffin (Ga.) and Mobile. The Wetump.ka Argus,
of the 31st ult. says:

'* New accounts of loss aud disaster by the late
freshet are reaching the City every day. Many
of the planters have lost considerable cotton and
cattle by the Hood. The loss of the latter can*

not yet be enumerated ; it must, however, be im¬
mense, for every day brought intelligence of cat¬
tle being drowned on the different river bottoms

throughout the country. In Coosa county nearly
every mill impelled by water power has been
swept away. The driver of the Tuscaloosa
stage, between that City and Wetumpka, lost four
beautiful horses in attempting to cross Mulberry
Creek, and narrowly escaped with his own life."

A Long, Low, Black Schooner..There is
lying at the bulkhead opposite No. 84 South
street, a savage-looking Baltimore built craft,
which could say some strange things if only she
could speak, and in truth her appearance speaks
for itself. She is a schooner with heavy, raking
masts, and spars enough for a ship, with a hull
SO feet long on deck, 16 feet beam, and 10 feet
hold, witli high bulwarks, pierced lor 6 guns and
24 sweeps. She had made five successful voyages
from Africa to Brazil, with cargoes consisting of
about 500 slaves each, and had just taken on

board another cargo of 500, and when the slaves
were yet almost all of them standing on deck, the
boats of a British cruiser made their appearance,
and rapidly coming up, fired, killed seven of the.
slaves, and captured the schooner. The slaves
were liberated, the vessel was condemned and
sold, and she is now owned by a British merchant
at Sierra Leone. She has brought to this port a

cargo of palm oil, and is loading with tobacco,
ilour, »-cc.'for her return* [Jour, of Com.

Fires..On the 8lh instant the distillery of Al¬
exander Hitchcock, in Cheektawaga, Erie Co.,
was burned down. Loss from S3,000 to $4,000.
No insurance.
The Baptist Church in Troy, Oakland Co.,
