1 tn^irestions for a Radical Reform of our
I 3 "Courts of Justice-Trial by jury.

fo iht Editor of the Tribune :

for some years past the subject of Judiciary
Keibrm has been agitated in our State, evincing-
clearly the awakening of a feeling among the
people adverse to the present organization and

operation of our Courts oi Law, This discontent
will of course increase until it is appeased by a

proper and sufficient reform. I did at one time

hope, from the tone of some of our leading jour-
rials and the course of some of our public men,

that a change in this particular would be pro.
posed by the Legislature, which would meet the
real evils of our present system and deserve the
name of a reform; but from the indications now

visible, I fear if there be any thing done at all, it will
prove merely a partial modification of existing ar¬

rangements, calculated not to remove their de.
fects, but rather to prolong their existence by ren¬

dering them somewhat less intolerable and op¬
pressive. I have a few ideas, which I wish to

offer to the public through your paper, deeming
it, sir, of all the journals with which I am ac

quainted, both in respect to the extent of its cir¬
culation and the liberality and independence oi"

its tone, the best medium of communication
which the spirit of free and honest inquiry has
with the mind of the people.
The leading defect in our present Judiciary

system seems to me to be in the institution of
Trial by Jury. In order to get clearly at this
matter let me suppose, sir, that you in the course

of your business with some of your neighbors had
fallen into a disagreement, which you of your¬
selves could not or would not settle, and let us

suppose it to be a difficult and complicated case,
involving the consideration of much obscure tes¬

timony and the discussion of nice and doubtful
questions. Now, sir, what is the course that you
and your neighbor, as sensible men, unable to ar¬

range matters of yourselves, but desirous thatjus-
tice and right uhould be done between you, wouid
edopt under such circumstances ? Undoubtedly,
it would be to select from the community, the
man or the men in whom you could have the
most confidence, who, by their intelligence, sound
eense and known integrity were best qualified
for the task, and leave it to them to examine into
the whole matter and make a binding decision.
Now, sir, precisely such, as it seems to me, is the
course which the law should pursue for the deter,
mination of all similar questions before its tribu
na'.B. tiut what is the course which the law docs
in fact pursue ? Instead of appointing the ablest
and most judicious men in the community, it se¬

lects its jurors not according to their qualifica¬
tions of ability and integrity, but by lot and pro¬
miscuously from the community, from the igno¬
rant and the stupid alike with the intelligent.the
corrupt and unprincipled as well as the upright
And at the same time it exempts from Bitting on

juries the three Professions of Law, Medicine and
Divinity, whose members, by their general intel
ligence and habits of mind, are usually the best
fitted for the duty ; while our intelligent business
men, those at least to be ft und in our villages,
commonly contrive, by becoming members of rlrc

companies or other means, to escape from serving
in this very ungrateful office ; so that we usually
find in our juries that the majority at least arc

very ordinary, not to say inferior, men.individu¬
als who by their habits of life and often by their
natural abilities arc utterly unfitted for their du-
ties. Drawn from their homes and business
without any adequate compensation, compelled
to sit, perhaps for days, during the tedious process
of the trial, listening to a mass of confused testi¬

mony which, if the case is at all complicated, it
is impossible for them to analyze and to rightly
weigh, and at the same time constantly liable to

be misled bv the ingenuity of the cunning and

experienced counsel, and then imprisoned and

frequently starved to a decision; how utterly
vain is it to expect from our juries as at present
constituted an intelligent determination of any
complicated and difficult case! Yet thus, sir, are

the ends of justice too commonly defeated and
our Courts of Law become a mere Lottery..
Now, sir, I apj>eal to the common sense of, the
country, Would it not be better on all accounts
to abolish this system of Jury Trials, at least as

the general rule," reserving it, perhaps, if it be

deemed best (although I should doubt its expedi¬
ency in any case) in criminal trials and in certain
.special eases, where for wood reasons the parties
may desire a Jury ? And then, sir, let our Su¬

preme Court and Circuit Judges with others, if

necessary, appointed, men of capacity, of ex¬

perience and of tried integrity, in whom the Peo¬

ple can have full confidence.let them pass pe
radically through the State, in such numbers as

may be best, and alone or associated with proper
persons selected in each County, hold our Courts
and act in them as Judges boih of the law and
of Me fact. Such course, sir, would relieve the

People from the trouble and expense attending
the Jury system, now a great and oppressive bur¬
den.it"would substitute in place of the caprice
and weakness of incompetent jurors, the stability
and rtxed principles of experienced and compe¬
tent Judges.it would put a stop to the acts of

chicanery and pettifogging, so commonly prac¬
tised upon the ignorance of our juries.and, more
^an ail, it would remove that fearfully immoral
mfluence flowing from the uneqaal, uncertain and
inequitable administration of our present courts.

Then, sir, let the many useless forms and techni-
cahties with which our law abounds, be swept
awdv.iet its practice and its pleadings be sim¬
plified.let some of its rules of evidence, now

necessary from the ignorance and incapacity of
"s juries, be abolished,.and let the expense and
delays of our courts be diminished by an

abolition of ail unnecessary services. Pay
lawyer well, sir, for what he does,

out require him to do nothing but what

|» necessary.and in thin way,an institution may
erected, combining the highest ability with the

purest integrity, where the wronged and the op¬
pressed may go up and have justice dealt out to

them, without the ruinous expense, the delay and
uncertainty, that now* attend our courts of law.
*h« system thus recommended is somewhat
aaa]0g0U3 tu tiial 0f oar Courts of Justices of the
¦leace, in which the justice is the Judge both of
the law and the fact, unless a jury is demanded
oy the parties.and it may be well to state as

the result of the writer's observation in those
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courts, that, if the Justice be a man of character
and of any knowledge of law. juries are bin
seldom cailcd for, and never, I will venture to
Fay, excepting where the party, distrusting his
rnse before the intelligence of the Justice, hopes
lor success in the ignorance or corruption of the
Jury. Sometime.-, however, the Justice is un¬

worthy of confidence, and then the party is com¬

pelled to run the hazard of a Jury rather than
trust to the certain stupidity or dishonesty of the
court.
One word more as to the institution of Trial by

Jury. The day has been when to the People it
was a great and invaluable privilege and deserved
ail the praise that has been so repeatedly heaped
upon it. When of old, king and noble wore prey,
ing upon the People, with both Executive' and
Judicial power in their hands, it was indeed a

privilege for the weak and the wronged to ap¬
peal to their peers in the defence of their rights.
But that day, sir, has passed. Xo class "now
needs protection from any other class, at least for
its legal rights. We are all equals, as well in
political power as in civil ri^ht; and all that any
man of the people can ask is simply a prompt,
cheap, honest and intelligent administration of
that law which he himself has helped to enac::
or rather, sir. the protection now needed is from
the tedious delay, the ruinous expense, and the
lottery.like uncertainty of the present system,
which have compelled many a wronged man tu

slumber over his outraged rights, rather than en¬
counter the peril of farther sacrifice almost
certain to be incurred by adventuring into our

courts.
In addition to the above in order the further to

simplify and perfect our Judicial System, let the
Supreme Court, as above constituted, be invested
with the jurisdiction and powers of the Court of
Chancery, abolishing the latter caurt, the sepa¬
rate existence of which is as unnecessary as it is
absurd and burthensome. Our present Court of
Errors might also be advantageously dispensed
with, and for a court of appeals, the above men¬

tioned Judges in general session might sit regu¬
larly in the manner of the Supreme Court of the
United Stales, with legal and equitable jurisdic¬
tion, and decide finally all appeals brought before
them. This would free us from the many evils
to which the present system of appeals is subject,
particularly as respects the Court oi' Errors, and
under the administration of law more simple, ex¬

peditious and economical, and also more uni¬
form, enlightened and less liable to political and
other influences.
The changes here proposed may be startling

to some, but sorely not to any clear, unprejudiced
and disinterested mind. They are, as it seems to

me, nothing more than what the country de-1
mands, and they surely have the opinion and
feeling of the People in their favor, as far at least
as the People dre awakened to the subject. I
have conversed with many persons of different
classes on these questions, and I have not met
with a single one who was not in favor of these
reforms, and particularly of the reform of the
Jury system, with whose operation the People
are more familiar than with the more removed
working of the Courts of Error and of Chancery.
Indeed, sir, there is a sentiment among the Peo¬
ple in favor of change, deep enough and strong
enough, when excited, to effect every thing to be
desired, although circumstances have not yet
occurred to call it out into voice and action. But
let the matter be started by spirits of the right
sort, earnest, independent and determined men,

and easily, sir, by a proper organization and system
of appeals directly to the People, might an ex¬

pression be ca.led forth of the public will irresisti¬
ble to effect the reform.

It is hoped, however, that the subject will be
taken up by our leading men and the press, and
proceed regularly by the action of the Legislature
as tiie constitution prescribes, until the proper
amendments are made. J. W.

Salt.New-York and Foreign.

An article appeared in the journal of Commerce
a few days since, stating that the reason why the

Orange county butter was so much superior to that
made in the Western part of this Stale, was that in

Orange county the Dairymen use Foreign salt, and
at the West they use Onondaga salt.

Nothing could I e further from the truth. The
Onondaga salt, us now manufactured, is probably
as pure as any in the world.
So well is" its superior quality understood by

manv of the best Dairymen, that orders are and
have been for years received ;tt Albany (by a large
manufacturer) from Northampton, in Massachusetts,
Goshen, in Connecticut, and Orange county, in this
State, for the use of their dairies. Besides which,
over 75,000 hugs have been received, between the
months ot May and November, at Albany andTroy,
from Onondaga, and sold for table und dairy salt.
Nor has the supply been equal to the demand.
Herkimer, Lewis, Oneida, Jefferson and St. Law¬

rence counties are. to n great extent, encfiired in
the making of butter and oneese; they use Onanda-
£ft sail: so do Otsego and Madison; and from these
counties, the produce of their Daries, or at least some
of them is equal to any othei in the State.
