The Cherokf.es..In the case of Porterfield
vs. Clarke and others, recently discussed in the

Supreme Court of the United States, copies o!

treaties between Great Britain and the Chcrokces.
extending so far back as 1767. and showing the
extent of their boundaries in 177'J, were produced.
From these documents we learn that the bounda¬
ries of the Cherokee nation were originally much
more extensive than is generally supposed, having
embraced much of Virginia, North Carolina, South
Carolina, Georgia, Tennessee, and the whole of

Kentucky.
