I am not fond of cant, and would not therefore
wish to indulge in thai language, which we some¬
times hear, and which asserts so roundly that the pre¬
sent is altos-ether an a?e of humbugs", and that our
city above all other places is distinguished for them.
Still, if any thing would justify such a declaration,
it would be the noise that is just now made by the
lectures of Prof. Bron=on. as he is styled. Hardly
a newspaper can bn opened w ithout meeting with
the most extravagant noiices of his performances,
sometimes in the shape of Ions: paid advertiserm ntsagain in the form of purchased editorials~and aiother times with the appearance of spontaneous re¬
commendation. Even the grave observer and evan¬gelist are found to some extent enlisted in the 3ame
cause. The thought of such extensive and com¬bined patronarp ought perhaps to induce me to dis¬
trust my own judgment respecting these lectures..
Feeling, however, that I am perfectly disinterested
in the matter, and that 1 have some pretensiot
an acquaintance with some at least of the topics dis¬
cussed by the Professor, I find it impossible alto¬
gether to Flirrender my own private judgment.andthat private judgment, after a most careful examin¬
ation, can come to no other conclusion than that n
more egregious humbug, a more superlative quack-
cry, has never been practiced in our City than that
presented in these lectures. Curiosity and the

Correspondences, (Sec. his original discovery that
the I niverse is governed by hur», and that the man
who neglects the laws ol gravitation may ret his
legs broken, his crude attempts to talk profoundly
about Matter and Spirit, Cause and Effect, Synthe¬
sis, Analysis, &c, his reference to ancient writings
and systems of philosophy of which he evidently
knows nothing except what he may have gleaned
in ihe most superficial marker from Digests of Phi¬
losophy and Classical Dictionaries.in regard to
this, it was our only wonder how any audience,
claiming to be intelligent, could listen to him for
ten minutes from any other motive save the love of
amusement. It certainly seemed to be n greater
marvel than any thing contained in the lecture itself.

Since then 1 have heard him several times, and
with the same astonishment, on finding any persons
having the least claim to scholarship, or even general
intelligence, the dupes of his pretentionsto learning.
Not to make this communication too Ions; (only stat¬
ing that if time allowed I could more fully substan¬
tiate the view here taken of the nature of these lec¬
tures) I would ask whether their advertisements
themselves as exhibited in handbills,and in almost all
the newspapers.are not sufficient to stamp the charge
of quackery on the whole affair ?

out by our modest Professor in a few evening lec¬
tures, to say not hing of the very entertaining songs
with which they are interspersed. Besides, he not
only (Iis« usses most loftily, and explains to the low¬
est capacity all the deep ti.in^.s of Philosophy with
nil their sects from Moschru down to George
Combevbut he also announces himself at home in
all the depths of Theology. He will, to use the
language of his advertisement, remove all mysteries
.he will explain the philosophy of the Inearnntion
with as muofl etise as he would take to pieces his
mannikin. The Trinity in his hands becomes as

plain r. matter as the rule ol three, und the whole
subject of Redemption.that awful mystery into
which the Angels desire to look.is made as clear
ns tlux and reflux, action and reaction in physics..
Does any serious minded and intelligent man need
any other evidence than such an advertisement, that
all tliis is the grossest quackery; and if this is, ns it
