In the
building there is a very fine bust of Curran. Much

I lie cheers. The Hon. M. P. is a large, well-formed

much dignity. Maurice O'Connell, a son ol the Lib¬
erator, was present, and supplied the place

9 of his brother .John O'Connell. Maurice addressed
the Repealers in a happy and manly manner. O'-
Neil, M P. next arose.but bad scarcely opened bis
speech, w hen ibe whole audience commenced sway-
tog to and fro like a convulsed ocean.and well ii
might.for the Liberator.the Patriot, the glorious
O'Connell, was entering the bull. 1 cannot.no one

mand the deepest veneration. I wish Mr. Shea would
Lret out an edition of his line poem, " Clontarf" here

it would be of service to Ireland, and wreath his
brow with transatlantic laurels.
My rides through the country have' convinced me

of Ireland's beauty ami fertility . No country in the
whole world.after America.has been so eminently
blessed in natural resources as this persecuted land.
Indeed America only excels it in extent. It surprises
me hourly, to seethe heart with which the poor
here bear up against wretchedness. They sing and
joke in their very misery. If Repeal should not be
granted, the consequences would be terrible: no man

could describe the awful reaction. But 1 myselfam
us sanguine of the ultimate triumph of Repeal as

are the immediatecoadjutors ofO'Connell.although
the Queen still opi 03es it.

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N'ew Post-Office Bill.
The new Post-Office bill, reported with amend¬

ments to die Senate, proposes to fix letter postage
at live cents for any distance under one hundred
miles, and at ten; cents for over one hundred miles.
This looks accommodating only from the
fact, that it is so much less than die heavy tax
imposed imposed for half a century. It is, for under
one hundred miles, nearly three times, and for over
one hundred miles, nearly six limes the British pos¬
tage! The same bill deprives all Editors, and of
course all their mail subscribers, of the importantprivilege hitherto enjoyed, of having payments sent
free, through Postmasters;.thus aiming a heavyblow against the general circulation of knowledge.To this, however, there would no objection, provi¬ded letter postage were reduced to three cents, as it
might be, wore all franking abolished.
The bill moreover imposes on all pamphlets, ma¬

gazines, and even newspapers not "published at
¦short, stated intervals, of not more than on>- wt evt,"
a tax oftwo and a halfcents for each copy of no

greater weight than one ounce, sent any distance not
exceeding one hundred miles; five cents for any
greater distance, and ;ione cent additional for each
additional ounce of the weight of every such pamph¬
let, magazine, matter, or thing which may be trans¬
mitted through the mail, whatever be the distance !"
\\ hile the same bill also imposes heavy penalties
lor sending, over mail routes, by any other mode ol
conveyance, "magazines, pamphlets, or newspa¬
pers,' if - intended for immediate distribution to sub¬
scribers or others."
Now there arc very few magazines that do not

weigh more than one ounce, und very few are pub¬
lished as often as once u week. The consequence<>l*this law, will be therefore, the killing outright of
the agricultural, legal, medical, literary, religious
and miscellaneous periodicals, whi< h now form
so great a portion of the reading of our country¬
men, and which bring the choice results of expen¬
sive treatises within the reach of the humblest me-

chanic and farmer.
lint even this is not the worst of this anti-republi¬

can bill. It provides, like the old law, that, during
the whole year, EVERY MEMJSER of CoiVGRFSS may
receive free, any member ofletters, papers,or packets,
.-md may send tree, five letters or packets daily, be¬
sides any amount of pamphlets or documents Con-
gress may choose to publish: however enormous
the expense to the public, ofprinting, and employing
numerous clerks in folding, as well as employing
many hours of iheir own lime in franking, and also
heavily burdening the mails in catryiog the same

throughout the nation;.thus virtually giving to
themselves the privilege of conciliating tor anew

election, at the public expense, just so many oftheil
onstituents, as they may choo.se to supply with

these apparent gratuities; for which in reality every
person paying postage is taxed! And thi3 tax
unounts to many millions.
Here then is-the ignoble secret of the high rates

of letter and pamphlet postage proposed The
British Government, to the shame of our boasted
Republicanism, have had the magnanimity to abolish,
entirely their franking privilege. And lor several
years past, their mail, carrying letters throughout
the United Kingdom tor a penny, and newspapers for
nothing, has cleared, over all expenses, the average
sum of about three mi/lions of dollars annually
While, according to th* statements of the Postums¬
ter General, our public guardians al Washington
lave beenfrauking; (besides vast numbers of letters,
for themselves ana others,) upwards offour millions
it pamphlets or documents, in three weeks, (during
which time an accurate account was kept as the
ground of a general estimate,) weighing upwards oi

9 tons ¦'
Plain common sense men can make an estimate of

the vast number and expense of teams it would re-

]uire, every three weeks of the long session of Con¬
gress, lor transporting these 179 tuns.lor the most

part u^ttio^, oxcept lor Rplfvoh or party purposes'
And let the common people remember, that they

are Ihe sovereigns of this Republic, and responsible
for its laws, whether good or bad. Let them at once
forward from every village petitions something like
the following, and their wishes will be regarded by
those they have elected :

collect and preserve the sonorous and appropriate
Indian terminology of the State. The committee
will make due acknowledgments, in their linul re¬

port, for all aid in this species of research.
