A Dreavrrn Case or Lyscuinc.—A corres:
pf,-r:dcpt of the Providence Journal, writing from
New Orleans, und giving an account of the origin
and progress of Lynch Law, and the frightful ex-
cesses which are sometimes committed nnder its
auspices, mentions an instance of 2 more private
excrcise of this anthority, that we have not be
fore met with. Hesays:

“Two young men, of respectable eharaeter,
peaceable und industrions eitizens of a communi-
ty in Kentncky, where moral rizhts and duties
are as well understood and observed as any where
in the State, had invested the earnings of several
years of hard labor in a cargo of produee, which
they took to one of the towns on the Lower Mis-
sissippl. It was purchased of them by a man of
respectable appearance and ready business talent,
whom they took to be a merchant, and who paid
them a gencrous price forit in Kentucky bank
notes. Thcy returned home, and suspcc:l-ing na
fraud, divided the money and laid it away. The
first payment they had oceasion to make, it was
discovered thut every dollar they had received
was counterfrit, They immedistely started in
search of their purchaser, and found him unex-
peetedly at a wood yard on the banks of the Mis.
sisippl. At sight of them he fled, and took to a
sL'mi', to seek, it was supposed, the protection of
his accomplices on an islendoppaosite. The young
wen pursued and overtook him just as he landed
on the shore. They demanded indemnification
for their property, which he refused. They then
tied him to a tree, and gagged him with a wad of
hic nwn counterfeit notes; then each retired a
few steps, with a pistol in hand, fired, and two
balle were lodged in his hrain.  They left him
hangine to the tree, o whastly nT:jw-I,'.':h' a wam-
ingr to his associstes, of the meed of justice swhich
would be dealt out to them. The young men
coneealed not the deed, but coolly told of the ad-
venture on their return ; and no public notice
was taken of it. They have, however, never
been down the river sinee, bat it is not the fear of
punishment from the eivil power for taking the
life of a fellow being for a pecuniary injury, that
deters them : it is an apprehension of the fearful
reverige which some of the desperate companions
of the murdered eounterfeiter may seek to intliet,

which restrains them.”
