Tlie SliipwrecJk Society.
Extract from a Sermon lately delivered iu this City

by rev. orville DEWEV.
" Let me take you to a sphere of life, quite out ol

the range of our ordinary philanthropic considera¬
tion ; and one for which a noble interposition is now
put forth in almost all the maritime Siatea ol tlie.
world.1 mean the Mariner's life. It ia not ol the
sailor as such; it is not of the sailor alone that I now
speak, but of all who are exposed to the dangers ol
the sea. There lias lately been formed in tins eisy
a Shipwreck Society, and it is to that specific enter¬

prise that I wish to invite your attention.
" D will give you pleasure to know that this is but

a branch of a grand affiliated Association which has
spread itself around almost the entire coast of Eu-
iope. Kings and Princes, Nobles and Ministers of
State, Prelates and Philanthropists of every sect,
have engaged in this humane enterprise, and its ap¬
paratus is found.its bouses of refuge arc built, and
its signal lights are rising amidst darkness and tem¬

pest, on many a shore, fur round the habitable globe.
When I was in London lastyear, I observed all ulong
the Thames placards setting forth that within might
be found means and apparatus for reselling or restor¬

ing to life, drowned persons. How striking a con¬

trast in civilization from what mi eye-witness told
me that be once saw on our own American coast!.
He was hunting on the sea-shore.1 will not say
where it was.when as the night fell, he was over¬

taken by one of those fearful storms which upon the
sea-»hore, more than any where else, seem to leave
ail uutute shelterless and exposed to its tiirv. As
he drew near to a lonely tavern on the beach, and
the night closed in tlii.;k darkness around him, and
the roar of the thundering surges rose upon bis car,

mingling with the waitings of tlie tempest, lie could
not help thinking almost with awe, that some hap¬
less voyagers might be driving upon their destruc¬
tion almost at his very feet.

pletelv changed as if every one of them had been
seized with a tit of illness; every trace ofmirth (led
from their faces; snd, spiritless, dejected: looking
like mourners at a funeral. They had found no

trrcck ¦' ¦' Yes, it is true : they liml sung and reveled
nil that night in the hope thai the wild and desolate
Bhore without, bad been resounding with the shrieks
and agouies ofshipwreck!

Now it is in part.as in ancidehtal purpose.to
save the victims of such dread calamity from these
human Bends, that ihe Shipwreck Society is estab¬
lished. It proposes to place on our coast, instead ol

these fiends prowling for their prey, kind and hu¬
mane watchers, who, by means oi signals, can trans¬

mit intelligence from p'oint to point, and can bring
steamers to the aid of vessels in distress. I do not

mean that it is necessary for the Society to keep per¬
sons in constan*. pay for this purpose. But some in¬
ducements held out, some rewards offered ; life-boats

provided and housed at the'points ofprincipal expo¬
sure; rockets prepared and ready for occasion ; these
are the simple and inexpensive means by which
thousands ol lives may be rescued from destruction.
The pyrotechnic art is now producing lights that
neither wind nor rain can extinguish. Ship Masters
will be instructed to provide these lights, of which
different colors muy indicate different situations;
some tlie want of a pilot ; and others, the uttermost

decree of distress. For want of such a device the

Packet "hip Sheffield was lately in the most immi¬
nent danger of being lost. Steamers sailed around
without deserving her. Fifty lives were risked for
want of a light that would have cost a few shillings.
And surelv if there be any case conceivable or pos¬
sible, in which humanity "is most loudly called upon
to interpose, it is this.

It is an interposition in be¬

half of fellow-creatures involved in the uttermost
calamity ever known or imagined on earth. Poverty
indeed is a calamity, and should be relieved. Rut
the poorest beggar "on earth.would he exchange
situatiqiis with the wealthiest Prince in peril ofship¬
wreck?' Sickness should befvisited and tended..
Yet it henrs its victim to the grave step by Step ; it

gives iijm pleasure tocontemplute the end, to gather
up his thoughts to meet it, to summou patience and

prayer to meet it; yes, and sometimes it reconciles
him to death, and makes him ask for it as for a re¬

lease and blessing. But oh! when comes the high
and jovous hour of return to one's native land, weary
davs and weeks behind the exiled voyagers, and be¬
fore him beckoning gestures and angel smiles ol

welcome from the green and Bun-lit powers oi his
home.then for the dark storm to rise, and the black

night to gather around, and the raging waves to

sweep on in mountain masses, and the mud ship,
trembling through all her mighty ribs, tu mount, and
plunge, and pause, and rush on again, and at last to

strike ! Cod pitv thv creatures What shriek ever

rose from human agony like that! Sudden death I
should not fear; but a death like that, I should
dread as tor the time the most overwhelming of nil

earthly horrors. And I cannot but reflect that I may
be involved in that exposure, or that you may be, or

our children or friends, and certainly, that many
of our fellow beings are brought into that tremendous
peril every vear. And a mutual assurance Society,
giving all the assurance of rescue from such peril
that it can, seems to be plainly recommended by the
coldest reason and the merest interest. But beyond
tins, Humanity puts in its claim and it says, 1 On the
Ocean »hores where <Jod has placed yoitfdweUingsj
along the far-spreadiug coasts of the world washed

by raging sea*, into which many must descend to
' do business in the great waters, into which many
go down for health, and travel, and improvement ;
meet it is that Charity, planting her foot on the firm

land, should stretch out her hands to save those who
are sinking in ihe whelming waves.' And were a

statue erectedj» a picture painted to embody a strik¬
ing idea ofhuTOincharitv, I know not in what place
she could stand, or iu what attitude more appropri¬
ate than this."

most universal failure of the cotton planters and their
dependent merchants at that disastrous period,struck down many who had for years maintained an
unsullied credit, and were supposes to rca upon im¬
pregnable foundation*. Hut like some noble snipthat rides out the storm in Bafety, albeit somewhat
crippled in her sails and rigging, but with hull un¬
hurt, and a\ails herself of the succeeding calm to
repair damages, and make ail " taught" a?uin ; our
city now we.-us a smiling face, and in '<er pres< :.i
prosperity and improvement gives scarce in indica¬
tion of the tempest which swept over her. The in¬
crease in our population the past two years has been
very heavy; being estimated of Germans alone at
rising 4,000. And although the number of houseserected the past season was very large, vacant build¬ing are now extremely scarce. Unusually extensive
preparations, however, are making for building the
present year, and it is supposed the increased num¬ber of houses will be sufficient to keep rents at their
present fair ratc=. There is no place in the Wen ofmoderate size where living is so cheap as it is lit e.
Rents are low, all food extremely cheap, and the
common luxuries of life unusually so. As an in¬
stance, 1 may mention that fresh < g<rs were sellirjrr
in our market this week at '.i to 1 cents per dozen.
The most important product of Kentuckv soil,

(excepting always her glorious Whigs, male and
female,) (by the way, did you o\er hear a Kentuckygirl sing a Whig song ?) is Hemp. The value of this
crop is rising two and a quarter millions of dollars :
of which about $1,900,000 in value is manufactured
into cotton bagging, bale rope and cordage, and the
residue shipped in its raw state to the Atlantic ports.Of the Cotton Ranging about 80,000 pieces, and of
the Rale Rope about as many coils, valued at $1.-520,000, is shipped from this port. The majo^ partof this har^ing and rope, manufactured from Ken¬
tucky hemp, is consumed in the Mississippi Valley :
but under the beniheent "operation of the present
invaluable Tariff," it is making its way to Georgiaand the Carolinas. The planters in these States
have been long accustomed to the foreign article,
and as old habits are difficult of riddance,still prefer
it; but there is little doubt they will soon (like the
Alabama and Mississippi planters) properly appre¬ciate the Kentucky article, which ifnot as " sightly"is undoubtedly stouter and more durable. And it is
a lact worthy of note that under the " Black Tariff,1,1
which at the current price of the domestic was pro¬
hibitive of the foreign, bagging was furnished the
cotton planters from Kentucky lower, for their crop
bl last season, at a price which averaged lower than
ever known. It is also true that at the present price
ol cotton; the planter using Kentucky bagging and
rope i< paid more than its cost by the cotton buyer.
With these tacts before us, we in Kentucky think it
really unkind of our Southern friends that they
should insist upon the abrogation of the duty on for¬
eign bagging, to the present destruction of our man

ufacturers, and the ultimate, but inevitable, enhance¬
ment ol the price to them. Ifyou should receive this
