In the House op Representatives, to-day, Mr.
Brown, of Indiana, alter some objection, the rules
having been sii«[>endc<l for the explanation, under¬
took the difficult ami troublesome task of substan¬
tiating the charge ugainst Mr. Clay, contained in
an amendatory resolution, which, it will be recol¬
lected, he moved a few weeks since, uf having
expressed in the Senate the following sentiment
and language : " Carry out the principles of the
Compromise act.look to revenue alone for the
support of Government.do not raise the ques¬
tion of protection, which I had hoped hud been

put to rest.there is no necessity for protection".
bringing forward for this purpose, accompanied
by some explanation of his previous movement
upon the subject, the following extract from
a speech of Mr. Clay after the Extra Session as

sketched in the Intelligencer, (which it will be
seen differs very materially in word and senti¬
ment from Mr. Brown's quotation) ; " Carry out
then (said he) the spirit of the Compromise Act.
Look to revenue alone for the support of Govern,
ment. Do not raise the question of protection
which I had hoped had been put to rest. There
is no necessity of protection, for 'protection." Mr.
B. argued that the sentiments ofthese two extracts
were precisely the same, and charged Mr. Clay
with having in this taken ground opposite to that
commonly held by him in favor of protection, and
with many other vacillations and inconsistencies
by way of courting popular favor.

Adams, 10,000 extra copies ordered to lie printed.
The House adjourned.

In Senatk, numerous memorials remonstrating
against any modification of the Tariff were pre-
scntcd by Messrs. Evans, Ckittknuf.n, Buchan¬
an and Archer. The Litter, numerously signed
by citizens of Virginia, was read at the request
of Mr. A., who accompanied it with some con¬

curring remurks. Mr. CaiTTENDEN, in presenting
aJjiis portion of these petitions, declared his convic¬
tion that the Senate would consent to no modifi¬
cation of the Tariff at the present session, and
the Country might be assured none would be
made.

Mr. Evans, from the Committee of Ways and
Means, reported a bill to provide for the payment
of evidences of public debt in certain cases.

A Resolution of Mr. Wright was adopted, in¬
structing the Judiciary Committee to inquire
into the expediency of authorizing the President
in cases of sentence of capital punishment to
commute it to imprisonment for life. Mr. W.
said he offered the resolution in accordance with
a large number of petitions from New York,
expressing however no opinion of his own upon
the subject.

Mr. Colqcett made a violent speech in op-
position to the present Tariff denouncing it as a

bill for the benefit of the'rich against the poor, and
in reply to Mr. Berrikn (in his absence,) for per¬
sonalities against whom he was several limes call¬
ed to order. Argus.

cording to the bulletins from Urquisi's officers,
Rivera, the " imbecile incendiary," and his
"wretched Unitarian" followers were soundly
drubbed.

Sir : Wc have received the 1st number of the

Tin-re is no moral cntcrprizc for which the
Christian should more fervently pray, or expe-
rience more spirit.stirring enthusiasm, thun the
suppression of intoxicating drinks. May God
awaken the whole world to its importance; may

j every American patriot feel that the national pu¬
rity- and political prosperity of our beloved coun¬

try demand his best efforts in this cause; may
every American woman arouse her dormant en¬

ergies, and exert, for temperance, that gentle yet
irresistible influence ujion man, the Creator de¬
signed she should have ; may every mother feel
her imperative duty unaccomplished, until her
sons and daughters arc thoroughly imbued with
the principles of self-sacrificing abstinence from
intoxicating drinks, and until they have acquired
the virtue und the courage to act firiKly in resist¬
ing the allurements of this destructive poison !

I think one of the greatest impediments to the
general diffusion of temperance principles con¬

sists in the difficulty of doing away with the long-
established etiquette of the table. The impres¬
sion of ignorance or meanness, in refusing to
drink wine when a-ked to partake, still prevails:
and the ornamental appearance which wine cer-

tainly imparts, by the accompanying number of
glasses for each guest, with the sparkling decan-
ters interspersed through the viands, producing in
its effect such beautiful order and glittering clr-
gance, cannot yet be dispensed with by ladies,
who arc ambitious of ostentatious hospitality. In
some instances, even after they have become con¬
vinced, and arc willing to acknowledge its ruin-
ous tendency, they persist in its use, irom a total
loss as to the course they should pursue.

Dinners arc usually mere ceremonies, and wine
nppcars to be so iridispcnsablo a.part of the enter¬
tainment, that I fear u long time will have elaps¬
ed before we can effect a change by supplying a

substitute. These false notions of propriety and
etiquette constitute one of the principal barriers
to the general suppressien of wine as a beverage
Now the inquiry arises, what shall be the reme

dy ? What can be produced as a substitute to
adorn the table, produce social kindness and in
tellectual vivacity ? What effectual remedy it-
there for this approved and fashionable sin ? Will
some one oblige us with suggestions on this nib
jeet, through your paper, and thereby confer a

blessing on society ?
