He claimed
(hat nil memorials should be heard, and candidly
and fairly considered. Why object to their recep¬
tion 7 If they were important, they could not accu¬
mulate too fast; ifunimportant, their number could
do no harm. For his own pail, he shrunk from no

investigation.he was prepared to meet every ques¬
tion fairly in the teeth.and he hoped that all ob¬
jections to the reception of tho petitions would be
withdrawn or voted down.

llr. Pierce, of Georgia, reiterated the statements
previously made, as to what hud transpired iu the
Committee on Slavery, insisting that it had been
distinctly avowed that no action was desired in rela¬
tion to ti.:¦ election of Slaveholders to office.
