Near the lose ofthe Session i; w-a-> called up, when
Mr. Faulkner tried various expedients to defeat ii
but was unsuccessful. Finally he railed i«r tie-

reading of all the petitions, remöMtrances and other
documents relating to the matter. This could nut

be done without the lo-s of oilier and perhaps more

important hills. But as Mr. F. t-ad the i i.;l!t to have
nil this rnalt«r read the Senatewaa reluctantly com.
pell*d to luv the bill im the table.
The public convenience requires the extension oi

the canal; it has not and will not cost the State a

cent; but Mr. Faulkner was deeply interested in
keeping t!i^ termination oh his own premises* and
mich were the means he used to eflvct it.

For several days past, our village has been the
scene ofexcitement and riot. Some lime nzu re

solutions were passed m meetings, held by-an As¬
sociation ofindividuals, who were interested in hav¬
ing another termination ofthe Cuiml in this village,
that if the Legislature did not pass a lull for their
u.-Iief, tie. v would tlitr through the luniks of the C:.-
unl at all hazards. On Tuesday evening news nr.

rivi il dial ihe bill had been laid ou tlie table in die
Legislature, and on ih<- following morning a luree
crowd assembled and commenced removing tie-
banks <il ihe Canal. On Thursday, the Superin-
lendei I was sent lor, nml arrived during the even¬

ing. When the news arrived on Thursday thai the.r
bill had nut passed, at dork the PresbyterianChurch
was entered und forcibly kept possession of, the
bell rung, and a largo crowd assembled near t!.<-
Canal, when they resolved to let the water in at all
hazards.

In tlie morning, they re-Hswenililed and renewed
operations, and were ordered off by the Superin¬
tendent, who commenced repairing the injuries lo
tin: Canal. The Superintendent left tow n during
the forenoon, having put the work in charge ofn
subordinate. As soon an he had gone, the crowd,
to the number of a hundred or more, re-assembled
and ordered the State hands to desist operations.
which they refusing, the mob tore up the plunks
used by the workmen, and by threats ami personal
violence drovt them off the work, und renewed the
removal of the bnnks of the Canal.

After.these bad been lowered to the water's edge,
the ring-leaders went to the lock-tenders and order¬
ed them lo open the gates on the upper level, to draw
off the water in the canal. This they refused to do,
and resisted nntil driven by force from their dui*.
when the lock gates were opened, the guard gates
closed, and the water soon drawn out of the upper
icvei-i. leaving several outs aground, and hindering
other- from passing through the old channel of the
canal. In ihe evening the water was let into iha new

bide-cul, but owing lo its unfinished state, the filling
ofthe short levi occupied twenty-four hours, to the
injury and delay of navigation. Tins morning the
State hands again endeavored to repair the injury,
but the mob re-assembledand again drove them from
their duty.

Tin captain of the Stale Scow, Mr. James R.
Clark, <ii Caledonia, being determined to do his du¬
ty, designed to continue his operations, but agreed
in wait until the Superintendent could be sent for.
tin the arrival of Mr. Hooper, he immediately order¬
ed Iiis nn ii to repair the injury. The hell was aguin
rung.the mob re-assembled, und by oaths nml
threats ol immediate personal violence, again drove
offthe State authorities from their duty, and mob

Mr. Eldridge, the Keeper whom Cole struck,

according to lue Peekskill paper, gave ihe following
explanation oi die reasons which induced Cole io

strike at him :.
li was ken a u thai when Cole struck at Eldridge

with the bar ol red hot iron, he said at the same lime,
"old fellow, I owe you*bite." .Mr. Eldridge was
oalleu upon to state what Cola meant by that dc-
claration, nnd he proceeded in the bar-room and in
presen e ofseveral geutlemen to explain its meaning.

By encouraging this branch ofthe
operations ofthe Association, the public will confer
a permanent benefit ou tiie.r poorer fellow citizens,
and diminish the calls upon their ownpurees.
