Amo.nu the hopeful indications that society is

tlowij, but surely, emerging from ihe darkness o'

the Past into ihe dim twilight of that glorious
Fuiu'c whose vision has ISO often inspired the soul

of Prophet -ml Hard, is the cheering fact that

a wiser as well n* truer and deeper interest is be

ginnintrto he felt in the welfare of the unfortu.

nate inmates of our prisons and penitentiaries.
I cull them unfortunate, not in sympathy with

that specious philosophy which denies their guilt,
but the more because liny are guilty, and on nc

count of the blindness atid degradation involved

in that sorrowful fact. The too prevalent opinion
has been, that a person whose crimes imposed the

necessity of imprisonment was beyond the hope
of genuine reformation ; and as little has been ex.

pectcd, so little, comparatively, has been achieved

by the means hitherto employed to raise from

their fallen state this numerous class of our fellow

men. Not a few regard our prisons only as ph.
ccs of prmuhrnent.cages fox the safekeeping of

persons whom it would be dangerous to permit to

go at large; while the duties of the keepers, like

those of the menagerie men, arc supp >sed to con-

sist chiefly in feeding and exhibiting the animals

committed to their care. In selecting persons to

take charge of the abodes of criminals, we have-

not been sufficiently careful to inquire for those

of high moral excellence, an exalted sense of the

dignity and worth of the human soul, and a deep
spiritual insight.persons of enlarged philanthro¬
py, solid Christian experience, and warm sympa¬
thy. The trust has too often been confided to

persons who.c chief recommendation was, that

they were willing to undertake a disagreeable task
for a Email compensation, and that they would
administer the punishment prescribed in lite stat¬

ute with the necessary degree of sternness and
hardihood.

This inattention on the part of society to the
dictates of bumani'.y, like every other wrong, Int.-
been productive of bitte.- evils.evils which have
been felt not by tkc criminal alone, but by the
whole community. It is obviously no less Ihe
dictate of policy than of religion to treat the in¬
mates of our prisons in such a manner as to fos¬
ter all that remains within them of virtue am!

self-respect, that they may go out into tht
world at the expiration of their sentence, il

possible, better prepared than they wore before to

struggle with the temptations to which they will
be exposed. Instead of this, they arc loo often dis¬
charged with minds more dt bus. d and hearts more

obdurate than when they entered. The prison to

thrm has hten a nursery of evil p twions, a school
of sin, wh. n peradveninrc it might have been,
under a wise administration of its discipline, the
means of developing the higher and nobler faeul
tics of their nature to such an extent as to save

them !-(.'in subsequent transgression. The iurk.
ing fires of selfishness and pas-ion, which, under
more genial influences, might have been extin¬
guished, have been k'-j.t burning with fearful in
tensity during their confinement, to burst out in
a still more terrible emid igration when forceful

appliances arc withdrawn.
No person who has investigated the causes oi

crime can for a moment doubt, that a large pro¬
portion of the inmates of our prisons might have
been saved from their present condition, if in
early life they had b. en b'osed with the needful
opportunities for intellectual ami moral improve¬
ment ; and as society has shamefully neglected
to furnish these opportunities, it ia to a fearful ex-

tent responsible for the crimes which render im
prisonmcut necessary. There arc siens that this
responsibility is beginning to be felt, and that the
public conscience is awaking from its long and
dreadful slumber. The Christian and the Phi
lauthnipist are anxiously inquiring into the con.

dttion of the prisoner, and Faith in the power of
Love is rapidly supplanting Reliance upon Force.
The sentiment so beautifully expressed by Honey-
wood, one of the curliest of American Poets, is
now extensively appreciated:

" Wise i. the law. and eodlike ii its aim.
Which Irowns to iik-hO, and chastens to reclaim
\\ Inch m-eksihe Nonas ol passion to control.
And winke Ii« Intent virtues ot the Mini ;

The change which has recently t iken place in
the management of tlie Female Department of
the State Prison at Sinj Sing ins already been
noticed in the Tribune in appropriate terms oi

congratulation and h<»re. I took my pen, not to
write an essay, but u> describe, as well t:s 1 may,
a touching scene which recently occurred at that
prison, and which I think worthy of especial no¬

tice, as illustrating tltjo power of Kindness and
Love over the fallen arid degraded. The story
deserves to be told by a more skillful narrator,
but I hope 1 shall not quite spoil it by my awk-
wardmss.

Mrs. Fnrtiham and i.e." Assistants commenced
their labors under very unfavorable circumstan-
ces. Their predecessors, however good their in¬
tentions, had utterly failed to maintain that
wholesome discipline, without which a prism
must ever resemble I5edl_m. l.uud conversation
and profane and obscene language were con¬

stantly heard, and not un frequently did the j>:is-
oncrs get into an open quarrJ with each otner,
and sometimes even with their keepers. I do
not mention this to condemn the former Matrons
.for aught 1 know they did their best to keep
order.but simply to show the state ol* things nt
the prison when their successors entered up-m their
duties. Not a month, perhaps rot a week, had
elapsed, before Mrs. Farnham and th jsc associa-
led with her had gaiicd by u kind moral influ-
ence complete ascendency over die minds of
those committed to their charge. Tie rules of'
the prison, with few exceptions were readily und
cheerfully obeyed.the look of rage and passion
gave place to the smile of cheerfulness and hope,
andprofanily and obscenity were exchanged for
the language of modesty mid self-respect
The Matrons, encouraged by these first fruits

of their well-directed labors, ami desirous of terri¬
fying lo tnc prisoners thctr appreciation of their
general good conduct, obtained leave of the IWd
of Inspectors to signalize the Fourth of July by
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smite appropriate tist'ni «niuls ot friendly interest
in tfi<ir welfare. The Chairman of the Bonrd.J.
\V. Edmonds. Esq desired lo unite with the n n

this tribute ot' friendship, and he accordingly sent
to each of the seventy-three prisoners n beauti'ul
bouquet of flowers, accompanied uiih a letter,
wh eh, tonn;iig. as it dots a part of rnv story, I
hero itn-ett:

were permitted before breakfast to walk in the
little garden within the walla of the prison, and
to assemble in the shop for reading and singing.
They were told that, on going to breakfast, each
one would find a present in her cell; and, writes
one of the .Matrons, " I can.give you but a faint
idea of the kindling of the eye and the lighting
up of the whole countenance at this announet.

mciit. They marched quietly to their [daces, each
anxious to know what she would find. By the
lime the Matrons were on the galleries, every wo.

man ;tood in her cell door with hcrbunch of flow-
ers in her hand, and the whispered thanks and the
earnest 'Cod bless you' broke upon our ears r.l

every step."
They remained in their eel's only long enough

for breakfast, and were again taken to the sh"p
while their food for the day was being prepared,
and to give opportunity for the distribution of the
presents of fruit and confectionary. All things
being ready, they were assembled in the Chapel,
each bearing her flowers in her hand, and whis¬
pering expressions of thankfulness as they pp.ssed.
Mrs. Farnham, the principal Matron, being ab¬
sent, one of the Assistants made to them an ap-
prt.'piialc address, expressing on her own behalf
and that of her associates the satisfaction it afford¬
ed ilicm to be able to give such an expression of
approbation oftheir conduct, and such a testimo¬
nial of heartfelt interest in their welfare. She
endeavored to impress on their minds the import¬
ance of forming habits of self-government while
in prison, that they might be better prepared to

resitt the temptations they would meet in society,
and to bcitr up against the vicissitudes to which
they would be exposed on being released from
confinement. She spoke to them of the influence
which their present conduct would exert on their
success in future life, and, in tones of kindness and
love which were as a balm to their wounded
hearts, besought them not to despair of rising
above all the adverso influences by which they
were surrounded. Many of them wcro melted to

tears, and indications were not wanting of thai
stronger and deeper emotion of which tears are

but a feeble expression.
At the close of her address, the Matron read

the letter of Mr. Edmonds, which I hnve insert,
ed a'hivc. Its influence was as delightful as the
communication itself was unexpected. Adnimi.

ishiii"; them of the responsibility w hich this mani¬
festation of his confidence imposed, one of the

Matrons then called up m Ihein, agreeably to

his suggestion, to s-.kc-t from their number
tie one whom they lioctglit most worthy to re¬

ceive ihe la'tfo b iquet. Many voices simultane¬
ously uttered '.ii" sitnc name, and no other being
proposed, those who approved the selection were

requested lo raise their fiends. The vote was al¬
most unanimous. The .Matrons having expressed
their hearty concurrence in the choice thus made,
the boquet was presented to tho fortunate woman
amidst the. smiles and the tears not only of the
prisoners, but of those who were so fortunate as

to be spectators of the scene.

One of the Matrons then informed them thht
there was still another boquet, which, with their

approbation, they wished to give to another pris.
oner whoso kindness to them all had made her a

general favorite On her name bcintr. mentioned,
the wishes of the Millions were ratified by the
other prisoners, who almost simultaneously sprung
to titeir feet to testify their concurrence in the
selection. All were deeply affected, particularly
the recipient of this most unexpected favor, who,
as she received the boquet, kissed it and ;he hand
which presented it, her gushing tears bearing wit¬
ness to the grateful emotions which filled her heart.
This was to the Matrons a moment of heart¬

felt triumph. Their experiment, which many
would have deemed hazardous, had succeeded
even beyond their mcst sanguine expectations.
Their faith in the power of Love had not deceived
them. One of them writes thus:." The effect
of this little experiment has been manifest in the
more quiet and gentle movements of the prisoners,
in their softened and subdued tones of voice, und
in their ready and cheerful obedience. It has

deepened my conviction that, however degraded
by sin or hardened by outrage and wrong, while
reason maintains its empire over the mind, there
is no heart so ca'lous or obdurate that the voice
of sympathy and kindness may not reach it, or so

debased as to give no response to the tones of
Christian love and affection."

Letter from William Stade.
The following letter from U <n. vVm.Sla.de,

DtMr Sir: Your letter in behalf of the Whirr

msf. has been received. 1 h-ive delated «n an

swer from my stromr desire to make it affirma-
live, il I could rind it possible lo dispense with
other engagements long enough to allow me the
pleasute of meeting my friends at the con'em-

pUted gathering. Bui I find myself compelled
to decline your invitation, the duties of my office
being, at. present, too urgent to admit of any
rclnxition.

I snail lortrr remember the pleasure I enpyedin
my visit to Sheldon in 1840, and should be ex.
cei dingly happy again to mingle with mv fellow,
cit'zens of Franklin County, and commune with
them concerning the great matters of national in-
tcrest which now occupy the public attention..
The contest of this year, I need not say, exceeds
in importance, the contest of 1640, for there arc

supcradded to the questions of that year others
of trrcat and absorbing intcrc>t. The question of
Protection to our Industry, then little discussed,
has come to assume an importance which makes
the Protective policy the leading theme in all our

public discussions. At the termination of a con¬
test more severe, protracted and hazirdous than
any Tariff contest, perhaps, which the country
ever witnessed, the VVhigsof the XXVIIth Con-
gress succeeded in establishing a Tariff, whose
adequacy for Protection, and whose beneficial in-
finance upon the exhausted Treasury and the de¬
ranged exchanges of the country, the lap«e of
l< ss than two years has abundantly attested..
That Tariff, I need not sr-y, is in danger of de-
struclion.at least, in so mitrh dancer as there is
danger that our opponents shall triumph in the
pending contest. Tne undeniable hostility of
their Presidential candidate to the Tariff of 16 1*2
firings the question of its destruction to an issue
which cannot be avoided. Shall that Tariff
stand, with no changes but such as its mo;l

I know there arc not wanting efforts to
make i'. appear otherwise to the people of Ver¬
mont.efforts, in fact, lo show that the very fa¬
ther of the Protective policy has become indilfer-
ent to its support, while his rival for the Presi.

come iis friend. The discussions of this year
will dispel this delusion ; and while they demon¬
strate, if demonstration can now be needed, the
adequacy, of the existing Tariff, wi!i show who
are, and who are not, the true and reliable Aiends
of this great interest.

I am !*tad to see the people awike to this sub.
jeet, und rejoice to witness their disposition to

gather iu mass meetings to discus* it. When
they come thoroughly to understand this great
question, they will decide il right; and they wi 1
determine that it is safer to commit this interest
to its old and tried Iriends, than to trust lo new

professions made for a special occasion.
But there is a new and fearfully important

any kind of cure, similar results to the above can

with the most posiiivc certainty of demonstration
be easily brought about. * In the plain princip e

of the conduction ofcaloric.with the stine cer¬

tainty that weean cool & piece of iron, we can by
means of simple water cool ihe human body in a

state of high fever, and this amounts to a remo¬

val of the disca«c. This is one of the various re

suits of the proper use of water to enable lite bo¬

dy to throw of!" disease. These plain and sim¬
ple truths of Nature, illustrated in Water-Cute,
reasonable and reasoning men and women will
not be lonir in finding out. The ulter foolish,
ncss of swallowing drugs will in time be appre¬
ciated.
The case related was treated during my ab-

sencc from the city. I have been particular lo
find out the true fa.:is, and I could add a variety
of cases treated br myselfand others, in which
the results have Siccn as striking as in the above
case. Already, more than once, I have been
threatened with prosecution for using pure clean
water instead o: drugs, the use of which, as to
