The trip front this city to Quebec viaNiugara Fails,

llernanly. Tli- scenery a!ou:r the valley of the
Hobawk is.a constant succession of beautiful pic¬
ture". Sometimes the n od runs through highly
cultivated fields and past pleasant and growing
Tillages, sometimes through woodlands, with thi
giants of the forest Btretching up into the sky on

each side, und sometimes, us nt Little Fulls, where
Ihe Mohawk bursts through, the ridge of hills, tiie

scenery is of the most rugged and* sublime descrip¬
tion. For a considerable distance the Railroad
runs parallel with three other avenues of travel, the
.Mohawk River, the Erie t' tnul, and the Turnpike,
ill within pistol phot. The w ild scenery at Little
Falls will alone repay the tourist for his journey ..
As you approach Buffalo the country is less culti¬
vated, the [latches of wosdland more frequent, und
the rude log huts of the settlers remind one strongly
of Ihe Valley ol" the Mississippi and the broad prai¬
ries of Illinois. Running over a level plain and
into Buffalo, the Queen of the West, you are aston¬

ished to lind yourself ein the borders of an o^ean,
aiid in ti city rivaling the old cities of the Atlantic
Coasi in extent and commerce. Steamers »l"u thou¬
sand tonn lie alongside sail craft ol all siy.es, bound
to ports still n thousand miles farther toward the set¬

ting run, to bring and pour into the lap of Buffalo
the rich produce of the almost illimitable NVesL.
Buffalo has risen like an exhalation, and is still rap¬
idly extending itself. The rapidity of its increase
is almost incredible.

Buffalo contains a number of good hotels.among
others the Mansion House, which has been recently
much enlarged and improved in every reaped. The
table is an especial feature of this house.
The ride to the Falls is very pleasant. You have

ihe Niagara River with many points of interest,
Fort Erie, Navy Island, Schlosser, Chippewa, &c.
in view, and the conductor, Mr. Humlin, takes much
pleasure in pointing out to the traveler any thing
worthy of notice. You arrive at the Fulls just in
dine to get a lirst look at this world-renowned and
sublime exhibition of the; power of the Creator,
from Point View, and then to bed to sleep, if you
can, with it-t ceaseless thunder in your ears.

We are not about to give a description of Niagara
.no description cun convey more than a faint pic¬
ture of this sublime spectacle.but mean simply to

outline the tourist's route and state the expense,
that those w ho have travel in view may count the
cost before startitig.
The usual commencement to see the lions at Ni¬

agara is to cross to CJoat Island or to Canada. The
ferry to Canada is under the bluff at Point View..
